JESUS ETEENALLY YOUNG—SERMON BY THH
+ IEV. DR, ARMITAGE.

The Rev. Thomas Armitage, D. D., pastor of the
Fifth Avenue Buptist Church, preached to a very large
congregation yesterday morning. His subject was,
«Jesus Etorpally Young,” and his text Heb,, L, 12—
s»Thou art the same, snd thy years shalipot faill."' Dre
Farrar and others, who bave writien the “Lite of
Christ,"" saud be, seem 10 covet the ability to draw a
portrait of our Lord's personal appearanco, snd half
Iament their lnability to do so, inasmuch as neithar
description mor art has left the true impression of
His torm. The on!y reliable picture which we ean
draw ol our Lord's body s by that law of humanity
which traces a semblance between the radiant virtues
of the inner man and their external expression ia the
ehuman face divine.” We know ot roval David, His
great ancestor, that when young ho *‘was fair and
ruddy;” but whother his great Sen inherited his
peauty we are left to conjecture, At any rate the
elaborate portraitures of our Lord, which describe His
| , guit, lon, features, &o., are bul apoc-
ryphal and traditional. None of the evangelists say a
word or give a bint on the subject,

CHRIST'S UNIPORM PERSONAL VIGOR.

There are cortain other things, however, about
which they gpoak on which there can be no doubt, as,
for example, His uniform persopal vigor, as indicating
the total absence of ull personal ailmeot, either from
illuess or age. They tell us ot His constant exposure
by long fasting, by perpetusl Journeyings, by inces-
gaut lupors In publie speaking and miracle working;
Hiz exposare to the elements on the land und on the
gea, and of His prostrationg during the lhivelong night
in His nets of devotion, They never Intimate thot He
was sick, till vielenco was dons to His body in His Jass
gulleringd, when they speak ol fminlDess 10 CATTyiu
His cross, and fever, a8 He hung upon 1t and eried, *
thirst.”! The only case whicl beurs m contrary ap-
yearnnce to this 18 the declaration ol Isajah, a8 quoted
Ly satthew, sayiog, “Himsell ook our iulirmities
aud bore our sickness.’ In this specisl statement 14
18 implied that He voluntarily took the “‘Bickoeas’ of
the people in Cuperpaum omly a8 you would take &
crusbing burden from anoiher, to cast it away. He
Yiook'! our infirmities to bear them, exuctly ns He
took our Eips, not to absorb them into Himself, bus
to remove and destroy tuem. Ho, theo, there is
the total absenca of all indication oo the part of the
evangelists what Jesus ever endured sickpness as we
do, that His bodily frame was weakoened by ustural
disease ¢r rendered infirm by the roilipg ol years
First, then, we bave the healthy *‘young child” who
cunld endure the exposure of birth in a stable, the
coarse “swaddling bands,’ the hard manger eradle
wund the fight to o toreign country in order to save His
lie. ln His boybood, at twelve, we find Him as n
hardy youth, jourpeying at the side of Ilis mother
and Joseph, from Gulilee to Jerusalem, a uistance of
about seventy Enghsh miles, He entered upou His
miniEry in the full scope of a peasant’s sirength at
the ago of thirty, Throughout the three yeurs vl His
public nnnistry there s bot ioe glighiest indication
that His bodily healtn or natural foree abated, vut on
tue contrury His power of physical endurance is
presanted a8 wonderful. And to we it has ever been &
delighttul thought, that n workiug out my salvation
the noly Curisy Jesus exhibited nu inberent weak-
ness. 10 tho greatuess of His iotelloctual strength He
was full mighty Lo reason; in the greainess of His
emotional slrength he was tall powerlul to suffer; 1o the
greatness of His moral strengin He wus {ull able Lo
jve to the utlermost  From the whole of His career,
from the eradle to the tomb, proves Him Lo have been
oghe Son of God with power,” bodily, mentally, mor-
ally, divinely. The idea which the Gospel loaves upon
the mind is one ol perpotunl frestness o Uhrist aud
pol of exhuustion, ope of ioviolsbie strengih and not
ol weakness, one ol utfadiog youth sod not ol age
Although Ho has been seated upon His throue for more
than 1,500 years tue world vever 1hiuks of Him as
changed.

CHIUST'S FTERNAL YOUTHE

At this point we are met by the wil absorbing ques-
tloo as 1o tue sunrce apd secret of Cuns's elernal
youth. How is it that He s ibe satbo and Wbat Hi
years will not and do not feil? ALl Loed s bumas musk
change and grow old.

These men aro called moral men, and in general
discourse ey are called moralists, and are supposed
to be sundsnf in opposition to those who are called
spiritualists 11 is an unlortunate contrast, No man
enn Lo strictly moral who leavea oni the spiritual ele-
ment; Do A can be strictly spiriual who leaves out
the moral element,

In the first place, morality is defined us in goneral'the
desire aud leavor, ding to Lhe ofn
man's power, to fuill dulies or 1o obey lows, With thia
very geusral deinibion morality may be divided lato
five difleront Kinds—numely, physical, socal, oLy
industrial apd religious moratiry.

RELIGIOUS MOKALITY.

After a shorlt survey ol the manifestations of mo-
rality under the first tour of theso alvisions, Mr.
Beuecher proceeded to speak of roligious moraiity, and
suld;—Now, all these pussions iu the lower reaim of
morals neod, therefore, (o como Lo thelr consumma-
tiop, Thoy meed, for their own sake, that there
should be one more sphere of morality, and thet 1s the
roigious sphers.
