SHE INDEBTEDNESS OF THE CENTENNIAL BOARD
OF FINANCE.A EXCISION IN FAVOR OF TUB
GOVERNMENT.
The following deoision was rendered in tbe Supreme

Court of tbo United Stales to-day:.
Eystor, Asslstaut Treasurer, he., vs. Tbe Centennial

Board ol Finance.Appeal from tbe Circuit Court lor
tbo Eastern Diatrlot of Pennsylvania..'The single
question In this case was whether. In the distribution
of moneys rematulug tu tbo bands of tbo Board at tbo
close ot tbe affairs of tbo corporation, as provided for
In tbo act of June, 1872, tbe appropriation ot
11,600,000 made by Congress lu February, 1870, must
Ce paid Into tbe Trossury before any division of assots
la mada among tbo stookboldera in satisfaction and
liscbargo of tbo capital stock. Tbe Court bold It to
be apparent that tbo objoci ol Congress in all its legis¬
lation with referonco to tho Contonnial Exhibition was
to enable tbe pooplo of tbe United States to commemo¬
rate tbo completion of tbe first century ot their na¬
tional existence by an exhibition in wbicb tbo pooplo
#1 tbe wholei country should participate, and which
bad tbe sanctiou of tbe government. Tbe object,
tbcreiore, was national; but until the sot of ap¬
propriation it was expeoted that tbe ontiro expense
should bo borno by tbo peopio without asaistauoe
from Congress. Tbe previous acts only provtdod tbe
necessary organizations under tbo auspicos of tbe
government. Tho act of 1870 appropriated monoy, to
be paid back undor certain ctrcumitunees, and tbo ac-
cpptanco of tbo money by the Bourd of Finanoo
created a liability to repay It By the oot of 1872 tbo
assets ot tbe corporation were to bo dtvidod among
lb*stockholders ouly ufter tho payment of all liabil¬
ities, and, unloss tbe contract enterod into otherwise
provides, it Is clear tbo Uuitod States must be paid In
full before tbe stockholders can elalm distribution
among themselves. Altor a lengthy examination of
tbe statute tbe Court camo to tho conclusion that If
Ibe net receipts are to bo treated as tbe not
proQts ol tbe Kxhibltlou thoro is no difficulty
in tbe way of a construction In favor of
tbe United States. Tbo act ol 1878 requires tho pay¬
ment of debts, and tbon tho reimbursement of the
United Statu bolero tbo distribution of proffts to
stockholders. Not a word was said abont restoring
cap laL There was no inteution In tbo act of 1870 to
change tho order of distribution as provided by tbst
of 1872, except by giving a preference to otbog liabili¬
ties over that of the Unttod Slaios. Tbo terms used
are Identical, and tbo statutos are roliuvea Ironi all
discrepancies, without vioionoe to tbe languago of
sillier.
The decree of llio Circuit Court la reverted, with

directions to enter a docree direction tho pay ruont of
too $1,500,000 into tbe Troasury boforo any division of
remaining assets among tbe stockholders. Tbe Chief
Justice delivered tho opinion.

MOUTH OF THE MISSISSIPPI.

REPORT OF THE GOVERNMENT ENGINEER OK THE

IMPROVEMENT OF THE SOOTH PASS.
Wasiiixotox, April 0, 1877.

Tbe sixth report of General Comstock, tbo govern-
ment engineer charged with tbo Inspeotlou ot the prog¬
ress of the works lor tbo improvement of tbo South
l'asa of the Mississippi Klver, under J. B. Kads, wus

received at tbe War Department to-day. The report Is
quite lengthy and Is accompanied by maps and dia¬
grams fully illustrating tbe work. It will be sent to
the public printer for publication at once. The follow¬
ing extracts are of Interest:.
At the mouth of the South l'aas, between November IS,

187U. and March 10, i*77. u fuw new wing dami have been
built and some old olios repaired. About sixteen thousand
cubic yards of niaturlul have boon dredged out at point*
where the channel was went. A storm ol Decomber -I).
1H70. damaged the end» of the Jetties and tho wing duni*
nonr them unite aevcrelr ; 28,000 feet of the weal Jo tv he.«
been ruiaud by inaureaaoa two or three loot thick built In
place ; a layer ol atone eight-tenths of u foot thick on this
portion irivea It a height varying liom live.tenths of afoot
to two feet above average Hood tide. The other eud ol this
purl is 71M feci Iroui the sea end of the jetty. One hun¬
dred aud sixty-seven new piles have been driven In the
jetty. Little work lias been done on tbe east Jetty. I lie
channel of twenty feet fit depth at the mouth ol south I'aaa,
which on December 27, 1870. had n width ol 2UO leet from
the I'asa to the Utilf, has narrowed at n point nenr the aaa
end ol the Jettlea so na to he but seventy leet In width, and
at a point a little helow the head of the west Jetty so its to
be IHUIoet in width.

