Ilearned some time ago and telegraphed you the
Inet ihat M. Ie Verrier, the Director of the Parls
Observatory, had been much struck by the accuracy
of the storm predictions which had been cabled
over liers [rom the [HEmALD Weather Burcau (n
New York within the ast two monthe. I felt anxious
Lo akcertaln what his exact impressions were re.
garding them. This belng one of the duys on which
he s usually found ot the Observatory | made up
my mind to call upon Wim, and on sending in my
card was immediately admitted. He recelved me
with his usual courteonsness, and belng fortunately
disengoged talked froely with me for upward of
an bour. The foliowing Is the substance of our
conversation:—

LE VERRIER AND THE HERALD PREDICTIONS.

HERALD CORRREPONDENT—I have recently learned
M. Le Verrler, that you bave directed one of the
astronomers of the Internatioual Meteorological
Service to prepare for you a report on the meteor-
ological despatches sent over here by the NEw
Yonrs HERALD and [ have come to thank you on the
part of the proprietor of the HeEraLp for this
proofof the interest you take in our enterprise.

M, LE VErpiEn—I take all the more interest In 1t
from the fact that some years ago, for a period of
about elghteen months, we had an arrangement
with Eugllnd to forward us similar despatches
from Newloundland; but England (iscontlnoed It
becuuse the greater portion of the storms sigual-
Ized Jisappeared in the north without reaching the
European Continent,

HerALD CORRESTONDENT—You lad, then, a regu-
Iarly established metecorological service In New-
joundland ? g

M. LE VERRIER—By no means. Dut we received
advices from that station. They would no doubt
have been useful to us had there been meteor-

ologista there who had previously watched the |

route of these storms on the American continent.

HERALD CORRESPONDENT—That I8 just whn' we
are doing. The proprietor of the HERALD has es-
tablished at his own expense, at New York, a
speclal service with this object. It is a purely
Journallstic e¢reation.

M. LE VErwiEn—He deserves great credit for it,
and I will do everything In my power to encourage
the enterprise; bot [ should llke to have some pre-
clse detalls regarding your organlzation.

HerALp CoRRESPONDENT—I shall write to New
York to procure them fur you, so that you may be
the more readily enabled to appreciate the princl-
ples which guide our meteorologist in the predic-
tions which have attracted your attention.

A VISIT TO M. LE VERRIER'S STUDY,

M. Le Yerrier now rose and, conducting me
into his study, showed me a series of meteoro-
logical maps indicating the routes of storms which
cross the Atlantic Ao fur as they can be traced on
this side. After some time spent in examining
them he turned to me and expressed a hope that
we would have a slmilar set of maps prepared from
the large body of acquired data which we must
have at our disposul. He added that to hie regret
he had been compelled to Interrupt the work for
the lasl two years, owing to the urrangement by
which all meteorological observations are now cen-
tralized at the Miniatry of the Marine. It is, how-
ever, continued in another form, and he showed me
the proof aheets of a volume [n conrse of publica-
tion which contains twenty-six differcnt memoirs
on the sabject.

“Jt the NEw YoRE HERALD," sald M, Le Verrler,
‘'will send mo a descriptive memoir of its means of
observation and of the results which 1t has obtained
1 will give them o place in this collection, no matter
what space they may cover or what number of
chiarts may be necessary to tllustrate them."

HERALD CORRESPONDENT—WIith your permission
I will send you coples of the meteorologicnl de-
spatches which I receive from Ameriea. 1 have not
done #o hitherto because [ did not know whether
they wonld be acceptable to you.

M. Le VErRRIER—De assured that Ishall always
receive them gladly and that Ishall make good use
of them.

EUROPEAN INTERXATIONAL METEOROLOGICAL SYSTEM.
lERALD CORRESPONDENT—May I ask whatis the
extent of your international service *

AL Le VepmiER—It extends all over Europe and
over some parts of Asia, thanks to M. Coumbary,
the director of the Constautinople Observatory,
The number of stations Is between seventy and
eighty.

HERALD CORRESPONDENT—Does that comprise the
whole of your meteoroiogical sorvice !

M. LE VERRIER—DY no means. | am at present
occupled with the organization of the service of
the agricultural notices jarertiasements).
