The failures lor the present year differ very slightly

from tdose lor corresponding quartor ol last year. The
average liabilities Ior tho llrst three months of the
present yesr nro only slightly over SI0.000, against
$-3,000 In tho llrst quarter of 1876. In order to nllord
a more coinpleio comparison the following table is in¬
serted, which shows iho lailur,ea in each quarter of llio
past two years and the ave'rngo lia'diuies lor each
quarter and lor oacb year:.

For the corresponding period of 1876 the
failures were 477 and the liabilities #7,418,030; and
lor the same time In 1876 the number was 396, looliLg
up a total of liabilities ol $4,141,340.

FAILURK8 IX XKW TollK CITT.
In New York city iho number of failures show a con¬

siderable diminution, but. contrary to the general ten¬
dency 01 (he Ilgnres 111 all oilier localitiaa, tbe liabilities
show a marked increase. This is explained by the fact
that, included In the failures In New York in tho last
quarter nro quite a number of concerns who wcro

practically out nt business, but wbo, In order to lie re¬
lieved from old liabilities, have availed themsolves of
bankruptcy. Two railroad operators alone, wbo really
¦topped payment long ago, lormulty suspended within
the last two months, and the liabilities ol thonc, amount¬
ing to nearly lour millions, go to swell the total lor
New York city beyoud what the real mercantile in¬
debtedness would amount to. Deducting tins and other
sums ol similar character the failures und liabilities In
New York city lor the quarter arc much less thuu lust
year.

TIIK PAST TURKU MOKTIIS' T It A I) K.
A srnso ol disappointment pervades the public mind

at the results of the past throe months' trade. The in¬
dications ol lastauluinn were sufficiently promising io

create a reasonable expectation thai, us ajon us iho
succeeding political complications were dispelled, a
more prosperous period would set in. Hut Una expec¬
tation lias been only partially I u fit leu. Notwithstanding
small slocks in tbo hands ol rctnilcrs. and low er prices
tor many staples than have prevailed lor years, the de¬
mand lor goons lias been weak and Irregular, and the
amount of business done in all branches ol commerce
much less tban was anticipated. The extent ol busi¬
ness is indicated very closely by the exchanges
at the various clear.nu houses, ol wuich there are
now sotno sixteen in operation in that num¬
ber of cities. Of these thirteen made returns
Inst year, and a comparison is therefore possible as lo
the 'in nu nt ol transactions represented by baiikcbecks
at these thirteen great centres. The loml clearings in
the first quarter of 1876 were 7,677,000,(100, w hile in
the first quarter ol 1877 iliey wero 7,&50,ooo,oo0,
showing u decline ot 127.(88).000. The decline is slight,
It is true, but in the face of an cxpocicd increase in
the Volume ol business It is nut very reassuring. But
It must not be Inrgotten that (or nt least two out of
the three months under review tno grcutost political
uncertainty existed, and that lor Hie remaining month
the wciillicr gem-rally has been unfavorable lor busi¬
ness. Again, values are It's limn hist year, and it
measured by quantities the transaction* would proba¬
bly show an increase whieh would mora than atone lor
tbe slight comparative decline in tbo transactions
represented by Hie amount of bank checks us above
Indicated.

ut that ttie paal f x months have witnessed the early

comincncemont ol a better condition of things. Ii our
people couM Icnrn, even lor a while, lo bo content with
a (Jay ol small things, the resulis ol the past r|uurter
would not bo digapuolnliug Hut unhappily all the ar¬
rangements are lor business on the grandest fcuIo.
Railroads exlil toaccommodate twice the trullkc that oi¬
lers ; warehouFCHare large mot gh lo hold lour times the
noodod supplies ol the country, wlnlo tiicro are a num¬
ber engaged lu the business ol each locality lur in excess
ol Its average requirements, and altogether expenses
nod facilities ior an extent ol' trade only possiolo in

Brlods ol the wildest expansion. These are hardly
e true standards by winch lo measure either snlctv

or real prosperity. Judged by a mofe reasonable
standard tho experience ol tho'first tbreo mouths ol
the year haa not been a bad one. till the contrary,
tbougu business has boeu small it has yielded a fair re¬

turn. In proportion 10 the amount ol business trans¬
acted tho profiis have been better than for many a

prnvtous quarter. It la certain business is done' at
Vastly less expense than lu loriner years, that rallies
are more eomod, and, above all, that both foreign aud
internal indebtedness is vory materially reduced. Tins
latter lact Is clearly illustrated In tlio decreasing avr-
Sgeol liabilities ol the quarter's failures, as shown by
tho foregoing table.

