It 13 the daily food of a lurge pro-
poriion of the commanily, and It is often enlled 1ato
requinition to keep the spark of lifo nglow in the poor
bod-ridden invalid who, perhiaps, reveivea nothing elso
for weary daye, probably wecks.

To sustain |ile thoe indefinitely mitk mnst be pore,
When It is adulterated by waler, chalk, sbeep’s bralns,
&e,, or procured [rom cows that are kept in Althy and
consequently unhealthy peus, or fed upon poor, In-
outritions qr sour food, sucl as beor grains, garbage
snd, 1n fact, all the varions ingredients that go to
muke up llie refase swill nf & kilchen, it becomos
Lighly pernlcions and delrimentai to the healin, even
tne life, of the individual who is so unfortunate as to
be compolled to use it, such as the weaning infant.

Impure milk has been known to cause In the young
child all the various forms of coterlc discane. When
an enteric disease becomes duveloped digestion s
next o impossible and the child iovariably dles ol in-
anition.

How often in this cisy does the mother undertake to
woan her babe during the summer months, and it dies
afler a short sickness from that ureaded siayer ol the
lofant, cholera inisotum! The child hus been leoding
upon cows’ milk but & few days when It s
sudaenly—perhaps afier a convulsion-—-seized with
terribla vomiting and purging, wastes fright.

WHAT THE PAUULTY BAY.

All the eminent physiologists sny ‘‘that the milk of
an anlmal slwnys pariakes ol the charactor of ite food.”
Then If cows are fed upon “swill,’ whether it be In
the form of beer grains or city garbage, can tbeir milk
be good nod pure? If a dozen or more cows are kept
sonfined in an {ll-ventiiated, damp, and fllthy place
which would put the black nole of Caleutta to shame
for years, ean shoy be healthy? And, last of all, can
s sickly cow give milk that would be proper and nutri-
tions food for a child or invalld ?

The Board of Health of the eity of ILendon, England,
answered these questions, a low years agn, when it
made an nvertigath to or to ascertaln the
ravso of an ousbreak of typho!d fever, which was then
mging In London. After mature and careful doliborn-
Hon the Board expressed the opinion that milk ob-
imined from cows whioh are kept on bad and decayed
feod, und filthy and siagnant watsr, and sold to the
poor, had a groat deal to do with causing tho epidem In
ol faver.

RELIEP THROUGH THE PRESS,

Somae years ago the press of this city ook the above
Juestions in Land and drove the “swill milk' venders
to the wall Alter the pross ralsed the alarm the
hoalth officials oansed milkmon to be watched,
Wherever “swill milk™ was lound It was sezed and
poured in the gutter, as liquor was in the old day of the
Matnoe liquor Inw, nnd In some places milk Howed liko
water alter an Augusi thundor storm. Ferryboats
were watched, and no milk was allowed to epter the
city unless It eame from legitimnte dairies oulside the
vawill milk" distrieta. The police, niso, were called
into requwisition and given sometning to do—viz, to
watch the “‘wwill carriors in their dally rounda

The people have hoped that this clty would nmover
sguin be troubled with *swill milk,"" Their hopes, as
we know now, were valo,

WHAT ME. RERGH FOUND,

Mr, Bergh did a very commendable act when, the
other day, be caused the arrest of the ‘‘swill milk’s
vender who bad eighteen so-called mllch cows shut up
in un oid diiapidated sweal box of a shed, which he,
the vonder, dignified by the pame ol cow stable. Tho
cows were in a horrihle condition, suffering from that
frightful disease among caitle known as *“hool rot.”
But we would call Mr, Borgh's attention to tho follow-
Ing facts, nnd request the Health Board to observe, If
they can awake from their lethargy :—

THE FIRST PLACE VISITED,

A load of beor swill, In the shape of gralns, was
recently scen going up Broadway, and the writer fol-
lowed in ts wake to Sixiy-seventh sireei, belween
Elghtt and Ninth svenues, whore It turned into a nar-
row lane and was loat slght of amid the small shantiea
and hovels in that neighborbood, All efforts to enter
tho reer of the flthy premises, bohind which the
wagon digappoared, were opposed by an old woman
with a dirty red shawl twisted over ber shoulders and
sroased on her breast and tied behind hor waisi ; the
snly olher garment observablo was a flthy short
skirt, which covercd her lower extremities,
Bho could not be made 0 comprehend any.

WORK PO MK MERGH,

In Ninoty-third steest, near Ninth avenue, fourteen
cows oan be (pund; there 15 alsn in this place an oX-
ceadingly strong suapleion of “swill" and **hool roi.?
The anitnas wers penand in a barren yard, wher: a
spear of grass has not becn seen for Lho last decade,
Judgiog trom tbhe oxisting condition of thinge. Scat-
terad about the yurd a great many Iargo tubs were
seon, which nre used in leading, In an outhouse, a
short ulstance from the road, a boy was seen mixing
somothing in a large barrel or engk; I8 odor was vory
much like beor grain “swill.” These poor animals
cortaluly ware in a bad cowdition, and sores were secn
about the heels of most all of them,

Maoy ol the denizens of this neighbarhood elud to-
pether, as the writer was lnformed, aod seil ail their
milk to ooe man, who Ferves it on route lrom a
wazon stampod “Orange county milk.”” Oihers bave
suflicient 1o supply o small dealer themseives Iiis
nies tn Ine that the le who give these people
the “swili’’ ure lisble to bave it retarned to them in
the sbape of milk. The Inhabitants are semi-savage,
and Jook as if 1hey would pounca upon the intruder {1
they only dared.

WHAT WAS BEEN IN BROOKLYN,

Brooklyn bus alwuys been the strougnold of **swill
milk' and et whiskey. From Brooklyu almost ail
tbe “*ewill mullk" came that was destroyed by the
poliee and Bousrd of Health several years ago. Bome
eslablishments then discovered had as many cows as
cunid be found upon & large dairy farm. The estab-
lishmeoty ware all very lurge, and some half dosoen
milkmen wero somotimes guppliod by one wot of cows
To discover if they aguin existed in Brooklyn was the
wriler's object lu porambualating over that cily receni-
Iy, and what was discoverod will be lound below ;—

A DEATH DISTRIDUTING KSTARLISHMENT, !

Oun the corner of Marcy aveuue and Floyd street in
an old palatinl house, & was probably oulll by the old
Duteh settlers nod thought quite & mausion by the
envious in those old anu hlﬂ?’ days, when people
wers not troubled with “swill.,'” The house 18 irregu-
lar in shape, wilh an exi wing r cant.
The paint, under the influence of the sun wnd wind,
l:as become nalate color, |ustead of (L8 original white,
To the east of the bouse are the remains of n okoe
boautiful kitchen garden; the berry and currant
busbies are brokon down, and the entire edillce in front
bears the appearancs of n genoral wreck superindaced
by neglect. A grape arbor adorss the front of the
house, and sugges(s fmany courtiug scencs of couniry
belles and stolen Kisses,  Alas! “To whul base usee
do we come at last !’ The ouce beautiful mansion now
shelters the vile carcass of a *'swill milk" man. Inthe
rear of the mansion—it 8 8o boaatiful, svea 1 I8
wreck, we must still persist lo ealling it so—i8 an old
barn that was provably buiit whou the house was.
