DIVORCE AND ALIENATED AFFECTION.

Closing Proceedings inthe Emma
Mine Case.

A LEAF FROM THE TICHBORNE TRIAL.

Joseph A. Bryden, who (rom the lime of his marringe
in 1866 up to the year 1871 lived with his wife, Georgl-
anu, charges, that about that time W. Haskell Rhett
laid siege to Georglapa's affections, aliensied them
from ber husband, and, in deing so, injured the latier
to a large amount pecuniariy. To recover for this
daumage Bryden has commenced against Rhott a suit lor
$20,000, 10 which the latter hias been held in bail to the
oxtent of $5,000. Yesterday, in Supreme Court,
Chambers, belore Judge Donohue, a motion was arguad
on behalf of defondant (o vacate the order of arrest,
ani! was opposed on the part of the plaintir. In the
affidavit of the p'aintifl, oo which the order of arrest
was granted, he states his alleged wrongs in the prem-
jmes ut great length, Heo was married to his wife, he
wys, in October, 1854, and they have iwo chudren
living and now grown almost (o the age of malarity.
In 1871 his wite became sequainted with the delendant,
who then d a ot 1 leulnted
to slienate ber affections Irom her busband and Je-
prive him of the comfort of her suciety and followship,
During that year defendant addressed to plainlii’s wite
\weniy-eight letters, in which be wuses such ocu-
dearing phrageans *‘Dearest,’’ «Dear Georgie," *‘Love,”
“Pet," and others equully soothing and soft, In these
allegea letiers the defendant is repr el a8 express-
iog the various feelings, moods, hopes and fears which
bubble up in his ardont soul in respect Lo the object of
bis pet pumes. On the 10th of May, 1871, he writes
he olten wishos her back, pot from selfish motives, but
only forthe plessure ol spending the evening with
her; be lears the old man, but will iry and lool him,
She onght to be a young man®s peil, who would ape
preciate hor good and sweek qualisies  Ho enjoins
coufldence betwoen them, and hopes sho will be quite
well when the letter reaches her. On the 23d ul May,
1571, he protests that she 18 unforgotien, looks
snxionsly for her return, and deplores that *‘bope de-
ferred which maketh the heart sick.'” Ie longs lor
.lhe enjoyment ol her sweet solf “at the Park or else-
whore,”! He asks ber Lo wnte just as sbe lews, and
walls her moch love and o kiss, On the 24 of June,
