A conference between the Committee on (jrain and
the representative* ol the railroads relative to tho ter¬

minal charges ou grain at this port whs held this

by thu representatives ol the Produce fcxebange and of
tho trunk roads respectively. Tho llrt>i recommenda¬

tion, "That, commencing May 1 prox., the time of

Htorujo ol grain Irom thu ratlroada in boat* or olo-
valors be made ten days, including dates of receipt nnd
delivery, and tho charges thetclor be one und one-

fourth cents pec bush' on all Kinds of grain," wi*

aduptoil. Thu second recommendation was amended
nnd adopted iii the lollowiiig lorin:."Tbal ull the said
cunrnes be collected by the lightermen .«* agents of
tbu railways irom the holders ol itio ccrtlllculoa,
und tnot the auid lightermen pay iherclrom tho
charges of iho elevators lor receiving ami weigh*
lug grain Irom their barges utul delivering tho same
to vessels or stores, not exceeding an iggie^nteof
one cent per husliol theroior.providing, however,
that the holder ol tho certificate shall be purmllied
to designate iho elevator If he so deslie.
Tho third rerotnmeudation, which tended lo rcrnovo
the liability ol thu railroads as common carriers and
suostitute theroior a liability lor murine risKs only,
was not adopted oil account ol the decided expression
previously given by tho grain trade n^iiin-t any -ucli
change beftig mndf. As both parties have ugrccd lo
waive the thirty days' notice required by the existing
agreement between the Produce kxehaiigo hikI tlie rail¬
roads these recommendation* will no into elloct us
soon as they shall have been acted upon by ibo Hoard
ol Managers, which will probably bo ou or beforo Ibo
1st ol May.

11 Is needles' lor mo to say that this condition
Is deplorable, for it is shown by an empty treasury and a
ruined creilit. by stagnation in commercial circle, and de-
presslon in agricultural enterprises, by public an personal
poverty, as widespread as it is lamentable. All ellorU to
bring about a belter stale of alfairs will prove
unavailing until tlio finances ot the Mate are

put in a heaithy condition and the credit ol
tlie State established ou the sound and honorable looting it
once occupied, liut in the meantime there Is an Imperative
necessity iliat the immediate needs uf the Htate should be
provided lor, ami in doing this tlie burden ot taxation
should bo made as light as possible, for the resources uf onr
peopie are we lui,;ii exhausted aud tile season of the year
at winch the tuxes will bo called fur is most unfortunate.
While it is tlie province of the General Assembly to .1x inn
amount ol taxes requisite tu meet the demands of the
St ite and t ie tjiiiu and mode of their collection 1 venture
to offer some suggestions on tlicsu points for the considera-
tion of the la>i:islature.

In or..er to effect thin object iu a mode satis-
factory and equitable alike to the State and
to the public creditors I respectfully suggest tl.e

appointment of a commission to consist t)f one member
flora each hottse of the Legislature, the Comptroller Gen¬
eral and the Treasurer of the Mate, and tlireo e.tiiens «>f
recognised financial ability, to whom tlie whole question of
the fiuuncial condition ol the State shall he referred, and
under whose directions a thorough and complete Investiga¬
tion ol the funded and lloatin; indebtedness of the State
shell he made; and who nlso shall be empowered to require
a registration before them, or before such oflicers as uiMy be
designated, of the consolidation bonds of the Mate obiiga-
ti'dih, the validity of which shall he thus as ertained, and
shall be certified in tdieh form as the comnhsston or the
Legislature may prescribe, and tiie coupons on such bonds
atone shall lie receivable for taxes, the commission should
also be charged with the duty of' reporting to the (Jenerul
Assembly at its next regular session the precise character
ol all obligations ol doubtful validity or clearly traudulcnt,
with the specific acts or testimony upon which their con¬
clusion** ure based.
As all the records and books showing the amount of con¬

