David Beeck Hanged for the Murder
of William Shanlin.

GOOD ADVICE FROM THE GALLOWS.

“Indulgence in Strong Drink and Bad
Company Led Me Here."

The first execution, for over twenly years, in this
county look place w.day. David Beck was bung, lor
the murder of Willlam Shanlin, in the presonce of an
1mmensoe crowd,

THE ORINE

Shanlin, who was o cuuetable, arrested Bock on
some irivial ebargo and held him for sowe time before
he was releasoed on boud, While Beck was under ar-
re&t, Shanlin made a trade with him, giving tim acer-
taln smount for his erop, then growing in
the fleld. He pald him aboust one-third of
the amonnt promised In cash, When Beck recov-
ared bis lberty, Shanlin met him apd told him be
was ready to complete the trade. Beek thereupon
asked him for the balance of mopey due. Shaolin
offered him bus notes lor the balance, statiog that he
did not have the money, and had not agreed to pay all
cagh. Heck refused to receivo the poles, and told him
that he wouid pot deliver the crop, except for cash,
From thiz point the Ltwo men guarreiled lor several
days, ench nbusing the other pretty frecly. AL length
Shaolin said thut be could wke a knife and drive Beck
all ovor the couniy; that he was not atraid of the
cowardly dog and intended lo go and \ake possession
of the crop nimsel!, Beck told him that Il he
attempted such o thing ho wonld kill him. One day
Shanlio dit enter the field and began to gatlier somo
cuorn. Heck discovering shat be wis there woot to the
house, loadod a single barrelled shotgun witli thirteen
leail balls, and burried to the fiold where Shaolin was
at work plucking the eorn,  Approaching within ensy
distance of him he deliberatoly drew down on him and
fred. Sbhanlin lell dead (o bis tracks, bieog literally
riddied.

Beck was arrested, convicled and sentenced. Afller
several motlons for & uew tral be has at lust been
brought to the gallows, the most persistens efloris
having been made (o securs A commutation of his
sentence [rom the Governor.
