surplus money receipts iu thu said ilicuire upon said
occasion. 1 protested ugalust suid defendants' .said
sophistry and Injustice," aud also liie words, "1 say
that 1 would noi have agreed to acl Kichurd 111. as
aforesaid lur merely $150, without said complementary
und coutingoul payment to lorm part ol said agree¬
ment," also the woids, "that recently, In the city of
New York, one of the defendants herein admitted, de¬
clared and conies-sed, voluntarily, that said dcleuduuts
hud chiselled.», defrauded.me out ol $1,OOU lor
my suld Kichurd HI., and that he, said dcleudanl,
wished to puy me the extra uud conilugent money, bui
thai his partner herein refused to do so."

A MISTAKE OF A DAY.
Some lime ainco Mary Murray recovered a Judgment

against ber brother-in-law, Frederick E. Luihoy, lor
$1,041 66 lor assault and bultery. The alleged assault
was tho result ol efforts en tho part ol the delanduni to
eject plaintiff Iroiu his house, the privileges of winch
tie bad previously forbidden her. Tho defendant's
counsel died tbe necessary bond on appeal, but recited
therein that tbe judgment was entered on tho 18th, lu-
atoad of tbo ltftn ol April. For thia detect tbe bond
was returned by plaintifl's counsel, who proposed to
proceed us if no appeal had been taken, tbe lilno to tile
a new bond having in thu meantime expired. Applica¬
tion wiih then made to Judge Sinuott, in Murine Court,
Chambers, on tbo part of deloudaui. unking lor an ex¬
tension ol time in which to ttlo a new bond. This ap¬
plication was based on an aflldavit to ihe ellect that the
mistake una delay occurred through au oversight on
tbe part ol the defendant's attorney 'a clerk, unit that
the defendant intended in good laith to take an appeal
Iront tbo judgment. Yesterday the Judge rendered a
decision granting tho doiendaut'a application, and al¬
lowing htm live uays' additional lime in which to pro-
pare a now bond and perlect his appeal.

UNITED STATES SUPREME COURT.
BIGHT OP VIItUINIA TO CONFINE THE PLANTING
or OYSTEKB IN HtB TIDEWATEBS TO 8KB
OWN CITIZENS.EFFECT OF ANSWERS BI THE
INSURE 1> ON AN IN6UBANCE POLICY.

Waskijigto.x, April 30, 1877.
The Supreme Court rendered the followlug decisions

to-day:.
No. 825. McCready vs. The State of Virginia..Error

to ino Court of Appeals of Virginia, and one other
case..In this Catio it Is decided that tbo State
of Virgiuia can prohibit tlie citizens ol other
State* troin planting oysters in tbo bods of tidewuters
within tier jurisdiction, wlillu permitting her own peo¬
ple in do so. For the purpose of the ownership ot tbo
tidewaters and their beds it is said that the State rep¬
resents the people atid the ownership Is thill
of the people in their united sovereignty. The
title thus held is subject to iliu paramount right ol
navigation, the regulation of which in respect to
foreign and Interstate commerce has been granted to
the I'uitcd Stales. There has. however, beeu no such
grant ol power over tho usherles. These remained
under the exclusive control ot tho State, which has
consequently the right. In its discretion, to appropriate
its tide waters and tueir beds to bo used by its people
as a common lor taklnu aud cultivatiug Ush, so
tur as It may he dono without obstructing
navigation. Such an appropriation is in effect nothing
more inun a regulation ol the use of the people of
their common property. This right ol the people of
the Siato comes not from their citizenship alone, but
from their citizenship and property combined. It is,
in fact, a property right, and not a mere privilege or
immunity of citizenship. The Chief Justice delivered
the opinion.
No. 220. New Jorsey Mutual Lite Insurance Com.

Rsny vs. Baker.Error lo the Circuit Court lor the
orthcru District of'New York..In this case tho com¬

pany seek to avoid the policy on the ground that cer¬
tain answers made by tho Insured al tho date ol tbo Issuo
ol the policy wero lalse. The Court And no evidouco
that the policy contained any agreement that tho
siatemonts of the applicant should bo express war¬

rantees, or that they should have any effect whatover,
or that the application lisolt was over presented to
tho Insurance company, or that tho policy
was based upon the application. It Is fur¬
ther found that tho agent ol tho company
undertook to Interpret tho ausworu mado, and as so

Interpreted wrote them'in the application. In this
form it is held to bo a statement prepared by tho com¬

pany, lor which It nlono is responsible, mid that It
cannot be sot up to doleai the policy. Afllrinod. Mr.
Justlco Hunt delivered tbo opinion.
