A Manure Faotory in the Oentre
of Harlem.

THE SOURCE OF THE STENCH.

Skeletons and Entrails Brought
from Barren Island.

STREET CLEANING FERQUISITES.

During the last two months the region around and
about the oot of 1051k, 106th and 107th sircels, East
River, has been intermisiently pervaded wilth offen-
sive odora.  Occasionally the stench Is s0 oppressive
that it Las driven laborers in the adjoining works from
thelr occupation, and o somo instunces men have left
their employment rather thasn subject themselves to
what tbhey thought was a risk to their health and toa
smaell so oft o that it freq Iy brought on ususes.
Porsons residing in the neighborbood attribwted this
nuisance to the filling in of 107th sireot with gnrbage
and objectionable retuse; others thought it was ex-
balasticus caused by the mild weaither from the old
Glling of the Harlem flats; a lew thought it was [rom
strool garbage that had been surrep ly dep d
in the night, a few months ago, in the open lots south-
cast of Becond avenae and 107ih streek

THE BOURCE OF THE STENCIHL.

The nufsance (s, bowever, not directly traceabls to
any of these causes, It s of a much more malignant
and dapgerous characler than could be preduced from
any of the causes given above. At the (oot ol LO6th
anod 106tk strocts, Eust River, 1s sitoated ao oid avat.
tolr, or slaughter house, that has not been used for
some years. Lately—tbat v, during part of Lthe winter,
and potably within the last three months—this build-
ipg has been used for the maoufacture of what 1a tech-
pically known as a *‘lertilizer,’” or, In more popular
langunge, an artificial manure. The main constiluent
of this *fertilizor” 18 made up from the romains of
doadanimals, These are brought in souws, gomoetimes
a8 olten as threc Limes & week, frown Barren Island to
this old slaughter house and there depoaited for fur-
thor manipulation. It s peediul for the purposes
for whioh these remains are required thut a certuin
stage of decomposition sbould have set io, and this
requisite renders their contact with the light and suna
very sufliclont means for the difasion of the offensive
odor of which the neighbors complaln. Part ot \he
manipulation brings these skolelons, entralls and sking
ol dead horses, goats, dogs and cals inke coniagt with
sulphuri¢ noid and phospates from South Carolion, and
aiier a further procoss an |ngrediont |s formed which
becomes & very mnarketable commodity under the name
of “soluble manure,” A reporier ol the Herinp went
through the panufactory & lew days sgo, and, without
the workmen knowing his object, saw sna smelt for bum-
self oot only the manulastured product, but the material
In Its sarliest stages, before it became the articie of
commerce that resoiis from the maoipulation. On s
kind of dumpiog board, onthe niver side of the estab-
lishment, were heaps of the bones and dried entrails

of these dead nnimnls from Barren Island. These bad
been steoped in sulphuric acid, nod the smeil there-
from was even under those clrcumsinnce unendurs-
bie for apy protracied period; but when dumped lrom
the boat nt tha empiying of the scows it could be
readily imagived that 1t was s compound essence of ail

DISAFPEARANCE OF MR. J. T. DALY.

Mr, J. T. Daly, a wealthy residont of New York, and
the owner ol the Windsor Hotel, bas been missing
Irom his bome, No. 4 East Forty-seventh sireet, since
Tuesdny moruing. For some time previous be bad
been very disconsolate and gloomy, owing to business
troubles which preyed om his mwnd.  Prominent
among these troubles was a sult agninst nim lor
$60,000 by one of the Park Commissiovers, which, 1o
connection with beavy losses by she depreciatlon of
tho value ol much of bis real estate, was cupaidered
sufliclent in the view of some cl his Irlends to war-
rant the bebel thal Mr. Daly has committed suicide

while under temporary derangement of mind. This
view 1E nob entertained ot Mr, Duly's resideuce. His
son stated to a HERALD reporter Imat evening that
when Mr, Daly lols bis home oo Tucsdny woralog he
had po large amount of mouney with b, Lut he did
have a number ol very valuable law papors. Tun
sou's fOrm belief was that he bad  beeo
foully dealt with in  orler to obialu posses-
sion of tbese papers. Young Mr. Duly declined
10 state iloularly wbal theso papers wore,
Whoen Mr, Daly left nis home Lo étoppod lirst at the
Windaor Hotel and conversed a few minutes with Mr.
Waite, the lesses; (rom thence he proceeded 1o the
Manhattan Markot, where he puid a bill, Sines then
bis movemeuls sre unkpowu, MNr. Walle did nos
seem Lo thok Me. Daly's mind was dersnged, sithough
be posiced tbe gloomy and disconsoluie uppeariuce
which also Lho sop had poviced. When Le did not re-
wirn bamo on Tuesday evening bis fumily became
alarmed, ns he was never koowo 1o be away lrom home
ub pight without Orst snoouncing his intention, His
prol d  al @ through ¥y lay gave lurther
ularm, apd Superiotendent Walling was notifled. A
general nlarm was sent to all police stations, und De-
teative Dunn especially detalled to meurch tor the
missiog man, bui wlibough sirict search was made be
coula not bo found, He w nbout fiNy years ol nge, of
medlum beight, shm build, ood bas gray bair, mus-
tagbe and whiskers. He was well dressed, and wore
diamonds and & goia watch and chaln.

given the geueral facts relative to the nervous centres
and thelr actions, and ghown that mind 18 dependent
on and influenced by the physieal condition of the
brain, Dr, Stevonson entertatned no doubt bus that the
evidence in suflicient to enably us to determine with
opproximuste acourscy tho bodily aod mootal con-
ditions whieh give the bius o individual charncter.

