HORROBS BIVALING THH SCENES AT BATAE—NO
TUREISH MERCY.
[From the Manchesier Guardian, April 21|

Larare, Bosxiax-Croatiax Froxtiem,
April 12, 1877,

My telegram will aiready have informed you thas 1
have succeeded In penetrating Lo the sceno of the
worst outrages that during the last iow weeks have

THE RYAN MYSTERY.

INQUEST ON TIIE BODLY OF THE MAN FOUND IN
A NINTH WARD GUTTER.

The inquest on the body of John Ryan, the cooper,
who was found dying lnst Sunday worniog o a gutter
in Leroy street, was held yestordny evoniug lo the
Ninth ward station house by Coroner Ellingor, The
back room was crowded by persons interested In tbis
very mysterious ailair, and quite a pumber of wit-
nesses Lestilled, The three prisovers—Fout, Poole and
Keennn—wont upon the stand and rolated thelr expe-
rieoce of the uight ol the murder; but, while pe-
