IMPORTANT TO TAXPAYERS.
Comptroller Kelly gives notice that taxpayers have

only a few days left to avail themselves of the act of
the Legislature In 1876, which allows the payment of
taxes to arrears with Interest al^the rste of seven per
ccnt per annum.
