REMOVAL OF TROOPS FROM THE DEPARTMENT
OF THE OtJLF.MILITARY FORCE IN TEXAS.
CHANGES IN QUARTEIIMaSTEKS' DUTIES.DIS¬
CHARGE OF ENLISTED MEN.

Washington, May 9, 1877.
The following order has just been Issued from tbe

ADOPTION OF THE CONSTITUTIONAL AMEND¬

MENT.DISAPPEARANCE OK STATE MONKT.

JUDGE WRIGHT'S CAKE.

Columbia, May 9, 1877.

In tbe State Senate tbe proposed amendment to

the State constitution, wblcb was submitted to tbo

people at tbe laft general oleclion, was to day
mloptod by a voto ol '24 yens to 4 nays.
This Important amendment wltlub Is thus pro¬
posed to be Incorporated Into tbo organio law of

tbe Commonwealth provides tbat an annual tax of not

less than two mills on tbe dollar shall bo levied on all
the taxable property in each county tor tbe support of
he public schools. The regular poll tax of $1 per capita
is also devoted exclusively to educational purposes,
with a proviso tbat no person shall ever be deprived
or tbe right of suffrage for tbe non-payment of such

tux. It 1* farther providod that no roliglous
scct shall control any part ot tho school funds,
and no sectarian principlos shall bo taught
In thepnblte schools. This measure Ugured largoly In
the lute campaign, receiving the whole republican
vole and 86,000 out of 01,000 democratic vote* No
doubt Is ontortalnod of its passing tho House also by
much more than the requisite two-thirds majority.

OISAPPKARANCS OF HTATK KU.NIIH

A new sensation was brougbt to light to-day by the
committee appoluted to inquire and report relative to
curtain portraits ordered to be painted for the republi¬
can Senuto llali a year or two ago. Tbe paintings In
qnestiou were respectively one ol President Lincoln, to
be represented in tbe act ot signing tbo emancipation
proclamation, and ono ot Hon. Charles Sumner,
in tbe act ot presenting bis last great bill of rights.
For these paintings tbo iuiu of $4,500 was appropri¬
ated, to bo paid upon their completion by the artist,
Mr. Matbews, of New York city. Kx-Congreskman,
now State Senator, Whluemore was chairman ol tbo
committee Intrusted with the purchase ot tbe
paiot ngs. Mr. Wbittemoro exhibited mo day a receipt
from Mathews for $1,400. Tho lato State Treasurer,
Mr. Cardoso, I est i tied later tbat he had paid to Mr.
Whltteinoro $3,600 on warrants drawn on this account.
Mr. Whittemoro was then recalled, and In reply
to the question what ho bad done with the
remaining $2,100 said lie had deposited it In tho no¬
torious Solomon's bank, at this State, where it disap¬
peared. He could exhibit no certificate ot deposit
The paintings have, ot course, never been delivered.
Mr. Wblttemore is chairman ol tho Judiciary Com¬
mittee, intrusted with the investigation ot Justice
Willard.

JUSTICE WRIGHT'S PKOHAULC IMPEACOMKMT.
It is understood to-night tbat tbe committee ap¬

pointed to investigate tbe colored Associate .1 ustlce J.
J. Wright, charged with habitual drunkonncss
on tbe streets and on the bench, buvo cou-
cludou tbelr investigation and will report on

Friday, recommending bis removal by impeachment.
This rumor is followed closely by another to tho effect
that Wright has prepared nis resignation to-night, in
anticipation ol tne committee's report, and tbat it will
be uiaue public to-morrow.

The agent of the company, Mr. Dale, *1111 maintain*

his conlident belief that tuo steamer baa met with an

accident to her machinery, and tliut alio is prooeeding
under sail. Mi* will make alow progress If t bis la so,
aa bead wind* are now prevailing against vessels bound
for Europe.
In April, 1870, tbla vessel was In a aimliar difficulty

to that which tbcre Is every reason to beliove she la In

now. Captain Uadedea. a aea captain ot great reputa¬
tion, was a passenger on that occasion, and on the
arrival of tho Brussels In Liverpool, published in the
Daily Courier, of that city, on April 2S, uu account of
tue accident and the sail. In which he saj«:.
"Tbo vessel led the port or Now York on the 28tU

of March. Three uuy» alter leaving port, iu u heavy
Kale ol wind, she unfortunately broke her propeller.
Captain Kenuedy wisely b«d reduced tbo speed us low
as ho could and yet keep Htocraxe way on the ship, but
in a heavy squall and head sea, about oight o'clock in

tho morning, the lua broke oil, at which lime we were
000 mile* Iroui Now York. Tweuty-three days wo

sailed along, and in nil luy experience of tweuiy-
llve year* al sea, in hue weather or loul, 1 liuvo
never seen a ship act letter. Like a knlleahecui
through tue waier, and olton eclipsed ordiuary failing
vessels that hove in sight. liui *e were unlurlni.ate
in wind;.strong gales lrum the eastward lor tlie iiiojI
part. I have crosfed the Atlantic a grout many limes
a* commander ol tbo steamship Arugo, auu as a pa--
tender in vanous steamers, and never has it been my
lot to liud a better seaborn under steam or sail.
