Alter taking the oaih of
ollics bo solemaly declared that be would occupy the
Presidency for one term only, The diplomatic corps,
wilh the exception of the United States Minister, were
presapt, A cwie procession, followed by the military,
then esoorted the Prosidont to the national palace,
