The Crisls in Utah=Where Is the
Atiorney General?

If the federal officers of justice in Utah
are properly and energeticaily sustained
from Washington, our Salt Lake corre-
spondent writes in a letter we print else-
where, the convietion of the real authors
and directors of the Mountain Meadows mas-
sacre, and of other equally atrocions mur-
ders, is not only possible but probable. But
he adds that a failure of such necessary
support “‘may prevent a consummation of
jnstice which wonld probably consign to a
doom identical with that of Jobn D. Lee
the greatest fraud and the supremest felon
of the centaury.”

Our correspondent is a enreful investi-
gator, not in the habit of jumping to con-
clusions, and he has nccess to the best
sources of information. We have no hesi-
tation in calling the attention of the ad-
ministration at Washington snd of the
conntry to his words, e recalls what is

perfectly true, that “nearly every able, inde-
pendent and fearless federal officer in Utah
has been brok:n down in his contest
with the Mormon power.” Brigham Young
himself boasts of his success. He has
caused in past years the removal of federal
judges, mecretaries, district attormeys and
marshals whom he could not gain over to
his sido by bribes or coerce by terror. But
whoever of these officers has chosen to play
into his hands has fonnd himself pleasantly
pliced. One complaisant Governor hud Lis
board bills paid by the Mormon authorities
during his whole stuy in the Territory.
Morey and men to carry on intrigues, not
only in Utah, but in Washington, have never
been lacking. “Look at the fates of those
who have foaght%gainst us !” exclaimed thé
Prophet but a few days ago.

It is not probable that the efforts to de-
feat the attempts of federal officers to do
justice will cease just now. On the con-
trary, they nre sure to be more desperately
pushed thun ever before, for never
hitherto did the Mormon leaders find
themselves threatened with a real danger;

The Ommunibus Charter Bill.

We think it is the duty of Governor Rob-
inson to act on this important bill vlthout
further delay. He has already taken time’
enongh for making up his mind. The Legis-
lature reasscmbles this evening, and to-mor-
row the Governor shonld either sign the bill
or send it back with his objections. At this
lato stage of the sessiom it would be a most
unwarrantable thing for him to retain it in
his hands for the full ten duys allowed to
him by the constiintion. If he vetoes
it he must do so while there yet
remaina time for the Legislature to frame
and pass another bill which. shall contain
the gocd features of the Omnibns with
those to which the Governor objects
eliminated, The bill as it standb makes
three changes of capital importance, each
of the three being excellent in itself, and
two of them capable of being introdnced
with advantage into any conceivable frame-
work of municipal government. One
of these fentures, which las an in-
dependent marit of its own, is the spring
election. An election in the month
of May is equally compatible with every
form of charter, It hasno necessury connec-
tion with any other reform, Its effact would
be beneficial if the present charter were to
remnin unchanged in other respects, and
beneficinl if necompanied with great or with
small changes. Let ourmnnieipal organizu-
tion receive what form it may it is desirable
to toke our city affaire out of the
muelstrom of State and national poli-
ties. If the Omnibus bill is to be
vetoad at lenst this most valuable part of
the cargo should be saved from the wreck.
It is incredible that Governor Robinson will
object to this part of the Ommibus, and if
he does not it will be eany to save thespring
elcetion if he sends his veto in time for the
Legislature to puss a new Dbill. A spring
election is warmly approved by everybody
except the sordid, trading politicians,
who have a better chance to make coali-
tions, trafic in mutual influence and give
and take nominations when State officers,
Senators, Assemblymen, members of Con-
gress and municipal officers are chosen at
the same time, end candidates can enter
into log-rolling combinations. Governor
Robinson will forfeit public respect if he
objects to this part of the bill. His demo-
eratic predecessor, Governor Tilden, is on
record as a strong sdvocate of holding muni-
cipal e¢lections in the spring. Governor
Tilden's Municipal Commission unani-
mously recommended a spring election
for all the cities of the State, and
wonld make it a part of the BState
constitution. It is not supposable that Goy-
ernor Robinson can be of a different opin-
ion, and if he vetoes the Omnibus the
spring election must be secured by the im-
mediate passage of a separate bill.

