lu 187-1 forests wuru ablaze irom the Atlantic to the
Mississippi, but mo-1 ot the '.oullugratiunsoccurred iu
tbo autumn. In 1873 there wcru many in tbo spring
and summer. The mountain ranges about derail ton,
l'u., were covered with Ore, ao>l tho towns ol rftod-
durtsriiic, Osceolu, Uoldsborough unit Evergreen were

destroyed. Thousands of acres were blackened by
tbo march of the lurid flend, an 1 tliroo miles ot rail¬
road in Pennsylvania were nurucd. The inhabit-
ants lied buloro it, but some ot tbcm were

overtaken una (icrislicd miserably. Its breath was

like tbo simoom of Subaru, and its rour was

liko distant tlmuiivr. A train of curs was completely
hcmiued in by the flames and the passengers were

lorced to seek safely by abandoning It. Tito murky
kimusphcrc darkened tbo sun and gave it a blood-red
hue. Housewives were obliged to close their doors
ind windows to exciudo the cinders and beat. Deer,
grouse and partridges tied north and south. The follow¬
ing year saw these terrors repeated in uiany regions and
already in 1877, although the reason has not as yet linen
vury dry, the level lorusis ol Lung Island have beou
ablaze. Scarcely are tbe flames there checked when

abodes of men.

BAD SCENES.1IU1N WiDEHl'liKAD.

Wood's Falls. N. V.. May 15. 1S77.

Tbo scenes which hate been witnessed In

this vicinity to-day arising from the great
forest fires which arc now raging through¬
out this entire region cannot be described. A

high wind from tho north wot t had been blow ing the
cntiro forenoon. The smoke from tho burning lorcsts

rolled heavenward In huge volumes, while iron almost
every point sbeois of Uame could be seen leaping from

tree to tree and sweeping through acres of dry under¬
brush.

HHKI.TKIU.KHS FAMILIKH.

Reaching Moore's Forks the IIbiiald rep-
re.-entilivo found In this small village sev¬

eral latulltee who had twenty-four hours
beioru couifortuble houses and enjoyed
all the eouiloru of the hearth stone circle now utterly
destitute and shelterless. Au hour previous to my
arrival they had come Irom tho direction of Cliuton
Mills. Tbcy had uo ellccls suve the clothes they
wore. The women and children wept bitterly
from the excessive hardships and strug-
gb-s tlioy bad undergone to escape Irom
the llamos. One stalwart man was entirely prostrate
from txcitcincuu He gave a* clear au accouut as ho
could of 6umo miraculous escapes which uo witnessed
during Monday lilgbl. Tbo good people ol Coiilervillo
wero doing their utmost to alleviate their sufferings
and Ipod wits provided for tho hall-sturvcd uulortu-
nutrs.

Lowing Controvillo, I pushed on through n narrow

road, up-u both sides of whi^h, witbiu u quai tcr of a

mile ol the roadway, iho crnckllug of tbc Haines was
lisiiucily auUible. From tbe dense smoke wblcb en¬

velop-d tbo wliolo country tho drive towurd Cannon's
Corners, distant some four miles, was very perilous,
bul, knowing that within tho precincts of the town
there wore many fa ml lies suficrlng and iu
destitution, 1 proceeded swiftly along. Enter¬
ing the roadway, which was yesterday
liued with comtoriablo homes and busy mills
tbe sight wblcb 1 beheld was Heartrending. In sale
p Incos wero to be found, closely huddled together,
¦amilies who wero without sbolter or lood. file wom¬
en and children wore striving lo prevent strangula¬
tion irom suioko ny keeping their licuds wruppod in

clollmig and hluukels wlrcb lliey bad beeu able to
save. Iho meu wore utmost frantic. Utter desola¬
tion xnd ruin stared tbem in the luce.

FKAUFIIL HCKNKS
One of them kindly furnished mo information con-

cernlug tbe fearful Hcvlies ol lust uiglll. Ho said mat
ibe mills caught flro from Hying sparks which enmo
irom u disf.iuco and with tbo high wind wbieh was

blowing the flumes wero uut longer than two
hours in destroying everything. Houses, stores,
mills, barus, stable* ami lull.iuunublo material
of every description were burning. Dudley's
saw hull, two bouses uud u lurgo stable,
Knapp A Co.'s three tenement house-', C.iuunn's two
largo suw mills, six houses, two barns and a stable,
store nud slock, $000 worth ol chare' a!. Ho,000 pieces
ol clear limber, 1.000 cords ol w ood, tliousandH of val¬
uable logs, one brick > liurcb, Uarrou's mill and two
boutc's, 25u,0J0 Hmsbcd shiugics, together writ the
cnnieniN ol these bouses wero swept away.

Tbo mills, charcoal kilns, dwellings,
stores and their uoutenis are consumed, and as those
Inns are written the sight is anything but pleasant lo
behold. The telegraph wires are on ilio grouud. Tbo
ruilri uil Ilium- are runnnig cautiously.
All < oiiimunicatiou is cut ol'.' at Kllcuiiurgli, soveu

miles east ol Cliiilou Mills. Too Uio b is raged all day
long in tbo woods, not moro than hall a imio from the
town. Tho rluzuus nave been lighting flames 'or many
hour*. I'o-nigut iho telegraph operator roports tbe
ore as burning, but no wind blowing.
