Al the terry u large crowd was assembled, and bore

again the President received a warm receptlou. which
he courteously acknowledged. Gun of the ferryboats
was in waiting to couvey tbc Presidential party to the
Pouusylvaulu Kuilrosd depot, where a speciul car was
walling to receive them. It soon hecamu rumored
about that the president had arrived unit the depot
was tilled iu a short tiuic with people anxious to cuich
a glimpse of Ihe Chief Migmimic An some ten
iniuulce elapsed bclore the departure of the
limited express the crowd had ampin oppor¬
tunity to satisfy ihoir curiosity, for ibo Presi-

sdont end bis friends stood chatting and laughing
on the platform. Just boloro the departure ol tho
train a number of people walked up and shook hands
with the President, wishing lnm a pleasant and -an
journey. An tho train innved out of tho station the
crowd gave tbe President three cheers, which he
gracefully acknowledged by bowing and waving his
nat. while the Indies returned tho bearly salutes with
laue und handkcrclucie.
