TEN BROECK BEATS THE RECORD.

lie Runs Two Miles in 3:27 1-2, which Stamps
Him the Fastest Horse That Ever

Appeared on the Turf.

LoCJSTiU-K, May 29, 1977.
Tito attendance at the races to-day was the largest

ever seen on the course ot the Ixjuhvillo Jockey Club,
and the One weather, the goou track and last ttrao
combined to mako the day one to be long remembered
by those who were on the grounds.

In Ten Broeck's race against the fastest two-mile
time on record the three-year-old coit St. Louis, by
Longlellow, dam Sue Lewis, and the tllly ftecy Hale,
by Lexington, dam Mortem, were chosen to as¬

sist him in the work, the former to run with
him In the urst mile and the latter tn the
second. It was loured by many that the "King oi the
Turf" could not equal McWhirter's ttrao of yestorday.
S :3d V,.even should he hi at True Blue's 3:32>£, the
fastest previous lime. Walker, however, rode Ten
Brueck lor all there Is In him, ana the result was to

luuke Ten Broeck's record tho grandest that any horse
has ever achieved. He made the two ratios :u 3:27
live seconds taster than True Blue's and three seconds

quicker than McWhirter's in his run yesterday.

Tne spring trotting meeting began yesterday at

Fleetwood Park under the most luvorable auspices.
The weather was charming, tbo track In faultless or-

ler, and the trotting ot tbo most satisfactory charac¬
ter. Gilmore's baud discoursed most excelloul music,
While at times Arbuckle's cornet seemed to electrify
the pooplo. The usual crowd of pdol sopors and buy¬
ers were conspicuous by tboir absence, and tbe dis¬
agreeable abuse that the judges were wont to receive
when their decisions were against the choice of some
of the speculators was not to bo beard on this occa¬
sion. A groat many people seom to think tbo
ebaugo Is an improvement to Fleetwood Park,
and ibat a belter class of patrons than lormerly
will be seen on tho grounds. Two very
Interesting contests came off during the ulternoon,
tbe first being decided in four boats, tbe second in

tbrse, and but for the great waste of time 111 scoring
tbe spectators would have been delighted with the
sport. Tbo Judges could bavo hastened tbe rnovo-
meuls ot tbo drivers had they adhered more strictly
to tbe rules which govern these contests, particularly
lu compelling tbe drivers to bring their horses buck
on a Jog alter a (also start.
