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JOHN LOTHROP MOTLEY, THE HISTORIAN.

A cablo despatch from Loundon sunounces ibe death
of Jobn Lothrop Motley, ove of \he most’ remarkable
ol American historical wrilers, Tho cause of his de.
mise was paralysia. He expired sl the residones of hig
pon-in-law, Mr Algernon Sheridan, Russell House
Kiogston, Dorsetshire (Epgiand), He was born at Dor-
chestor, Mass., April 15, 1814 Alter having graduuted
at Harvard College, in 1831, ho undertook to completo
bis education in the great universiiies of Europe,
whence ho dorived thak breadih of view, bril-
japcy aud pictoral power dor’ which his works
aro jostly famed. He wept first 1o Goettinges,
thence Lo Berlin, afterward vigiting Ltaly und Southiern
Fraooe. Returnlog to the Upited States in 1537 he
studied Jaw and was admitted 1o the Bar of Massaclu-
solta  He soon nbandoned Lhe practice of law, how-
svor, and sben begau that literury career which has
placed his name foremost amoung the writers of his-
tory, His name will be remembered and his fame will
be ns eoduring as those of Prescott, whom he suce
cecded ps a membor of the French lnstitule; Guizol,
Macuulsy and Bancroit. He begau lssuing o
aovel, eutitled **Morton’s Hope; or, The Memoirs of
a Yuung Provincial.’’ In 1840 Mr. Wobster unpointed
him secretary to the Russiau legation, but he did not
jong bold the position. **Merry Mount, n Howanco of
e Massachusetts Colony," published in 1349, waa his
pext work. Meanwhile, tho best American reviews
were ennighed with articles lrom his pen. Hol-
mpd  sttracted hia  ottention sod ho began to
writo a history of that cooutry. When ho had
written two volumes of the projecled work he
wont to Europe to explore sources not sccessible in
America, A brief exsmioation led him lo reject ut-
torly ull tnas he had writien, with a stern justico that
gell-love will ot always permit nn author 1o carry out.
Five years’ labor then cnablod him to give W the
world his “Rise of the Dutch Republie,” which
sppeared in London oud New York in 1356, snd
at once placed him in the highest rank of histori-
cul writers, both for rescarch, philosophical judg-
ment and & poturesque siyle, Am edition was
soon issuéd at  Amsterdam, o English, fol-
lowed Dby others In Duteh, under Lhe super-
vislon of the Listorian Bukhuyzen vaun den Briok,
who prefixed an introductery chapter. A German
trapslation was printed ws Lespsic and Dresdes, o
¥Frevch transiation, with ao iotroduction by tiulzol, was
published in 1830 in Paris, anotber in Brusdels, in
1830-60. Tt was also trapsiuted into Russlun. In 1860
Mr. Motley published tha first two volumes of the sec.
ond portion of s work, entitied #The Hlistory of the
United Netherlands, from the Death of Willlam the
Silent 1o the Twelve Yoars’ Truce, 10600,°" und in 1867
was compieted in two additional volumes, This
wis followed In 1874 by “The lale and
Doath of Jubm of Barnoveld, Advocate of Hol-
Yand; with a view of the Primary Causes of the Thirty
Yours' War." In 1800 he received from the Univer-
ity ol Oxford the degree of D). CL., and an LL. I\
trom Harvard., 1o also received an LL. D. from Cam-
bridge Universily, Engiand. In 1561 he published a
paper In the Lopdon %9mes on “The Canses of tho
American Civil War," and in 1868 delivered belore the

New York Historical Sociely an uddress on *‘Historie
Progress aud American Democracy.™

The greatest work of his life, the “*Tuirty Years’
War,” on whieh ho bLus been closely engaged since
{570, Lins not you been published, and 1L is Lo be leared
thut 1t 18 tar from being completed. 1L was in thisthat
we expected Lo seo the meturity of his judgment, s
more consigtent style aud the development of that
tucuity for vast research foresbadowed in his *itiso of
the Duteh Republie.”  Motley was not niways logieal,
trequently exsggerated the resulte without traciug
causes, but he was always brilliaot, always poricas ed
with the fucility of p moster artist in whatever volors
be considersd most likely to interpret his meaning
Mudame do Stacl says that o great historlan is olmost
& stotesman, for It 18 scurcely  possible  to

+ capacily to conduct them. Motley possesacd
axtraordinary ndvaoluges. Long years of travel had
tamiliarized his mind with the customs and mauners
ol tho various natlons of Europe. He bad so endrée
loto soctety where culiure Was pre-ciminent, where
tho Jove of art apd literature, the Loautiful and prac-
veal wero all delicately Interwoven, IHe knew
Mocuuley and Tohackeray, ['roscols and Goizol,
Thiers and Bancroft, Dickens, nll the noted
lterary charngtors of Kurope mnd Americs. Thelr
meibods, their tustos, thelr prouliar studies, their hab-
ita were Lo Motley au open k, und with tho md of
pome of them be succeaded in unearthing many lils-

worical gems which ogorn the volumes bearlng, 'ns
vame, MHis jotr lon to dipl gave him
voady idew  of  the wvery irsil sirociares upon
