A RUSSIAN COLOSSUS.

THE PETEB THE OREAT.THE THCMDKBEB OF

THE lUFKKIAli BUbMlAN KAVX.A FLOATING

CITADEL.
SO much hu bean (aid lor aud against tba Pater the

Great, one of tUe two suips ol the llusaiuu Nary
which belong to that class o( seagoing monitors

known aa the lighting ships of the future, that
the following description of thla immense vessel, des¬
tined possibly to olay an Important part In the naval
operations of tbe present European war, will bo found
especially Interesting.

1 bo most formidable vassal In tho Imperial Russian
Navy is the Peter tho Great, a colossal tron-clad, de¬
signed after the Devastation typo, but since modified
so aa to mora clusoly resemblo tUo rnoro roconl Dread-
naught. Tho Peter tho Great, liko the circular Irou-
clad* which bear his name, was built alter tho designs
ol Vice Admiral PopofT, and was finished In 1S75. tier
aides, nroostwork walls and turrots aru very
heavily armored, Aud she carries lour twelve
luch 41-ton breech loading steel rilled Obouk-
holT gutii She Is calculated to steam at
tho rato or lourtaen knots per hour, and
hor trial trips In tha Gulf of Finland havo In gen¬
eral been successful, though on her first trip several
defects waro found, which have siuco been remedied.
Eor total length over tho armored dock is 330 feat, and
between perpendiculars 321 feet 10 inches. Her ex¬

treme breadth is 03 io«t 3 inches, and without armor
and urmor backing, O'j feet. She draws 22 foot 0 luchos
ol water forward and 24 leet 9 inches alt, and has tho
immense total dlsplaoomenl of 9,006 tons.
With tho exception of the stein and stern posts,

which aro of gun metal, the entire hull is of Iron. Tho
ship has a double bottom, tho spaco botweon tho skins
beiug divided luto watertight colls, so that au injury
to any part by moaus of a torpedo or otherwise would

only reault in tho Oiling of ona, or pussibly two or
more of thorn, and thoroforo allow of a complete locali¬
zation of tha lujury. Abovo tho second skin
tha hull Is further dlvidod lor tho same

purpose into compartments by nine water¬

tight bulkueads runulug transversely across
the ship. In addition to these there are two bulk¬
heads which traverso tho hull longitudinally, being
situated symmetrically ono on each sldo of tho keel.
There Inclose tho nmtdshipa space, In which aro situ¬
ated the coal bunkers, having a fuol capaolty of from
twolvo to fifteen days. The outside skin Is worked in

two thicknesses of ono Inoh each. Tho ship's bottom
is shoathod with wood and ooppur.

THK AKMOB.

Tho armor belting, which 1* carried ontlroly around
tho ahlp, extends, except where It rises to form tho
breastwork, 3 l'eot above and 5 feet below tbe loud
water Hue. it Is bolted on in two belts lormed of
aolld plates, tho upper belt being 14 Inches In thick-
noss amidships and tapering oir at the ends to 9 Inches,
und tba lower ona 12 Inches In thick doss amidships,
running down to 8 melius at atom and morn.
This armor Is only intended to protect tbe
vital part of tho hull. lloliow girders
form tho armor backing, tho spaces in

and botweon being as usual tilled with teak. These
girders it is claimed are capable or produolng an addi¬
tional rosistanoe equal to that of two inches of solid
Iron. For tho upper belt iho armor backing Is 10
Inches in thickness, and behind tho lower it 1s 12
Inches thick. Unlike tho Dreadnaught, this vessol has
no raminlng apur. Tha armored bolt for a length of
100 leet amidships rises to a height of 10 feet 3 Inches
abovo tbe load water line, forming tho sidos of tho
broastwork which otir.loses tho gun turrots. Tho end
walls of this breastwork aro semicircular in form, and
have tho saino armor plating as the side walls, but
worked on in two thioknesscs, in order to moro thor¬
oughly protoct tha turret bases and machinery. Tba
armor oovoring of tho deck of tho ship outside of the
breastwork and that over the breastwork is formod ol
double steel plates l't and three-quarter Inches in
thickness.

