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The Turks have evidently made up their iniuds
to return to the good old Moslem liaoit
of butchering their defenceless enemies and
have made a lair beginning In Bosnia.
The story sent by the Herald correspondent of the
mas«acre of the returning Bosnian refugees will do
a great deal to strengthen tho hands of Mr. Glad¬
stone fn his crusade against the Turkish policy of
the Disraeli Cabinet.

ASOTUKK M&SSACHE IN BOSNIA.

The Herald correspondent at Kagusa telegraphs
that a number of the Bosnian refugees in Servla,
confiding in the Turkish promise of an amnesty
have crowded the frontier In the hope of once more

returning to their homes. As soon as they made
their appcar.mce on the frontier of their native

province, however, they were seized by the Turks
ami driven to Derbend. Here they were thrown
into a dungeon and nine of tl|o uufortu-
naie men who had placed faith in 'Turkish
promises, notwithstanding past experience,
were murdered in cold blood. This atro¬
cious massacre has produced a prolound sen¬

sation ami spread terror throughout Bosnia. Fears
j ior a general massacre are uatnraily entertained,

aud numerous applications have been made by the
Christians to the Turkish ofllcials, but the latter
turn a deaf ear to their entreaties, and reluse them
protection. The rayalis, despairing of obtaining
lustice or security for their lives and property lroin
the Turks, are making up their minds to once more

seek redress by arms. The population U arming as

fast as circumstances will permit, aud are looking
to Kassla for help. .

THE c-ZAK DISSATISFIED.

ot the treaty 01 179.1.

In regard to these points Seftor Culderon said:.
