A number of boya aro constantly distributing
circulars setting lorth tho Immense advantages to
buyers of investing Just $1 in tbis establishment as

they might possibly get something of great value. The
circular nets loriti the lact that tbe business is con*
ducted on tlio ¦.general average" plun, a system ol
selling goods Inaugurated in London, Importers aud
muuuiuuturors coming logoiliur aud putting their sur¬
plus block in one largo wareroom called the . '(.outre. "

Inside ibis store aro a number of cases oontatuiug
cutlery, l'uucy glosswuru, plated ware. Jewelry, dia¬
mond rings, gold waluhcs, Tbe maimer of belling
these goods, aw desuuboil by tlio circular, Is as fol¬
lows:.oners for the entire slook aro blaced iu en¬
velope*. The buyer passes hie money to iiio cashier
and receives an uuvelopo lor each dollar, lu the en¬
velopes are nukuts winch entltlo the purchaser to auy
article in the case. Mr. Klias, the owner or ibo 4 Ou¬
tre," has beou visited frequently by Captain Will¬
iams, aud that odlcer oauio to tho conclu¬
sion thut the whole thing was nothing more
or less tban an ingenious lottery scheme.
Ho and several of his olUcers buve wutobed the opera-
lion of the great enterprise lor several days, and they
uver that they never saw anybody get a ticket for "a
caic containing any aruce over fifty cents In value. As
lor the gold watches and the diamond rings, ibey lay
bU'lgly In their original enso* and havo noi been dis¬
turbed ss yet. The Captain made appllcatlou to Judge
Wandell on Saturday lor a warrant lor
the arrest of Mr. Kiias lor violatiou
of the Lottery law, and it whs granted.
On this warrant Mr. Kiln* was arrested and arraigned
yesterday at Jellorsoii Market Court, where ho entered
into quite a long discussion with the Justice al to lb*
legitimacy of bis business. Ho contended that it was
nothing tnoro than a sensational manner ol selling
goods, and Ibat times were dull aud business men had
to go outside of the regular rontine in order to dispose
of their wares. The Justice, however, held to tho
point that It was a distribution by chanoe, and there¬
fore came under the bead or the Lottery law. Bail was
lixed at |60U; but Mr. r,lias not having a bondsmun
ready bo was allowed to go on bis own recognizance
until to-day.

A LIQUOR DEALER URATES TO DEATH BY A

Ha was oousoioas at tbe time,
though bis skull was fractured, and from what be said
the police learned thai bo bad quarrelled with a couple
of tnen on aocouat of their refusing to pay for drinks
taken at bis bar, tbst be bad ordered them oat, aud
that oueof them bad sailed a cart rung aud struck bun
with it on tbe btod. Tbe names of bis Assailants he
was Ignorant of, but Captain Koley and Ooiectivu Kane
discovered tbut tbe men were John Sparr, ol No. 1113
bWi.tou street, and Kdwnrd Otto, ot No. Ill Suffolk
street, la the coursc ol the evening the police learned
that the pair bad gone to a bouse In I'ltt street, and
the officers at ouco proceeded iheru. Soarr and Otto
were in tbe place, hut as soon as Koley aud Kane ap¬
peared they ran to the yard in the roar, scaled the
fences and gut into tbe street. They were discovered,
however, and a lively ohaso began, several shots
were Hrod by the police during the pursuit, but sp.irr
and Ouo could not he intimidated, and It was on I v
when ibey bad been chased tbrougn bait tbe preoiuct
turn they were captured.
Otto, on being brought to the station houee. ad¬

mitted striking Harrington, and ho was brought to
Hellovue Hospital, where the wouuded man was lying.
Tbo latter however was too low to identify bis is-
tailauls, and Otto was locKnd up on n temporary
charge of lelonioos assault. At three o'clocs yester-
day Harrington, who had gradually becom» wenk>r,
breathed his last. Tho Coroner was notified, viewed
tne body aud gave a perron lor it* removal. Harring¬
ton leaves a wile and two children.

ATTEMPTED WIFE MURDER.

During a quarrel which look plaoo at an early hour
yesterday morning between Andrew llaruhlll and bis

wile, Mary, ho caught her bodily iu bis arms and

threw her oat the window or their resideaco, No. .568

ipierreitng, he boing addicted to drink. He returned
to his borne late on Saturday niglit in an intoxicated
condition, and immediately proceeded lo heal his Wife.
The uulortunate woman resisted as long as she was
abie. but hi* superior strength enabled htm to
cirry out bis hmial instinct in the man¬
ner related. Mrs. Harnhill. who la thirty live

years of age, was taken to Long Island
College Hospital In an ambulance, where her
injuries were at Ural believcdlo bo of a laiai Charac¬
ter Yesterday afternoon, however, the doctors slatt d
that none of bor bone* wero broken. One ol Iter leet
is partially pnrnlyxed and she < onipiaius of a pain in
her bank. Huruijill, who is a u<nlve of Ireland Is
thirty-eight years o' nge and a laborer by occupation.
He w is arrested by Ovtccilves Kothe and Miboney, of
the Third procincl, aud was ommittod hv Justice
lu rry to the Kay moou Street Jaii lo await toe result
of his wife's injuries.
