He gaid that
hie did mot thiok that the epidemic could be trioed to
ths aves used in thoe various faclories mlong the baoks,
a6 there (& @8 greal &  moriality among Lhe
fish above thess [Muetories as below. ‘lhers nre
wot, he added, many fsh just above
tho Pnsapic b‘ufls. us they mre deawn through
the raceway which leeds the mills, and which joins the
river below the city, Below this jundfien many dead
fish are yot found,” Most ol them along Lhis goction of
the river wre very mueh decomposed, showing thot
there aro comparatively fow recent desthe. The epi-
demic bas evidently speat e force, He says tho dis
euse showed e presence in o marked way about two
weaks age The “purgiug" or panfleation
ol the water which comes every year through vege-
toble docomposition about tbhe time of the soverest
bouts and vhe lowest run dn tho river hms comae ocarlier
this year than u=ual, owidg to the heat and consequent
drought of the spring.

In apswer Lo inquirics as to the aciual terms of the
sotilemaont io the Sweeny cuso, Mr, Pockbam suld that
pow tho mutier was out of court ho bud po dosire to
manifest any resorve. TUe Bum agreod upon was
$400,000, of which $150,000 wag,to be pald that day,
and 1be indur 1o the of the wouih. Mo
beld po security for the payment. Ho trusted te the
honor of s logal brethwen cngaged for tbe de-
fendant. e had no doubi whatever tliat (they
would comply with the terms of the agroemont.
The $400,000 was pos o specific sum arislug
ous of soy special lognl llablity on the part
of the defendant. It was ssmply the largest sum Lo
could get. ™It I could haye got more,™ enid Mr.
Peckham, *1 would have pot it. There scems to e
con#iderable eriticism obouat this settloment, but I
think that when the oircumstances ure tully Kuown
thero will Lo less cansure. Swoeny’s case is very dif-
ferent from ibat of Tweed’s. He was not a momber of
tho Board of Audit. Thore would be mora difiiculty in
proving the conspiracy to defraud the city 1 his caso
tlian in any of the other Ring delinquenta.  Although
1 have now no doubt that the probubilltics of the peo-
plo getting o verdict was very ccrtain, yet 1 was
bound Lo 1ake 1nto cousideration all tho contingeneics
of & Jury trial; thare might bave been on the jury one
cantankorous juryman wlo would have proveuted us
getting a verdict. Then I had investigated very fully
tho peouniary condition of Ewecuy, and all that it
would huve boen posssible for us to colisct from bim if
wo had been sucoessul would have I:een about $250, 000,
and this would have beon op cnoumbered real estate,
with equity sulta resting thereon. I dont’t think tho
Attorney Goneral would huve wanted lo prove his
title therein und fAght all the claimants. I am quite
sure shat I would not have wantad to do it.
