PROBABLY FATAL RENCONTRE AT k WBE8TLINQ

known loar-borse rider, lor many years connected
with Robineon's Circus, shot Charles Thompson, tbe

Wilson had entered tbe theatre with Bob Catbcart,
Die New York pool seller, who has been here during
tbe week unending races, the eutcrtulnmont tor tbe

evening being a wrestling match between Lucien
Marc and a loeal celebrity named Anthony Kenesch.
1'be wrestling match was in progress
when Wilson and Catbcart came in ai
the door, the latter smoKing a cigar. Thompson,
bomcwhai under tho influence of liquor, crime up to
Cailicuri ana asked him for a cigar, and, upon being re¬

fused, ordered Cathcart to throw iiwajr the ono he wan

smoking. An altercution ensuod, when Wilson, taking
the pari oi ins tricud, ordered fhonipsou to go away
and attend to his busines*. Thompson tnen attempted
to put both out of the theatre, when Wilson, drawing a

Derringer, shot him in the abdomen, tne ball entering
about two melius below the navol. The report was ao
louu thai it was heard «l the distanco of a square or
more und Instantly drew un immense crowd thai was
on Vino street at ibo time.

Wilson hnrrted out and up through tbe middle of

the street, and rushing through tho Enquirer count¬
ing room to College streot, made good hi* escape.

TIIOMPSOX WILL OIK.
Tbe wounded man was carried across tbe street to a

drug store, where tits wound was dressed, and half an
bonr later he was removed to tbe hospital. His in-

Jury la pronounced fatal, and It is believed ho cannot
iivo uuiil morning.

W11.SON GAPTGKKD.
At one o'clock this morning Wilson was captured

and taken to the Central police station. At the same
hour tbo wounded man was still alive, though the sur-

gcous give little hopu oi his rcoovory.

The body of Julia Huppucb, a beautiful young lady,

aged twouty years, who has been missing for two
weeks past, was lound in tbe eanal here to-day. Tho
cause of tbo suicide la supposed to have been parental
cruelty, Mho having been whipped by her laihor on the
night previous to being last soen lor alleged intimacy
with a vouue man who was objectionable to her
parents.

Despatches from the West say that very heavy rains
have lallco In Western Missouri and Kunsus during
the past few (lays, and great darouge ha* been done to

railroads, crops and other property. The Kansas
City. St. Joicpu and Council Blulf* Railroad was under
wator between Kansas City and Winthrop, and trains
wore stopped.
Thore Is a break In the Missouri Pacific Railroad at

Fonit-roy, Kansas, and deep water on the track at
otnrr points had stopped the trallic on that road.

an<l Santa F# ltmlronu.
(in llie K iinous Pacific Railroad there Is a wnsh ont

ol several tiundred yards on the Smoky Mill division.
About ont' hundred leet ot the St. Louis, Kansas

City and Northern road was washed away at Harlem,
near Kmisas City, nnd trams are delayed.
The Hannibal and St. Joseph Railroad trains are de¬

tained at Liberty, Mo. fbo K.in.-as Central road Is
ol'o datuuged so that trains cannot run.
The bottom lauds between Kmsi.s Olty and Wyan¬

dotte, where the railroad depots, elevators, &c., are
t-nuaicd, are la great danger or belugsubmerged. Tbo
Missouri ltivA-below Kunsus City lias oversowed Its
banks on both sides tor sotno distance, and the destruc¬
tion ol crop* is very great.

Railroad companies are actively engaged in repair*
ing the tracks, and trains win be running again to-day
or to-morrow, lleary rains fell here nourly ail last
night, and continued ibis morning witb a prospect of
lasting all day.

PLACING THE NEW BONUS.A POPULAR &VB-

SCKIPTION TO BE OPPEBED FOB THIRTY

SAYS AT PAB.

A contract has been catered Into and signed by tbe

Secretary of the Treasury and Messrs. Rothschild, J.
S. Morgan & Ca, Sellgtuan Bros., and Morton, Rose k

Co., of London, England, and Messrs. Belmont it Co.,
Drexel, Morgan k Co., J. it W. Scligmau k

Co., and Morton, Bliss k Co. and the
First National Ban* ol Me City ol Now York, lor tbe
sale of tbe (our per ceut thirty year consols at par in

coin, ot which $'25,o00,000 are subscribed for now, to

bo paid lor in July and August, $5,000,000 to be lor

resumption purposes and $-'0,000,000 lor the redemp¬
tion ol the sis per cot bonds, and the sales are to bo
continued as rapidly as possible. Tho contract is for six

months, and is similar in its general terms to the formrr
contract, but bas this important provision, that lor
thirty days alter lull notice the loan shall be open to
popular subscription in tho principal citlos ot the
United .states at oar in coin, with tho right to par tor
the bonds within ninety days alter subscription upon
delivery.
Upon a notice given tome days slnco tho Secretary

ot the Treaaury has withdrawn iroin the market one
hundred millions ol the lour and a half per cent bonus,
and the lormer Syndicate have subscribed under tho
old contract for $'25,000,000, in four and a half per
cent bonds, being the balance ol the $200,000,000; ol
tho amount of thai loan ${>,000,000 to be applied dur-
mg June tor resumption purposes, $3,000,000 during
Juiy lor tbo saiue purpose), and $15,000,000 to be ap¬
plied to the redemption ol six per ccnt bonds. These
agreements close out the lour and a half per cent
limn, and place upon ilio market tbe four per cent
loau witb a firm subscription ot $25,000,000.
The new loan, drawing lour per ccni and extending

for thirty years with interest payable quarter yoarly.
Is not only far more favorable lor tho government
than any over beloro issued, nut Irom Its permanence
und security will become tho uatural Investment of the
earnings ol tbo people, both in tho rolled Slates
and Kurope. Kvery bond sold will lessen tho burden
of iho public debt to tho extent of one-th<rd of tbo
annual interest on the amouut of ihe bond. The bonds
are issued lor $50, $100, $600, $1,000 aud larger
amounts, and will by tbe mode ol tbulr .-alo be brought
witlilu the roacliol ail classes of people.

