Brilliant Soenes at the Wigwam
and in Union Square.

THE GOVERNOR ON HIS POLICY.

"Heavy Doses of Flattery by
Local Lights.

A NATIONAL FRAUD DENOUNCED.

The Republican Negleot to He-
apportion New York.

Governor Roblaaon, wbo arrived la town yesterday
afternoon, waa serenaded at tbo E verott House by tbe
democracy, laat sight. Tba ovation, for such It«»,
waa In every way gratifying to tbo guest audhts boats.
Tba district laadera of tbe party wore on band
in atrengtb and tba programme previously
arranged was carried out to tbe loiter.
The whole upper and ot Union Square was crowded
(Tom curb to curb, and hundreds could hear and see

nothing bnt tha whis and sparkle ot the sky rooketa
speeding upward. When tbo spoech making was lu
progress tbe people on tbe outer rim of tbe crowd an*

swcred, In echo, tbe cbeersand applause of tboae raoro
fortunate In the vioinity or tbo stand. The appearsnco
-of tbe neighborhood was brilliant, and not since
the nigbt ot the late lamented carnival baa auch
a crowd gatherod there. Tba windows ol tbe hotel and
the adjoining bouses frsmed scores of faces, and when
a rooket flashed nesr tbe bouses It wss notlcoablo that
the roof cornices were ornsmented with rowsoi human
faces. Tbe vicinity ol tbe hotel was crowded long be¬
fore the bour announced for tbe serenade, snd many,
attraolcd by the rockets from Tammany Hsll In Four¬
teenth street, stsrtod aown to tbe Wigwam where tlio
elans wore to assemble, and were treatod to an enter¬
tainment not on tbe programme.

AT TAMMANY HAM.
A little after seven o'clock the committees began to

arrive at Tammany Hall. Tbe lront of tbe building
was sayly decoratod with flags, which were flying from
every window. As the poople came more and more
and it grew darker fireworks, consisting of rockets,
bombs, flower pots and rod and blue lire, wero
sot off in the siroet in front of the hail
and in tbe vacant lot .on tbo opposite side
of the street. A large detachment of police
from different preefneta were on band under tba com¬
mand ol Captain Allaire, of tbo Eighteenth precinct.
These kept order In front ot tbe ball A number or
district associations wore piesenl, the members wear¬
ing blue badgca. Soon alter Grufulla's Band appeared
sn tbe balcony and played a number of selections.
Mesntlme tbe bsli was gradually tilling up. Tho
Procession Committee, with red usdges and rosettes,
accompanied by Mr. Thomas 8. Brennau the
Grand Marshal ol tbo eveniug, took their
places on tbe platform. Tbe District Associations
filed in and filled tbe hall and galleries. Wbon tliu
hand momentarily ceased, loud calls wero made for
Mr. Ambrose H. Party. Mr. Brennan tbon In a few
remarks introduce* Mr. Purdy. wbo, after detailing
tbe oraer of the procession, spoke of tbe recent I<egls>lature and ibe work there Ho said ..

"WK HAD THB OOVEKNOH."
The men whom you seat to the Legislature were of

good blood and came, snd tbey lought your cause
bravely. The republican majority would have ponndedtbe life out of us it wo bad uot tougbt bitterly lor our
rights. Fortunately tor New York, lortunatoiy for tbe
democracy, lortanately for tbo rights ol tbe pcopie.although they uad a majority in tbe Assembly usd tho
Senate, we Dad the Governor. You all know what
Governor Robinson has done for us. Wo asked for a
reapportionment, but It was relused us by ttie Legis¬
lature ; we asked tor an exoiso law, bat it was relused
us; and when tbey tried to legislate our friends out of
otllce. tbo Governor said, "Wbon you give New York
and kings what tho constitution grsnis tbcm, thou
and not till then will I sign tho bills before me".
snd be kept bis word. Mr. Purdy then
spoke of the liquor dealers and the una¬
vailing efforte that were made to pass
a just excise law. He said tbut tbo liquor Interest paid
a largo proportion ol the revenuo of the government.
Tbe democrscy, said Mr. Purdy, have labored to puss
a law that would relieve these men of the obloquy of
tbe unjust Isw that now presses hardly upon tb'era,
hut at tbe next eleutlou we will go to tbo ballot box
and call on ovory liquor doaler to vole for the partythat has labored for them. 1 am, however, a temper-
anoo man myself.

