THE CAUSE ASD COURNE UP THE BARTHQUALE,

The earthquake was probably caused by an eroption
of the volcano llaga, situated on the southern frontier
ol Peru and Bolivia, snd 118 effects wero principaily
loit between Intitnde 16 deg. aud 24 deg. south, That
is as far as wo koow at presest, Leaviog Callao,
where the damage, ns reporied In my lasi despatch,
was very considerable, Pisco is the first pori ol im.
poriance to the south, and here the sea contented iteelfl
with the destruction of afew Lints along the beach At
Mollendo the rallway was carried away for about 2300
feet; minco repsired. A curious phenomenon was
aoticed on tho l4th in the sudden appearance of a
riolent burricane (roin the sonth, preventing vesscls
Irom communicating with the shors and unroofing
eoarly all the houses of tho little town. At llo the
railway was also damaged, vnt not to a nygreat extent.

The revolutionary news is not particulurly exeiting.