The scorn ul epithet of Tennyson
ludeed could b« as fitly applied to bis
works as to tho mail. Ucneaib hia pea the
subtlety of tho groat Cardinal beoama artifice, aud
hence, wnilo deacilbtng tho acuous of Richelieu,
he cornea nearer in reality to a sketch ol .mother
famous Cardinal, but smaller man.Maxarin.
l.iule in common with auoh a character has
the virile geuius of John McCullougb. Ueuce
In the two opontng acts we saw the actor struggling
unsuccessfully with tun mincing niceties of Hmwcr.
Ii resulted id an uuevenuess which was only saved
Iroiu being puiohwork by the long traiuing of
the pluycr. Thus Richelieu was one in omen t
a foe b io old man of ninety and tbo nest
a hulu man ol sixty. Kipo manhood was
atruggiing with the tricks of tho dramatist, uud chang¬
ing the years lustoud of the mood of tho character.
It must uot bo imagined that at any time
McCullougb touched tno edge ol mediocrity;

As the uottou rose iu iniuusuy Mr. McCullougb rose
with It, aud reaching forth out oi his propur
uaturo grasped tho real Richelieu aud guvo
a norms oi powcrfbl pictures which swept tho whacay
trickster of the arst two acts out oi sight uud was not
lost upon tbo bouse. Iu the fourth act, wtiuro tho
Cardinal comes to lilo to find hi insult defied and humili¬
ated, wben, Invoking snored thunders, ho draws
a obarined ring about the girl who seeks his
proieolloQ fToin tho King, every word aud gosiuro was
instinct with majesty uud force.

The play is difloruut from the celebrated
drama oi "Tbe Drunkard," In wbioh tragedy was pre¬
dominate, end contains more mirth than sorrow. Tho
characters may be classod either as drunkards, vil¬
lains, temperance lecturers, heroes or heroines. Ono
ol the Illustrations of the curse uf driuk Is a sccuo
wherein u betrayed young woman loape into the river
and Is followed by her sister, who risks her life to
savo her, who Is lolioweu by tho drunken inoobunic,
who, though opposed to water, jumps lu to save theni
both, and who Is lollowod by ono ol the heroes, who
undertakes to save the three, a diflicult task, in which
ho, of courae, succeeds. The appreciation ol the cur»o
or driuk was shown by the luot that betwoou the
acts large numbers of tho audience went out lu
search ol root boar, soda wutor and ginger alo. Tbo
nelguboriac barrooms were ail desertod, and it is plain
that either they or tbe theatres must close at an early
day, as they caonot continue to co-exiat. At the close
oi tno play the entire company slguvd tho pledge,
am'U shouts ol approval Iroiu tho guilerles. Tho au¬
dience was inviteo to Join in this festive ceremony,
but rospvotiully relu»od. The actiua wus good, end
much ol tho scenery efleuttvu uud new.

ACADEMY OT MUSIC.
The Italian opera repented "Uu Hallo" last night,

with the eemo cast as on Wodnasday evening tfho
audience wee not so largo as on tbe two previous occa¬

sions, nor did the opera "go" as well; tms mey he iu
a mtaiure owing lo tbo spare aitcmlauoe which almost
always dispirits the actors and singers. Slgnor Csiada
was not in as good voles as on tbo flrst night of
this opera; wo hops bo is not already tooling tbo
ill effects or oar cliinato. It is a atrango tact, but
one loo often proved to admit of doubt, that New
York air is fatal to Italian tenors. Loog
ago poor Uenedotlt's voice succumbed to It,
and later, Msz/.olcnl, who caiue over here u magnificent
teuoro robuslo, lost nolo alter uoto until bo sunk to a
baritone, aud bo bad been buck In Kuropo some lltno
bcioro ho rocovered bia voice.
Tnoro was a dollghtlul lack of connection between

tbo siuger* and tbo orenc*tru; at various points in tbo
opera iho slugers wore taking tbeir time, wbllo the
orchosiru placidly pursued theirs. More than once
tbo pcrioruiunce degenerated into u race between
the two parties, and Justice compels us lo
admit thai the orchestra generally came out
ubead. We hour u great deal about tbo way iu whigu
Wugner smothers bis voices with nis orchestration,
but uooue bus thought of making tbo same complaint
ol Verdi. Not evon lu tho "WalkOio" are tbu voices
as Ireipienllv swallowed by brass us in' this ''Hullo. "

Ibe lacl Is tliat peoplo do not scout to appreciate the
diltoreuce between massive mid noisy orcnnstrutlon.
Wo bavc bolero mentioned ihu too loud piuyiug ol mis
orchestra when accompanying ibe solo voices.

The large
nuinters ol flguros introduced are so arruuged
that whllo ouch group is ludivldunlizod it con¬
tributes to Hie general olloct. Tho Interost
ol this plcturo Is heigbienud by the fact that a largo
number ol ibo figures aro In'reality portraits ol
distinguished men who wcro present when tho import-
aut uveut recorded oa the canvas touk place. On
either side ol this work bang two largo and important
paintings by/Ion ol Venetian subjects. They are ad¬
mirable apeclmona of tills palmer's work, warm aud
harmonious in color wnh delightful utmusuhoric ef¬
fects. A beautiful pustoral subject by Volta bungs
nearby."Tho Return Irom Pasture." It shows us a

group of cattlo going to water under tho cool shadoof
a grovo of trees, while In tho distauco we catch
a glimpse of a summer lundscupo full ol suusliine. It
Is ouo ol the sweolest compositions wo have scon
irom this artist, l.umblnel Is represented by two
Inudscspcs, both allowing a tendency to brighter and
more joyous color ellects than we usually gel Irom his
brush. This Is especially the case in tno laudscapo,
which is doscribed In tno catalogue aa "Noar thu 1st.
and at UouglraL" There is remurkablo torco and vigor
In this work, and tho lumluous sky eficcts have been
painted with a lorce and Ireshuoss that loaves nothing
to bo desired.

But the beat and alruogosi of all the landscapes I*

from the easel ot Diaz, it is u glade in a lorest, Ibo
trees lu the foreground being lu shadow and a bright
sunlight oll'eot on the stretch ol meadow beyond. The
artist has thrown over this simple composition
a delightful suuUmcut, which attracts irre¬
sistibly. Tho ircaiinoul Is strong ana vigorous,
with that certainty of touch which brought
Dux nearer to tho old musters than any of his con¬
temporaries.