TIIK SITUATION NOT IIISOOI IIAGIXO.
It Is bardly so encouraging loaturc that in tho num¬

ber of failures nn increase even so slight should bo
noticed, but considering iho uncertainty in January
and February and the restricted business which has
prevailed throughout the quarter it is rather surpris¬
ing that the increase is so small. It must lie recol¬
lected that the decline In the yolumn ol trade within
the past lour years has bceu inucb greater than tho
decline in the number ol traders whom It sustains.

Tim HAMCKUIT LAV.
Kelcreuee baa bvou beloro made to tbe erila which

the cjclstiug Bankrupt law jirntiucesiu facilitating cum-
promises lor those who succumb to tbe pressure ol tbe
limoa. It is undeniable that the operations ol this law
lend to aggravate the misloriunos ol the hour. So long
as it exists in its present shape just so lone can the
un*<-rii|tiilou* and mcapalne trader destroy ibe cbanco
ol protit lor those that are honest and solvent. No
considerable reduction can lake place in tbe army
among whom ibe hunted trade of the country is di¬
vided until the law It amended, and no very healthy
condition of buainess is to *>e expected so long as the
number who have to live Irom it continues ns large aa
it is ul present. Now lhal the political outlook seems
ao Irco from disturbing elements it is surely not too
much to expect ibal some practical lerislatiou on this
subject may bo initialed even at the extra session of
Congress in June.

A rKOMISIXO Ol'TLOOK.
The early prospect cf a practical settlement of the

Southern question is regarded as a marked contribution
towurd a return of more prosperous Lines. The great
staples of this section are of prime importance in tbe
markets ot tho world, ard Us power of absorption of
goods, especially in vioo ol tbe small stocks held. Is
too w II known to need comment. It recent events re¬

move tbe clog Irom its material progress and Inspiro
Its peoplo with energy to extend their productions and
Increase their wealth u better hope may bo enter-
tainod lor tho whole country. This, with other indica¬
tions, Is ol an encouraging character, and lead to tho
belief that tbo worst Is past, and II we are fovorod
with another good crop ol agricultural produce the
remainder of tbe year will enable us to mark a sub-
aluniial progress.

THE GREAT FORGERY.

The prisoners Elliott and Worth, arrested by Cap¬
tain Allaire on suspicion ol being concerned In tbo

$64,000 check forgery, were again arraigned at the
Tombs Police Court yesterday lor examination. Coun¬
sel lor Worth moved bis discbargo on tbe ground of
there being no evidenco aguinst him. Tbe motion

brought up Asslstaul District Atiornoy Dell, who stated
tUut tbo proseruiiou w ere not In a position to oppose
tile motion. The only evidence against Worth was the
lucl that be had in tils possession a lew Erie coupons
payable in London. There was no evidence to show that
tbey were stolen. He, tnorclore, did not oppose the
motion. Upon this re prose mat ion Justice Kilbrcib
discharged the prisoner. Elliott's counsel moved lor
tbo discharge ul bis client, but tho Assistant District
Attorney opposed the same, saying the evidence against
lnm was strong. Ho askod for an adjournment
uutil all tbe witnesses, consisting of insurance men
and others, could lie brought into court. ThoJustlco
thereupon adjourned the examination until Monday
afternoon, at which time rich developments are ex¬

pected.
THE RUSSIAN FLEET.