solidated hoiitls now outstanding, with the nature of the se¬
curities on wiiich they were issued, h ivc been withheld by
the late oflicers lam unable to state, with any degree of
accuracy, what portion ol the publicdebt has been converted
into consolidated bonds and what portion remain* tu he
funded. Hut from tin; best sources of information before me
I estimate the amount yet to be funded at atioiit

i«>i.imi, which, ut the rate established ior Iun..in;,
wiil require the Issue of, £1 ,r>in.i.tkj*» of consolidated bond*.
I'iidii ilie act of lH7ii these bends bear date of January I,
1*74, and the annual t;ix provided by the act tor the pay-
nient of the interest on il»e entire consolidated debt has
been regularly levied every year, ami the amount unex¬

pended for interest should be in the treasury to meet the
past due coupons id these bonds an goon as issued.

I have no reason, however, to believe that there is any
roch unexpended balance available lor this purpose, thd
if the conversion of tne debt into consolidated bonds con¬
tinues, as provided by tne existing act, it will be necessary
to provide by legislation lor these arrears of interest. 1
suggest lor your consideration tne propriety of funding
tlie.se arrears up to the time of conversion iu new nonds,
payable ut such time suit under such conditions as in your
judgment shall be equitable to the Maui and to its cre¬
ditors.

NKCKSftlTY roil KCOffOMr.
i cannot too earnestly ur*e upon you ilie necessity of re¬

ducing the expenses ot every department of tho govern¬
ment to the most economicai scale consistent with the
dignity and security of the State. You will find many
ottlces which are not only expensive, but useless; and
others winch, while necessary, can be well filled for com¬

pensation much less than is now paid. It is, i aui sure,
only necessary to Invite your attention to tnfs subject to
secure your wise and cordial co-operation iu lightening the
burdens which have so greatly oppressed the energy and
Industry of our people; hut after the moat rigid reduction
the expenses of the government, hinds for the common
schools arid to meet the interest on the public oebt must he

provided and this can on v be done by a tax on the real
and personal property of the citizens.

it is one of our gravest difficulties that we have come into
control of the government after the period at which tuxes

can most easily he paid Ours is essentially an agricultural
community. Our pro nets are harvested in the latter part
of the year and sold In the earlier, and the ruio which has
always obtained ol calling for the taxes in January and
February had Its origin, not In the arbitrary will of the
Legislature, btu was the natural outgrowth ot our indus¬
trial system. The late political struggle has been pro-
tructed until the proceeds ol the past year's cron have been
exhausted, and the present crop is not sullicltntly advalued
to enahlo the farmer to reali/.e anyihii g upon it. hvery
available dollar of cash or ol credit Iu the control of he farmer
Is air. ady applied to the .rowing crop, and the levy ol a tax

payable at no o.iily day would eriously e.nbiirra--, not

only the agricultural, but every other interest ol the Mate
I he money is not in tho country. It couid only be raised
by loans to the larmers »y bankers or merchant*, and it l«
questionable If It cottld be raised even iu this way. It is
therefore Incumbent on you, while reducing the t*s to its

minimum, to arrange for Its collection at such times and iu
such manner as will lighten the burdens ol .the people as

much as possible. A portion of tho tax absolutely necos-

nary Could be called for In June, and the residue, which
should he the larger portion, in October, when tho proceeds
of a part, at least, of t he crops will be available lor the

payment of taxes.
T1IK IIA N k or Til K HTATK.

While on the ^object of the finances, I beg to rail jrovr
notice to the bills of the hank of fie Mate, for this ques¬
tion presents a dHMeuit prooletu. There Is a widespread
belief that a'considerable Amount of these bills will he

found missing from the Treasury, having been reissued In

place of being cancelled or destroyed It is well, there-
Fore, at this Juncture, to consider whether or not these bills
should be reipivabl# in payment ol taxes. Before reeeiv.
Ing them for taxes the most ricld examination should be
had. with the view o a*u« rtaiinng tne amount lor which
the State Is clearly liable and what portion is tainted with
raud, iu order that suitable yrovisiou iua> be made at the

¦extaeiston of the Letialature for the redumption of the
former uud fur tba prjlectlou of the State u^uiuat the
latter.