CRIMINALITY AND NERVOUH FEYHIOLOGY.

The Doctor's argument relative to eriminality was
based upon the evidence lurnished by nervous physi-
ology. He claimed that it 15 4 peurodis, originatiog In
eitber an inbherited or ao acquired conditivn ol the
brain—a condition of positive disease or of non-de-
velopment of certain facullies—tbe exisience of which
would preclude the possibility of crime.

Near vy is the
aephalt tube works, and this manufaciory, Dr. Vel
suys, bas mitigated somewhut the oflensive stench
from the manure factory and acted, fortunately, as a
n.nmr{ corrective. But, as ihe Dootor says, any-
thiag that obliges the people o keep their windows
and dvors closod when it 18 desirable tbat they should
be kept open ts an iofringement upon tbhe laws of
bealih, and (s & sure prelude Lo Bickness that in the
beated term will ullimate in contagious disease.

Whatever Ambrose & Milis, tho contractiors lor till-
Ing in certain sireeis in Harlem, may have been
guilty of in Lipes ?ul. at present thoy ure voly dump-
i0g at the foot of 107Tth strect dirt snd materinl that
ia entirely unobjectionable. A reporter ol the HeraLD
visited yesterdusy the loot ol Fourteenth street, East
River, whero Lhey receive the conlents ol all the caris,
and 1t was indisputable thas ull that was dumpoed on
the scow was earth taken from exeavnied coliars,
ashes and cioders from gesworks, nod like malerial,
The people in the nelgbbornood of this sireot say Lhat
they huvo no complaint to make now of the filling in,
and think that wihen tho mauure fantory 1a closed thelr
neighborhood will be & tolerable place to reswe in.
Ambrose & Mills do not recelve any refuse from the
Sireor Cleaping Depariment. Some tine ago sn on-
deavor was made by them (o enter 1uto & conitruck
with that depurtinent to take away the sweopings at
filteen cents per load, and subsequentily at five cenis,
but thie offer was pot entortained, and latoly the de-

riment has nos received any proposals irom them,
Tfnn one will watch she traio of carts that pass sloug
in almost continuous succession to the foor of East
Fourteenth street it will be secn that the contenis of
tho carts are what they are reprosented to be. [t s
sald that all persons in compeciion with the cuty
Blreet omnlnﬂ:u on Lheir good behavior during the
sitiog of the Legisiatare, but that alfter the adjourn-
ment of that body the Streot Cleaning Bureau will bear
2 good deal o! walohing.

BTREKT OLEANING PRRQUIBITES,

Ever since the year 1846, by o system Introduced in
thisoity by Mr. Thomas B. Asten, the Chalrman of
the Boara of Assessors, a very large pumber ol the
best streets of the city, including the districis fo which
nearly all the residences of tho mure wealthy in-
habitants are situated, are swept by private conirachk
A stipulated sum of abous one doliar & monith for each
bouseholder 18 paid to private contractors named
Smith & Werry, and thereby the regular employtient
ol gnogs ol sweepers are enabled to bave mavy of the
streets of the cenire of the upper part of the city
oarefully awept during all sensons of the year. To the
ordinary obsorver 1t would scem that the Stroot
Cleaning Bureau shouid chieer(nlly encourage an enter-
prise ol this kind that saves them so mueh Iabor and
gives them a reputation among citlzens that do not
kpow ol the privale coptract sysiom. Tho ways of
politiclans are, however, dark aud mysterious, and are
ok to bo judged by the usual course ol humun con-
duel. In the days when corraptionlste were learning
their alpbabet of iraud the aweepinga ol the sterets swept
by private coutructors would be teken away by the
curts ol the Street Cloaning Department by givin,
the men in choarge of 1he carts “a drink’
or Its price.  dow, bowever, & “a divyy” |8 domanded
and oblnived; tho privale coulraclor 18 kKnown to re.
eoiye a cortaln amount tor a specilied block, or a Bes-
tion of & ward, and uuless a cortain paymont is prom-
1sed the carts will iwil to put 1n nn appesrance, and the
private coniractor must devise his own weaus lor Lhe
removal of these awecpings. The taxpayers of Lhiw
oIty nre twico taxed; ouce by tbe oily, second by Lhe
private contracior, and tho Iatier must pay the oy
servanis agaln lor doing the work tbat they would bo
eompelled to do if bie did not do it.