That provision of the Ommnibus which
gives the Mayor the sole power of appoint-
ment ought also to be saved. When his
nominations are subject to confirmation by
the Board of Aldermen &ll experi-
ence shows that they will reject
good candidates in order to gain a
hold on the patronnge of the departments
and secure the means of rewarding their
friends and tools, We should undoubtedly
have better officers if the selections of the
Mayor were not liuble to rejection by a
trafficking Board of Aldermen. The redue-
tion of expenses by consolidation of depart-
ments and giving most of them single heads
is another good feature of the bill which
ought to be saved by new legislation if the
Governor sends in a veto. He will be inex-
cusable if he delays action until there is
pot time to re-enact the really excellent
fentures of the Omnibus by the passage of a
new bill or bills.

The Custom House.

The commission which is inquiring into
Custom House affairs should be carefunl in
its doings to adequately discriminate be-
tween the law, which is for Congress, and
execution of the law, which is for the Ex-
ecutive. A failure to thus diseriminate may
confase, if not mislead, the publie.

The machinery for the collection of duties
on imports is readily divisible into three
parts—two of statute enactment and .one of
personal administration. The two of statute
enactment are, first, the rate and amonnt of
duties which Congress directs to be levied,
and, next, the things whish Congress author-
izes the Exeoutive to do in order to take
possession of imported property and se-

levied and paid. The third part is the ap-

pointment, the supervision and the acts |

of the agents who cnforce the first two,
It is possible for the first two to be
very good snd the last very bad, or the
last excellent and the others in need of re-
vigion nnd change. For the first two Con-
gress is chiefly responsible, but for the last
the Executive is solely responsible,

Of the rates and amount of duty now ex-
acted by law, whether those rates are too
great or too small; whether they should be
ad valorem or specific, or both combined;
whether the free list should be increased or
diminished, we have nothing mow to any.
That is a large question, over which, owing
to the size and diversified interests of this
nation, there are views which severely con-
flict, and il is one over which the now en-
franchised South should and will have much
to say.

The system of laws and regulations by
which the rates, whatever they be, are levied,
although within the comtrol, and always to
be kept within the control, of Congress, need
not vary or be changed with the rates or
with an ad valorem or specific plan. No
system, however, that can be devised will
be pleasant for importers if the rates
are high ond complicated, becanse
the levy is in its essence an arbi-
trary act of government and against
natural right. Under any conlrivance
the government must keep a watch for ar-
riving vessels, must take phygical posses-
gion of them and all on bourd and must hold
the merchandise till it is examined, the
duties levied and netnally paid. A ocredit
for duties avart from possession or right to

‘name implies. The Naval Officer is simply

upunuth property will probably never
be sanctioned. Here there is abundant
cause for friction between the government,
which must keep its hand on the goods till
all duties are paid, and the importer, who
seeks to get his property in his own hand to
sell and deliver as quickly as possible. Five
things are to be done:—First, & taking pos-
session by the Collector ; second, an exam-
ination by the Appraiser ; third, an assess-
ment of duty by the Collector on the report
of the Appraiser ; fourth, a payment of duty
by the importer, and, finally, n delivery by
the Collector.

Under our existing plan the Collector is
the chief legal authority for the port, as his

an independent revising and checking
officer to whom fthe law gives power to ar-
rest the delivery of merchandise if he finds
an error of nssessment ot duties. The Bur-
veyor furnishes the outdoor eyes, ears,
hands end legs of the Collector. The Ap-
praiser is a quasi-independent judge, nu-
thorized by law to examine and tell to the
Collector and Naval Oficer what is the de-
seription, gualily and guantity of the things
imported and entered into the Custom
House. With the discretion of this apprais-
ing judge no power—not President or Cab-
inet—can interfere, if the Appraiser follows
the law in coming to a conclusion and mak-
ing his report. All this seems to be simple
enough in general outline, but is it in pos-
sible execation? Is the actnal system as
defined in the statute Look defective, or is
the administration of it faulty, or is there a
little of both? Let the commijssion dis-
eriminate between the two in its examina-
tion and report.