T11K OUKS ASD Tt'RIlBTH.
Inside of the citadel, at each end, are placed tho

revolving gun turruts, the height ol tbo battery belug
13 feel above the load water Hue. The turrets tiro pro¬
tected by armor plating having Ibe tamo thickness aud
baukiug as that of llio breastwork walls outsiuo. Their
outside diameter is 32 leat 0 Inches, aud they, as be¬
fore stated, each enclose two 12-lncta 41-ton guns. l'he
turret porta being vory small tbo gun carriages are
arranged so as to allow of tbe heavy guns being raised
and lowered within tbo limits ol 18 Inches Into llirae
dillerent positions with respect to their carriages Tills
is elfectod by hydraulic power.two forco pumps being
used, a steam and a hand ono. 'I he position of these
pumps is outside ol the turrets, tha supply pipe pass¬
ing Into the intorior. When tlu> guns are in action tho
siuuni pump is kepi constantly at work. On shutting
the regulating valve undornaatu tho gun tho pro«suro
Inside ol tna supply pine increases up to a certain
point, whou tho ougluo is stopped by iho resistance ol
Wio compressed wuicr in the pipe. On opening tho
vnlvo the acoomnlated pressure is brought to bear, uud
tbo resistance being diminished the steam pump
starts oil' again. Thus a continuous hydraulic pros-
sure is maintainod. Tha gnus aro also run in und out
by hydraulic machinery. Tbe lurrois aro revolved by
two turret ouginos, tho starting gear of wiilch aro
placed Inside ol ibe turrets, so aa to bo at tbo baud of
the captain ol the guns.

Insido ol tho breastwork and between tbo turrots
rises tbe lunnol and tho two derrick masts, having u
hurricane neck between inem.
outside ol iho breastwork, lorward aud formiug a

continuation ol It, u ll;:hi forecastle superstructure Is
built over tho armored dock. All ihoro is a hurricane
bridge running on a level with tho top of the breast¬
work.

THE KKOI'Kf.LINU I'OWKR.
Tho ship's anglnaa, by ilaird, of St. Petersburg, aro

of 1,400 nominal horse power, working up lo lo,ooo
iudicatOd, and glva rise lo two large independent loose-
bluded screws. Thoso are oach In foot tl luchos in di¬
ameter and have pitches varying from 19 to 24 foot.
Thero aro on board two steam windlasses aud two
steam crab winches.

In a war vessel ol tins class tlio pumping arrange-

monls are especially Important, und thoso ol the Peter
the Ureal uiur.t a detailed description.
Kuunmg the wholo length ot tho ship, between tin

outer and inner bottoms, and ly i ng next to tlio keel,
Ih u main pipe, having un inside diameter ol 12 inches
at tbo ceutre and tapering oil to 8 inches at tho u i
ends. The several piocos of which this pme Is com¬
posed are so arranged that they can he taken out
separately lu case repairs are needed. The pipe, ut
each cell it pussos through between the two bottoms,
has a mud liolo, with a hermetically closed cover. In
each coll there is a tank, tho under sido ol which coin-
tuunioates with the pips. In the cells just under tho
watertight bulkheads which divide tbo hull above
tho tanks communicate with the compartment*
ubuve the double bottom. Tbo openings, through
which tbe witter parses Into tho main
Irom the tanks aro provided with automatic
valves which closo whon their compartment becomes
tilled with wator; thus, in caseol tbo llbing ol one by
tueaas of arum or torpedo.

Peter the Ureal is W, ii 10 ton A 111 the average draught
ol water there is nearly lour inches in Iavor ol ibo
Kussinn ship, Iho avoiago draught ol the llrcadLuilgiit
being 27 incnes The turret walls ou both ships are
about tho same strongth. Those of the breastwork
show a dilfereuce ol d Inches in Iavor of iho Russian,
winlo the watcrlino boll is of nearly tho same strength.
Tho iron girders used in the armor backing oh the
Kuxnan slnp aro cunslderod uu improvement, ilotb
cairy the same number of guua, the Russian arma¬
ment being, as belore stated, l'i inch 41-ton guns,
while the English ship carries 12!, inch al-lou ord¬
nance. Tbo speed put down lor both ships is about
the same.