It Is understood that in tho negotiations for tho lour
per cents Secretary Sherman insisted that lor a rea¬
sonable period tho bonds should ha sold in this coun¬

try at par. This iho Syndicate resisted, as they un¬

doubtedly proposo selling these bonds at a premium,
and they declined to contract on these terms. Tbo
Secretary was, however, unyielding, and as tho
above olllclal statement shows, an agreement was

finally made that lor thirty dnys the public should
have mo right to subscribe ror the four per cents at
tno limit llxort by law.par in gold. Alter the expira¬
tion ol the thirty days, howover, the Syndicate can
advance the bonds to a premium II they soe lit to
do £0.

A LIBEL SUIT AGAINST THE SUN.

Wahuinoton, June!', 1877.
It is stated hero on good authority that Alonzo Bell,

ex-Assistant Secretary of tbe Interior, has commooced
a suit ugainst the Now VorK Sim Publishing Com¬

pany tor libel, and that tho papers were served
on tho defondanU In Now York to-day. The
allogcd libel Is said to bo embraced in a chargo
alleged to have been made in the Sun
to tho effect that Assistant Secretary Boll had, while in
oflice, obtained work from Iho department tor his
wtle under her maiden name, and lor which she re¬
ceived compensation. Tbo damages aro fixed at
$100,000. Mr. K. T. Bell, of Wall stroet. New York,
brother of the ex-Assistant Secretary, is the attorney
in tho case. It is reported that this Is tbe precursor
of a number of llbol suits about to bo Instituted by ex-
officials against tbo same defendant.

adopted, by which it is arrauced that
four competitions ol two (lays each shall bo held at
Creedmoor on July 17, 18, 24, 25, 81, and Au.
gust 1, 7, 8, the scores in three ot such com-

petitions only to be counted In determining the team
and reserto. Tbe competitions will be open to all nattvo
born citizens ot the United State*, who in any
two staled practices or competitions of lltteen shots at
each ol the three distances of 800, MiO toil 1,000 yards
upon any range, between April I and July 17, 1*77,
shall have made an average of ai leut loo points in
cach.
Die authorized distances will be 800, 900 and 1,000

yards, |}tteen shoia at oaoh distance on each day,
weapon anr rifle within the rulos ot tho Nation.il Kllle
Association ol America (which rulos shall also govern
the competitions in all other respects). No righting
shots or previous pract:co by any competitor un the
days ot these competitions will be allowed. 1 bo team
is to consist of i captain, adjutant, eight men una two
reserves. Tho Captain may or may not be one of the
shooting members. Upon the conclusion ol the
competition six members of the team will bo de¬
cided upon by selecting in tbe order ol merit, ns
shown by aggregating the best three ol their scores in
those competitions, the highest aggregate taking the
llrst place, and so on until the required numiier be ob¬
tained. Tho association's committee ol three and the
six mon chosen will the* by a joint ballot elect the
other two, und may select tbem Irom any riflemen ol
known skill who have not shot in the competitions.
The team will clect a captain, who will cnoose an
adjutant.
Successful competitors will havo thoir expenses, to

the extent ol $200 each, refunded to them by the com¬
mittee. Tho committee will require references Irom
competitors belore admitting tbom to the competi¬
tions. Knirles lor compoiliiou may bo made by loiter
to the secretary of tho National liifle Association up
to the evotnng of July 10, or In ocrson on tbo range
up to tou A. M. on July 17, 1877. .

A very intoresting long range contcst was had yes¬

terday at Creedmoor for the $250 gold prize. The
match was open to the members of tho National ltifle
Association; woapon, any rifle within the rules; dis¬
tance, 800,'J00 und 1,000 yards; llfteen rounds, with¬
out the privilege ol any sighting shots, at oacb range.
No previous practice allowed on tbe day of the mniob,
nor "coaching," eitbor by competitors or out¬
siders, by using a glass or ..spoiling" the
shots ol any ono engaged la the match.
The winner must lead nil other com¬

petitors at each ol the three distances, in tbe same

competition, one quarter of tbe entrance money to bo
awarded to the competitor making tbe highest aggre¬
gate score, unless ho should win tbo prlzo, in which
case the next best man will tako It. There were nine¬
teen entries lor tlio match, of whom two withdrew.
Shooting commenced at liali-past lea o'clock, ami tbo
weather throughout was excellent, excepting for the
space ol about fifteen minutes, when the last rango
was reached, uboul hall-past two o'clock, at which
time there wus a slight shower of ram. Miyor il S.
Jewell heads the score with a tine record of 203 poinis
out ol a posslblo 225. It will oo noticed that at the 900
yards range he came within ono point ol making a
clear string ol fifteen bull's-eyes. It may be of im-
noriunco for tho coming "I'uitod Kingdom leatn" to
know that tbo team total alter eight best scores, ag¬
gregates 1,511 points out ol a possible 1,800; and that
with the exception ol throe or lour marksmen many
ol the best shots who are Knowu at Creedmoor aid
not participate in the match.