Til K VI!T0 AS AS WSTITt'TIOX.
Mr. Purdy was greatly applauded, and the band

played again, alter which Mr. Thomas F. Brady, a
member of tbe recent Legislature, was Introduced, and
alter alluding to the object tor which tbey wore as¬
sembled he said:.II ever there wus a measure having
no claim to popular support, it over there was an at¬
tempt made to cripple our city, it waa in that
inlainoua meaauro kuown bh the Omnibus bilL It
struck at tbe very bono or tbe democracy or tho city.It was passed lu tbe Legislature by a strict parly voto,but the Governor saved the people Irom that bill. In
botiorlnK Governor Robinson to-nlgbt you honor the
man wbo stood between ibo people and cvory attempt
to oppress them, and wbo will ever stand up lor them.
Ho believes that he is tbo chosen representative ot tbe
pooplo, and ho bollevea In tho veto. It Is an institu¬
tion with him.

THK PROCESBIO*.
At the conclusion or Mr. Brady's address the com-

diltteo left tbe platform and led the way to tbo street,where, d/this time, a throng bad gathered so denso
that It was with groat ditncoTly tbut the marshal, Mr.
Brennan, organised the procossion. His direction wis
that tbe policemen should head the procession, fol¬
lowed by the band, then camo the color bearers, and
tbe committee Immediately behind. Following them
tbe people were to march eight abreast, but when the
proecsslon was Anally formed and bad taken up tho
ime of-marcb there were folly twonty men abreast.
Tho band stracic up a march which was composed nnd
dodlcated to Tweed under tbo old r'jimf, and iho im¬
mense crowd kept step to tbo familiar old tunc. Tbe
route ot the procession waa through Fourteenth streot
to the west sido ot Union square, around tbe Lincoln
ntatne and up to the plasa at 8oventeontb streot, and
thence to the stand which had been crected in trout ol
the Everett House.

AT TBI BTBRBTT HOURS.
In front of tho ontranco ot ibo Kverett House a small

tflatlorm bad been erected, ana upon It, long betoro
lljo arrival of Uie rank and flle, the leaders bad anwin-bled. Among tnoae present were ttonntors ScIiood-
maker, St. John, I.amonto, Kennedy, Jacobs

The
platform was festooned with velvet and liall a dozen
¦Ilk flaga flattered from tbe nprighi poles. Two great
Bald UghU, one at either end ol tbe platlorm,
were lit and with tbe buo ol gas Jets along
Ibe southern lino of tbo plaza made a brilliant.
Illumination. Two hundred policemen detailed to
preaerve order did moat efficient service before the
crowd arrived, but alter tbe band and a small squad ol
men composing tbe committees from Tammany Hull
came from Fonrteenth street the police bccame hope-
lessly demoralised, broke line and wero lost in tbo
crowd. From the Orst assault ol tne crowd
the polleo did not recover during the night, nnd the
crowd which carno marching into ibe square alter the
band Anally drove the officers to tbe boards ol tho
platlorm. Tbe man In cbargn ol the Ore
works managed to keep a little spot lu
tbe middle of the crowd, and while the
band serenaded Ibe Governor the crowd amusod ltsoif
with tbe police. As was stated tbe plain wns crowded
with one solid phalanx ot human beings arter tbe ar¬
rival of tbe committee Irom Tammany flail, so that
when the delegation from the First district
arrived via Fourth avenuo It seemed as though
they would be unable to get near enough
to psy tbolr respects to tho Govornor. The
leider of the delegation, howevor, appreciating the
be plessness or bis followers, called for tnem to follow
him, and he charged bia spirited horse Into the crowd.
Tho delegates filled np the gap behind him aud marched
past tbo atand in something like order.

You will remember, too, that in nil urafts
lor public money, In all ad|u*lnient* ol taxation, Now
York has never larkod assessment fur ber lull propor¬
tion. Ills only when tho point ol representation is
reached that doubts arise uh to tho propriety of grunt¬
ing lull measure to the eity.
This potty lujusticu cannot last. The day of release

Irom the incubus ot bad laws will suroly come. I'ndor
a wise, puro and houcst system of city jovernmunt wo
sball soon experience relief from tho confusion and
local anarchy bmlded on tho present henpol three thou¬
sand laws. In that day Now York will realign a future
of which ber peoplo and tbe Kmpire State may woll bo
proud.
To tbe principles I have slated I sball adhere lo the

end ol my administration. Kosrod in tboiu Irom early
youth, I cannot yloid them now but with my life.
Although nominateu and elected lo my present office
by democratic votes, 1 know no inore tacred truth in
our government or in tbe democratic laith than that
which makes a public officer Irom the moment ol his
election the servant ol the whole poople.