A number of Invited visitors, ladles and gentlemen
vlsttod tbe Kusslsu flagship Svetlana yesterday. De¬
tachments ol liberty men Irotu the flag .-hip and the
two corvettes anno nshoro alter midday with an otll-
ccr in cnargo of each party. They wandered ovor the
western halt ot tbe cliv, and returned punctually at

tbe appointed hour, many of tliera laden with paste¬
board boxes, containing their purchases. The ofllcers
being in waiting lor them they were soou In the large
pulling hosts and on Ihoir way to iboir shins.
At hull-past twelve I*. M. Admiral Itoulakoll and

FlHg Commander Alexiofl came on shore in a pulling
btinl. Flltcen minutes alter Captain tho Grand Duke
Alexis reached the landing stage In the Sveilnnn's
stciun launch, ilo wis unaccompanied save by his
lavorite bulldog. Punch. At half-mint ono the Grand
liuke Constantino, Prince Itcberbatofl, Lieutenant
Lang, Huron Englebsrdt, Lieutenant de Hovers and
several other ofllcers cume ashore in the steam launch.
Tho Grant' Dulto Constanlino, alter u stroll, returned to
tho flagship at three o'clock. liaron Schilling and
Dr. Continue canie aiboro shortly beloro four o'clock.
Tho Grand Duke Alexin dined In llio city, passed the

evening with some friends and returned on board late
In ihc evening.

RUSSIAN IT IN NEW YORK.

Tho sailors of tbo Russian fleet wero paid ofl on

Thursday and wero allowed to go ashore on "liberty."
Four hundred and fourteen of them were let loose on

the city about ten o'clock In tho morning, and they
mado "Rome bowl" to tho best ot their ability till
about four o'clock in ibo afternoon. During the day,
however, several ol them were pickod up by the polico
in different parts of the city, iu different stages of
intoxication. Six of them wero brought beloro
Judge Murray, at Jeflerson Market Poltco
Court yesterday and wero flood $6 cacu.
The sergeants In tho Twenty.ninth uud Ninth pre¬
cincts evidently guvo up in despair tbe names of their
Illustrious prisoners, and they will go down to pos¬
terity In ho archives of tbo American notion as John
Does and Richard Roes.
An officer ol one of the vessels camo Into tho court

yesterday morning and offered to pay their flues, but
Judge il array said:.
"On account of tho friendly relation between tbo

two iihiious, and to lurther cement that friendship I
nm only too buppy to buvo tho power to remit tho
flues."

THE "BOSS" GETTING READY.

Mr. John D. Townsond, counsel for William M.
Tweed, now devotes his whole time to getting tlio
¦ Hairs of tho luttcr into shape for submission to Mr.
Whcolorll. Pockhnm, in whose hands Attorney Gen¬
eral Kalrchild baa left tho disposition of the Ring stilts.
The proposition for a compromise which Mr. Tweed Is

going to Iny before the authorities has been completed,
and nil that now remains is to collute and clusslly the
checks and vouchers-accompanying It, so that their
extent and value can be soon by the prosecution. It
is generally believed that the roal properly which Mr.
Tweed proposes to surrouder to tho pnopio has
already been examined by tbe officials and
that no delay in the negotiations will lie
necessary In order to decide upon lis value or lo dis¬
cover w holder or not it will include all tbe property
controlled bv tho "Ross." Mr. 'lownscnd did not
como down 10 his office at all yesterday, mid it was
understood that he was occupied with his imprisoned
client all day. Mr. l'cckhuui, when culled upon, was

cool and smiling as ever lie professed nut to know
when Mr. Tweed's proposition would reach him but It
was Interred liom Ins conversation that he would not
lie surprised 10 meet Mr. Tweed sauntering down
Droadway about the middle ol next week.

FORBIDDEN FRUIT.
lulormntiou was received by the customs officials

that a large lot ol cigars aud cigarettes had been
brought by the sienmer Columbus from Havana, and
had bocu transferred Irotn the steamer while in the
bay to a small boat aud landed at Coney Island, whence
It was sent to th is city. Asa result .'10,.'>00 packages
of cigarellas and 2 000 choice cigars were seized yes¬
terday and sent to I he seizure mom. Il was some¬
what uolortunats that iho revenue officials came a Ut¬
ile late, aa most ol tbo smuggled goons had hoen
sent away to puriies ol whom no I rues cun bo lound.
No one claimed the cigars and cigarettes, and the
seizure will ha condctnued and confiscated to the
Lulled Hates.

ket. At the sumo time that these rumors were sot
In motion the transactions in Hock Island were very
brisk indeed, Hnd in a short whlo the Indicator marked
the prico ut sii1,'. Tho fall was so sudden as to direct
general attention to ttie mailer, and the transactions
so large as 10 give force to the rumor that large quan¬
tities ol tho stock were being put out.