The taking possession of one's property
by the executive branch of the government,
excluding the owner therefrom and refus-
ing to deliver it to him till certain sums of
money are paid is a tremendous power. It
is a higher exercise of power than the levy
of a tax on one’s honse or land and selling
the same if it be not paid. Both are to be
exercised by the Executive in obedience to
r low requiring and justifying it. No sys-
tem of law does or will in a free country
give to the Executive in that matter absolute
control, but requires the Execative to al-
ways submit his acts to the exnmination
and jundgment of the judicial branch of the
government as to whether the anuthority
conferred by the legislative branch has been
strictly followed. 'This the commission will,
of course, not fail to keep constantly in
mind, and to remember that the fewest pos-
sible presnmptions are in favor of tax gath-
erers where the lawmaker has n‘poken am-
biguously or in doubtiul terms.

Operations on the Danubo.

The reported concentration of the Russian
forces near Ginrgevo seems to indicate an
intention to attempt the passage of the
Danube between Kustehuk and Silistria,
This is the point at which the strictly
physical obstacles are least; but it is, on
the other haud, the point at which the
Ottoman forces ean opposo the most ¢ffective
resistance. From Rustchuk up the river as
far as Widdin, though there are points at
which the river may be passed, there is no
good passage tor a large force, because of
the wide marshes that spread through the
whole district on the le¢ft or Roumanian
pide of the river. From Silistrin down the
river the left bank is nlso rather o succes-
sion of morasses than firm land. Be-
tween Ibrail and Toulteha, though the-
country is wet, there are soveral effective
passages ; and the great advantage of an
effort made at this part of the river is the
little likelihood that the Turks can oppowe
it successfully, at least with troops. They
may be able to embarrass the operation with
gnoboats, as they evidently did an at-
tempted movement near Reni some days
gince. But the gunboft that wnas sent to
the bottom opposite lbrail is an evidence
that the Russians are prepared to deal with
these oraft. By reason of the distance of
the extremity of the Dobrudscha from the
Turkish line of operations it would be
difficult for them to supply troops at that
point maintained there to wateh or oppose
the Russinns, and that is doubtless the
reason why the force sent there upon
the first advance of the enmemy was
withdrawn in & few days. But the Turks
conld ensier feed their troops at the extrem-
ity of the Dobrudschn than the Ilussians, if
they pass the river at that pointin force, can

supply from a basein that neichborhood an

army advancing againat the line Bilistria-
Varna. It is possible, therefore, that a
large fores is to be put over the riverats
point between Ibrail and Toultcha, and te
eo-operate near Silistrin with a larger force
that it is intended to put over between that
point and Rustchuk. The force moving
from the Dobrudscha will be so large, no
doubt, that it the Turks attempt to force it
to a general sction that operation will
sufficiently divert them to vemder effective
resistance to the passage of the other
force impossible. But if the force con-
centrating at Giurgevo is put over the
river betwesn Rustchuk oand Silistris
without an effsctive diversion in its favor
it will fall into s hot place. It will fall
between Rustchuk, Shumls, Varon and
Silistria, the four strong points of thlt

‘conntry, the great defensive position upon

which the Turk counts for his capaeity to
resist in that guarter. In or near these
posts is the whole Turkish Second corps,
of perhaps minety thousand men, snd ot
least as many men of the First or Guard
corps, The Russian commander would
have to reckon with this foree before he
could consider himsell safely over, and if
the coneentration at Ginrgevo means a pas-
sage near that point we may hear of a great
battle innfew days. The attempt of the
Turks to ocoupy Oltenitza, on the Roumm
nian side of the Danube, has been defeated
by the Roumanian forces after a spirited
contest. T'his collision, with that at Kala-
fat, sets, the question of Roumanian nens
trality at rest, nnd the plucky little Btate is
now fairly at war with bher ancient enemy
the turbaned Turk.