1 onnnot ignore ihe fraud nnd corruption ol the
hour, which, passing from the circle ol small things,
has at last laid bold upon the highest plucu In thu na-

tioo. TTo must recognize and meet tbl» evil. The
pathway of fraudulent election* n the highway to na-
tloual death. If the Jtepublic i« to endure we have
looked lor tho last time upon the Inauguration of a
national Kxecutlve who waa never elected.
To remedy these ovila aud to sustain the principles

Especially will the democratic party prove false to its
old traditiona II it tall to labor tq this end.

said tliey had assembled there to pay a tribute
of respect to a democratic Governor who bad
well deserved tho thanks of the demoeracy of Now
Yore.

THE CASK OF LITTLE MART MA8TKKSON. RE¬

COVERY OF THE CHILD.THE ABDUCTOR.

Blown paid This woman told Mrs. White that she ex¬

pected a sister to come In a lew days, and, on the
ovontng of April 8, a woman, whose nume was learned
to be Mary Emerson, called on Funule Brown, but was

relused lodgings by Mrs. White, who did not like her
appearancu. Mury went away, and Mr*. White noticed
that she took particular notlceof the little girl, aud her
grandmother, remembering tbo late ol Charley Ross,
felt no little alarm. Thgt aigbt Fannie Brown did uot
return to aer lodging house and tbo next day the child
was missing. A searcb waa at ooce Instituted and tbo
a Iscovery madotbat tbe child bad been sent Inoompaay
with Fannie Brown. M<iry Kiueraon was subse¬
quently arrested as au accomplice und bold In
cuatody. Mr*. Wblte was lold ihat Facnlo Brown
bad a brother living at Xowark, N. J., where she at
once worn, but taiiod to ascurtain anything regarding
the abductor's whereabout*, the rnojt thorough search
buing made tbere aa well an In New York aud Brook¬
lyn. Mrs. Kmorson stated that 1'uuuln Brown bad a
liuiband and children living somewhere in Utah, aud It
wus her Intention to go there, taking tbo child with her
to assist In begging and soiling perforated cards to
enublti her to pay her passage. Tue lact being knowu
to the authorities bore that (be woman had alwtiya re¬
sided in tbe slums o( tbo city, and made her living by
begging, little reliance wus placed in the story, but It
now appears to have Imicii tuo truth.

TlIK AKHKHT IN ST. LOCI*.
On tho 5tu of Juue Chief of Police Jones received a

letter Irom Cbtel McDouough. ol the St. Louie police,
Mating tb*t be bad arrested Mra. Funnie Brown lor
vagrancy, aud that she bad in her possesslou a bright
liti l<> ftlrl, about seven years old, who said her name was
Mary !la«ior<on, and that sbu lived in Philadelphia.

THE CADETS' TENACITY OF LIFE.

A Runaway, a Broken Girth and
a Riderless Horse.

FAOTIHG FOR ANOTHER GIRL'S BROTHER.

Official and Social Movements of the
Board of Visitors.

"You C'io't kill a cadct or a government horso" Is a

proverb at the Academy, and it la lounded upon Iho
recollection of u lone list o( escapes tbat are truly
marvellous. Another wus added to tbu liat to-d*y
when the graduating ciu<« was going through the laat
of the military drills. Tbu was a cavalry exhibition.
school of the company.under direction ol Colonel
Eugene B. Moiumont, the present instructor in

rtdlng. The weather was charming, tho ground
whs 111 splendid condition alter ihe rain ol yesterday
and u large number ot spectator* had assembled to wlt-
uoss the spectacle. which Is generally considered the
most interesting aud oxcitlng of military exercises.
M'lieu the «evool#-Hvo young men In thotr neat uni¬

forms, with brass buttons glistening in the sunlight,
gleaming subres at iholr hips and mountod upon
spirited una well groomed horses, drew up in lino In
Iront of tho barracks, and lacing the hotel,
a quarter ot u tiulo distant across the
plain, they presenlod n pretty picture.
Alter performing various tactical movements.
wheeling right and left und lortutng and rolormtng
into companion, columns aud a dozen figures known
only to tho Initiated.with a rapidity und precision
that Indicated long "training under skilful teachers,
they were again brought Into line, und each drew his
sabre. A blast Irom the trumpet und thoy set oil'
across tho plain at a trot, iho horses prancing and
nelglung and the youthful riders bonding first
to the right aud then to tho loft, slushing
tbo gravol with their sabres as they wont,
as II striking at prostrate loes. Auothcr cull
of the truuipot and tho horses, as if moved by a com¬

mon mochanlsm, break into . gallop, and the line,
without a break, dashes forward, tbo riders making
tbcagravol fly with increased rapidity. Around each
gray Jacket, like forked lightning, tbo gleaming sahro
plays, tho horses warm up to their work, and, with
luatning mouths anil distended uo-trlla, strive to escape
tho curl), uud tiio hills re-echo With the mighty thud
ol tholr hoois mingling with the stirring uotes of the
trumpet.
"My God!" exclaim* a nervous spectator, "they will

dash right into tliu river!"
Hut no. Just belore the older bedgo, which with s

light rail divides tho plain Irom the lawn ol the hotel,
ttio shrill "Halt" ot the tmgle rise* above tho clangor,
aud the horses aro with dullcuUy retnod In. Turning
about un order sends the company charging back to
the other side ol tho plain. A lew seconds to give the
horses hroath uud onco tuoru the luiu
whirls across. It Is burdly woll under way
wheu the notes ot the buglo ring out, "Charges ok

foragers," und with a yell that would do credit, to u
Coinaucho In ilia u each rider digs tits hoels into tho
foaming flanks of his steed, wildly bruudl.->bes his
weupon aud thunders madly lorward at the top of bis
speed regardless ol bis fellows a* If pursuing a routed
cnoiuy. The quality ol tho horses uow tells, houto
springing with the velocity of an arruw released Irom
tuo bow bear tbelr riders; far in udvauro of too
rest. Horses and men seem mad. Both catch their
breath, both dilate their nostrils, aud the flushed tace
of the man corresponds to the roaming mouth ol tha
beast as thoy wtiuiy dart acrjes tho fluid. Another
half minuto ol this, and it will be impossible to re¬
strain them fiom ^oiog over tbu height* into tho river.
But a few yards Irom the hedge are they, whon the
Imperative voice ol Colour! Bcuumout translated
through tbo trumpet brings tho oadou to their senses,
snd th# horses ure, therefore, back upon tboir hauu-
clios.

A R UNAWAT.
But *n, three of Ihe lads go on at breakneck speed

up tho gruvelled walk ol tho hotel lawn, disappoar for
a moment and again ure seen Hying like the wind along
tbo walk which skirts the Plain and slightly iu ad¬
vance, two ubreast. The horses buvo gone wild and
run away with their rluors.
The spectators do not realizo tho fact for a moment,

and fancy they are looking at a race us tbo three grayjackets ilash In and out or view through the trees.
1'hou the faces of tbo ladles blench and tho meu ure
uervous.
"What If they should b« dasbod against lbs trees t"

says ono.
"That's tho only danger," responds an ofllcer,

"these ladsoftDUot ho thrown otherwise."
Clear arouud the I'lalu skun the runaways, and, as

the troop ride back .it a gallop, one ol the three is
wbisked across their line. Will bo not be carried iu the
opposite direction by his fractious and atlil unmanage¬
able beast? After flitting twice around Ihe 1'luin two
of the horses are brought under subjection
through tho skill of their riders uud rej.nu tbo
troop Cadet MoMurtln, who rides tho third, ha< a
harder task beforu him. With a mouth burdened by
constant riding and driving, tbo anunul lakes the bit
betwoen his teeth aud fairly takes his own way. Tho
stables are located down besldo the river undor tho
bluff, and Iu thut direction the plucky cadet is
carried at torn lie speed. Just as the auitnal
reaches the brow ol tho declivity, McMurtin, with tho
agility of an acrobat smoothly trotting around u cir¬
cle, swings himself lightly from tho saddle In the
direction the horso is going und planting Ins feet
firmly against the tor! as ho alights he lairly drags
the beast to a standstill without bimsolf having ro-
celvod a scratch.
