The Wkathich..The depression which
brought us so much rain on Saturday and Sun¬
day has now moved off the coutincnt over

Newfoundland and is followed by a minor dis¬
turbance which is central over Lake Michigan.
This low area is attended by light rains and
brisk winds, the former extending eastward as

far as Lake Eric. But yesterday on it* south¬
erly margin at Cincinnati a violent tornado, ac¬

companied by heavy hail, occurred. In the East¬
ern Oulf States the pressure indicates the move¬

ment of another depression, and light rains have
prevailed along the Atlantic coast as far north as

Cape Hatteros. The highest pressures are now

in the South and Southwest and als*> on tho
Middle Atlantic const and in Upper Can¬
ada, but the two latter areas will

pass away during this morning before the ad¬

vancing low buromcter from the westward.

Tho tempera
tore has fallen generally, except in tho South
and on the Southern and Middle Atlantic coustB.

The coldest area is now over Lakes teperior and
Huron. Tin warmest area is on tho Gulf coast.

The Taamuy Demonstration.

Governor Lucius Robinson, to whom the
great Tammany ovation was given in
Union square last evening, is a well pre¬
served gentleman, in the sixty-seventh year
ol' his age, and will have nearly completed
threescore and ten at the expiration of his
three years' term. Ho has reachod the
summit of his ambition, and is, therefore,
free from one of the ohief temptations which
beset younger politicians who aspire to

higher honors than they havo reached.
Governor Bobinson is a solid, steady going
business man, with talents better fitted for
use than for show, and, although he
has belonged in turn to both political
parties, be has maintained an enviable rep¬
utation for strict integrity. His nomina¬
tion for the Governorship last autumn was

an unexpected honor, to which politioal ac¬

cidents contributed quite as much as a

sense of his merits. The favorite candi¬
date of Governor Tildcn was Mr. Dors-
heimer; but this gentleman was not ac¬

ceptable to John Kelly, and as a means

of heading him off the Tammany
Boss utilized the popularity of Horatio
Seymour and caused him to be nomi¬
nated by acclamation. Mr. Seymour
did not choose to be made a foot¬
ball in such a game, and his resolute
refusal to accept created a fiasco and a

crisis in the democratic party. In the in¬
terval between the adjournment and reas¬

sembling of the State Convention John
Kelly adhered with customary pugnacious
stubbornness to his determination to defeat
Dorsheimer, and it was owing to his activity
and intrigues that the nomination fell to
Lucius Bobinson.

After concealing his hand for some time
Mr. Kelly at last allowed it to be known
that Clarkson N. Potter was his candidate,
and at Saratoga Mr. Potter was put fairly
in the field against Dorsheimer. Every
effort was then made by Kelly to induce the
anti-Tammany leaders to unite with him on

Potter, and at one time the movement
came near being a success. The Tilden
managers had become alarmed at the Potter
programme, and saw that they could no

longer hope for Dorsheimer's nomination.
In consultation with Mr. Tilden before the
Saratoga Convention met, it had been
agreed, under certain circumstances, to
bring forward Lucius Bobinson, and this
was done in tho Convention, the anti-Tam¬
many delegates remaining aloof at first
and costing their votes for A. Schoon-
innkcr, Jr. Mr. Kelly and his adherents
supported that "elegant gentleman," Clark-
son N. Potter, and, to give force to their
opposition to Lucius Bobinson, some of
them added, with emphasis, to his name

the words "a democrat." But Kings
county deserted Tammany and voted for
Bobinson, and then anti-Tammany wheeled
into line and our present Governor
received the nomination, much to Tam¬
many's chagrin. Nevertheless, it is true
that, but for John Kelly's bitter and de¬
termined fight against Dorsheimer, Bobin¬
son would not have been the candidate.
Hence it may be truly said that the Gov¬
ernor owes his office to John Kelly's antipa¬
thies to Mr. Tilden's favorite candidate.
Governor Bobinson is a man of too much

character to acknowledge such a debt by his
official action, however deeply he may feel
the obligation. It is even doubtful whether,
ii left to his own sense of rectitude, he would
favor the designs of Kelly in the manage¬
ment of the democratic party of the State.
Mr. Kelly, therefore, thought it necessary to
appeal to a different side of the Governor's
character. It was hoped that flattering
personal attentions might have some effect
on a man who has no further ambition to
satisfy and is averse to political intrigues.
Hence the great ovation was planned which
made Union square the scene of a brilliant
spectucle last evening. It was a studied at¬

tempt to make Mr. Bobinson think himself
the most popular Governor we have ever

had, and, by thus working on his vanity,
convert him into a pliable instrument of
Tammany politics. There is a proverb
against looking a gift horse in the mouth,
and Governor Bobinson is bound in all
courtesy to accept this demonstration in the
spirit in which it professes to be given, but
lookers on are not bound to ignore the
motives of so unwonted and interested a

proceeding.
Why, of all the Governors that have filled

the office in our time, is Lucius Robinson
singled out as the recipient of a greater
compliment than has been bestowed on any
of his predecessors? What has he done
during the five months he has been in office
to entitle him to an ovation the like of
which was. never bestowed on Seymour, or

Morgan, or Dix or Tilden so early in their
terms, or at all? It cannot be pre¬
tended that he is a man of higher
political standing, nor that he has yet
rendered any great or respondent service
to the State. If Governor Tilden had re¬

ceived such an ovation after the close of the
session, when he made his formidable as¬

sault on the Cnnal Ring, the compliment
might have sec-mod justified by the facts ;
but nothing of the kind was thought of. If
Governor Robinson were five months from
the end of his term instead of five months
from its beginning such a demonstration
might bo intelligiblo as a dcvice of his
friends for promoting his re-election ; but
it is not so timed as to bo in the interest of
the Governor, but only in tlio in¬
terest of the political schemers who
have gotten it up. They want his co¬

operation, and, as he is not a mun to be ap¬
proached with ordinary vulgar bribes of¬
fered to selfish interest or ambition, they
try the seductive influence of attentions
and flattery. This treatment of a Governor
who is respectable, but not eminent, is so

disproportioned and unusuul that ho must
be very much blinded by vanity if he does
not see through the motives which it would
not become him to expose. If he is tho man
we tuke him for he will net hold himself
bound by his acceptance of these attentions
to pay the expected price.
Tho address of welcome was a littlo too

frank to be quite discreet. When Sam
Ward, the accomplished "king ofthe lobby,"
gives one of his churming dinners to mem¬
bers of Congress whom ho designs to cap¬
ture he is too skilful to let tho slightest inti¬
mation escape him that he invited them for
any other reason than his pleasure in their

good fellowship. Thin in a chief point in
the art by which flattery is made effective.
Bnt the Tammany orator who welcomed
Governor Robinson was not bo wary. He
almost paraded the differences between
the Board of Aldermen and Mayor
Ely, insisting at great length and in
strong language on the mischief that
would result from giving the Mayor the
sole power of appointment. This topic
came in with the worst grace possible, con¬

sidering that Governor Robinson has had
precisely the sume experience with the Sen¬
ate that Mayor Ely has had with the Alder¬
men. But Tammany is too much occupied
with its grievanoe against the Mayor to pay
much regard to fitness or decorum. The
fact that Tammany seized this occasion to
declare its want of confidence in Mayor
Ely is a significant clew to the motive of
these extraordinary attentions to Governor
Robinson. But the Governor was too dis¬
creet to make any direct response to this
virtual attack on the ohief executive of the
city.

Secretary Sherman's Fiscal Opera¬
tions.

An evening contemj)orary regrets that the
whole proceeds of the new sale of bonds to
the Syndicate are not to bo set aside for
redemption of greenbacks, inBtead of a

small proportion of them. This is a hasty
judgment. If only the four and a half per
cent bonds could be disposed of at par the
criticism of our contemporary would bo per¬
tinent, because their amount is limited;
and even if the whole three hundred mill¬
ions authorized by law were put
on the market the residue now un¬

sold would bring in no more gold
than may be needed for redemption
purposes. But the demonstrated salability
of the four per cents at par gives a wider
scope for fiscal operations. It is quite pos¬
sible for the refunding process to go on with¬
out obstructing the necessary preparations
for specie payments in 1879.
With the four per cents at par it would be

a blunder for the Treasury to stop refunding
in the hope of facilitating resumption. Sec¬
retary Sherman will probably get more gold
available for resumption by continuing the
refunding operations than he would if ho
should drop them, becauso the sales will pro¬
ceed so much more rapidly that there will
bo a more diffused eagorness to invest in
the new bonds when it is seen that the sup¬
ply is likely to be exhausted. Tho people
who will take the bonds consist of two
classes.namely, those whoso money is al¬
ready invested and those who have money
at command for now investments. It is
only from the latter class that gold can be
obtained to form a reserve for redeeming
the greenbacks. The other class, consist¬
ing of people whose money is already well
invested, will not voluntarily disturb thoir
investments to purchase the new bonds.
But the owners of tho five-twenty
sixes can be made to do this by
compulsion. The Secretary of the
Treasury can call in the six per
cent bonds at pleasure. Most of the
holders will prefer to take the new bonds
rather than gold, bccause they WOuld be
puzzled to find any other equally good and
safe investment. Without this coercion they
would never surrender their six per cent
bonds. If the Treasury should stop refund¬
ing the public debt it would not thereby
acquire any gold for resumption. It is only
by the purchase of new bonds with
capital not already invested in our

government securities that a redemp¬
tion fund can be accumulated. The
refunding will consist for the most

part in exchanges of the old bonds for the
new, and will not interfere with the invest¬
ment of fresh capital in the four per cents.
Instead of interfering it will promote it by
exhausting the supply of new bonds so

rapidly as to quicken tho efforts of capital¬
ists to got them while thoy may. It implies
an oversight of fundamental facts or a want
of discrimination to suppose that with the
four per cents at par refunding will impede
resumption. Tho wise thing for Secretary
Sherman to do is to set apart for resumption
purposes the excess of what he receives over

a virtual exchange of bonds. It would be
absurd to stop these exchanges in the hope
of thereby acquiring gold.

Mexico.

The arrival of General Escobedo, the
military arm of President Lerdo, at New
Orleans en route for the Rio Grande border,
together with the annonnoement that his
chief of staff is at Laredo.probable in itself,
though coupled with the erroneous state¬
ment that the General himself is also
there.and that he is about organizing
a force to attack New Laredo, opposite,
is significant of the opening of the cam¬

paign of the Lcrdistns for the recovery ol
the government from which they were so

summarily expelled by the onward march
of -Diaz toward the national capital. To a

casual observer the selection of a remote,
thinly settled and illy provided sectfon
on the northern frontier as the initial
point of effort would Beem indica¬
tive of weakness, promising slight hope
of success. The truth is, howover, that
here Escobedo is on his own fighting
ground, and between him and Monterey?-
doubtless his immediate objective point.
lie many of the haciendas and ranchcu from
whence his cohorts wore recruited in the
old time contest with the Empire under
Maximilian. Should he be successful in
rapturing New Laredo, which is without
natural or artificial defences, poorly gar¬
risoned and with a population in sympathy
with him, his bugle blast sounding along
the line of march to Monterey would call
to his side hundreds of his old fol¬
lowers, which would render the fall
of tho chief city of Nuova Leon highly
probable. In the States of Saltil lo and San
Luis Potosi, through which his continued
march toward the capital would naturally
lead him, the Lerdista element largely pre¬
dominates, and this, added to the pop¬
ularity of Escobedo in these States, over

both of which he has been Governor, con¬

stitutes unother important element in esti¬
mating tho prob^ilities of success. Indica¬
tions ot well organized Lerdista movements
in Western and Southwestern Mexico are

also apparent, which, tnken in connection
with the efforts being made under Escobedo's
immediate direction in tho Central States,

evince that lively times may be anticipated
within the borders of our sister Republic
during the coming season.

An luipo»t*ut c»«e Considered.Tl*e
LudUt' l)rei»«-

We are not surprised to find that the sup¬
posed discrepancy of our two correspondents
as to the dresses worn by two distinguished
ladies on the occasion when General Grant
was received by Mr. Pierrepont has excited
attention and bids fair to provoke an ani¬

mated an<l even energetio discussion. It is

a subject of very great importance, as tho
attention given to it by our contemporaries
indicates, and we take this .occasion to ac¬

knowledge their indirect recognition of the

deep interest of our despatch. Our l^'tyneighbor, the Graphic, says that the differ¬
ence between the accounts of Kate Held
and Olive lx>gan iB a consequence of their
writing for a paper that is "care¬

lessly edited." Are we to understand,
then, that if these ladies had sent
their letters to our neighbor, his conception
of careful editing would have induced him
to make such changes in the words sent by
cable as would have reconciled the descrip¬
tions? That is not our notion of the dutios
of an editor. Perish tho thought that we

would tamper with tho cable despatches in

that style and fritter away the fidelity ot a

chronicle ! To add or take away words in

such a manner as to make a correspondent
say what he or she does not say is to trifle
with the reader in an inexcusable way. Be¬
sides, which statement would the Graphic.
have changed? It might have modified the
one that was most strictly accurate, and how
would it feel, then, when the inexora¬
ble coming of the papers by mail
should convict It of absolute false state¬
ment? That plan would never do. It
is better to leave the responsibility with the
correspondent. One correspondent may err

and the world be none the worse; but if the
Heuald is found clearly wrong the faith of tho
American people in first principles is shaken.
If the correspondents who have differed
thus were mere men we might account lor
the discrepancy by that lapse of observation
which from time to time troubles masculine
humanity as to the number of moons that
figure in the average midnight sky, but in

the case of ladies that easy explanation is of
course excluded. Several ladies, experts in

problems of the toilet, have written to say
that the variations are not irreconcilable,
and there is sorno hope, certainly, in tlia
direction. There are, for instance, four varia¬

tions. One says cream, the other canary color.
Now, what is the color ol cream ? This de¬
pend* on the breed of cows, the excellence
of pasture and the time of year, and the
hue may vary from a golden yellow in good
samples to that of a dirty white scum in

samples from the Blissville distillery stable.

brown. Uvjuh* kaow Uiat
brown. Indeed, it is our opinion, from an

occasional view of their accounts, that
our correspondents never trouble them¬
selves with cheap claret. Moreover, it
appears that silks which are brown, viewed
directly, dazzle with a more brilliant hue in

an oblique aspect. Another difficulty is be¬
tween cherry and scarlet. Now what kind
of cherries shall they be ? There was a man

who sold a "plum-colored coat," and it
proved to be green, and when he produced
bis specimens of "green gages" in court he
obtained a verdict There was a man who
contracted to furnish a cherry-colored cat,
and he brought a black, and said he meant
black cherries. Is not the commonest kind
of some cherries the brightest possible
scarlet ?

Very Slow Dogs.
A mad dog occasioned an excitement in

Brooklyn yesterday and cost a citizen a

wound in the mouth from a bullet discharged
from a frightened policeman's revolver.
We have fortunately had no marked cases

of rabies and hydrophobia in the oity very
recently, but that must be attributed to
our hick and not to the precautions
of our authorities. Hundreds of dogs are

running at large, many of them miserable
half fed curs, just the sort to go mad and
bito people ; yet a dog law has boen in oper¬
ation for some weeks and it was supposed
that the dog days would find us tolerably
safe from the dreaded and horrible dis¬
ease. Our worthy city authorities move

very slowly. At the rate they have
heretofore adopted we may prob¬
ably hope that a pound will be
in readiness and dog catchers appointed
somewhere iu the neighborhood of Christ¬
mas, and that the duty of putting muzzles
on the mouths of vagrant curs will be en¬

forced about the time that their tails are in

danger of being frozen off Seriously, if
tho people are to be protected at all from a

horrible danger, it is tho duty of tho Mayor
to see that the dog law is enforced at onco

and strictly, and that every unmuzzled or

unchained dog is driven from the streets.

The Recent Earthquake! aud Tidal
Wave.

By mail from tho Peruvian coast comes a

tale of disaster and ruin which happily it
seldom fulls to our lot to publish. Tho
earthquake that recently disturbed tho bed
of the Pacific Ocean from Japan to Peru, aud
which was followed by terrific waves on the
coast of South America, has brought de¬
struction to many thriving towns uud death
to hundreds of their populations. In
the account which will be found on

another page this morning tho cause

of the great tidal wave, as it is called, is at¬
tributed to the eruption of the volcano of
Ilaga, on tho frontier of Peru ; but such
eruptions aro the effects, not tho causes, of
volcanic .disturbances. The enormous

pressure developed by tho generation of
steam or gases beneath the earth's crust

along certain cavities that extend for thou¬
sands of miles and connect the volcanic
regions of the Old and New worlds together
cause the upheavals and rendings of the
surtaco culled earthquakes. Tho vol-

canoes are the outlets, or what may
be termed the uui«ty valves, ol' these subter¬
ranean generators and reservoirs of pressure,
aad it is from their craters that much of the
superabundant gases and molten mutter are
emitted during eruptions. But alter long
periods of rest these safety valves become
clogged with igneous matter that has cooled
into solidity ; then, when the pressure is
suddenly increased, the outlets are closed
and a gigantic rupture takes placo along the
line where the force of internal ex¬

pansion has accumulated. Ofton this
rupture or upheaval takes place sim¬
ultaneously with the eruptions. We
know from accounts received from Peru
and the Hawaiian Islands that the vol¬
canoes at each place were extremely active
during the progress uf the convulsions on

the 10th of May. But the volcanic waves
that swept the coasts of South and Central
America with such disastrous effects have
been developed by a direct uphoaval, possi¬
bly followed by a great subsidence, of the
bed of the Pacific Ocean. The melancholy
results chronicled in our correspondence
must draw toward tho sufferers the practical
sympathy of the world. It is only by deso¬
lations of this character that we can realize
how feeble man is, with all his intelligence,
in presence of the incalculable forces of
nature.

Progress of th« War.
At length the silence which has so long

reigned over the Bussian lines along the
Danube has been brokon and the thunder of
the cannonade between Giurgevo and
Bustchuk is heard. This warlike music
sounds like the signal for a general
advance of the Russians; but then
it may be but an alarm to divert the
attention of the Turks from some qxiarter
where they least expect an attack. The
bombardment of Bustchuk in itself would
mean nothing, because at long range the
Russians could not hope to damage the de¬
fences and inflict any permanent injury on
the Turkish stronghold. The idea that they
will attempt to cross the Danube
at Bustchuk is simply ridiculous. ,

Movements of this kind are among the
most difficult in war, and are always
made at a safe distance from the centres of
the enemy's strength. The reported suc¬

cess of the Turks in removing Bussian tor¬
pedoes at Matchin and Lom Palanka, below
Widdin, indicates as much that the Bus-
sians are freely planting these obstructions
at every favorable point along the river as

that the Turks are active in removing them.
From Asia Minor as well as from the

Danube private despatches reach Constanti¬
nople, giving an account of the hopeless con¬

dition of the Turkish army. The men are

miserably led, fed and clothed, although well
armed. Mukhtar Pacha may be said to be
in full retreat before the Bussians and can

barely save himself from being overwhelmed
by the activity of his cavalry. As the Bus¬
sians will by this time have practically con¬

centrated in the valley before Erzeroum the
fall of that city is now a mere question of
time. The Turks recognize the inevita¬
ble and their civil authorities have
already abandoned the doomed city. At
the Turkish capital the revolutionary ele¬
ment is still giving the government much
trouble. The softas continue to buzz like
hornets about the ears of the Commander of
the Faithful, and he makes frantic snatches
at them now and then to crush them be¬
tween his imperial fingers. The removal
from office ot the Minister of War and the
Sultan's father-in-law is demanded. The
first named official can certainly be super¬
seded, but it is rather questionable abo ut
disposing of the second.

Getting at Bottom Pacta.

According to the Hebald'b special de¬
spatches from Washington the Indian Ring
is threatened anew with exposure and
prosecution. Secretary Schurz is said to be
resolved to dive deep into what has un¬

doubtedly been a very dirty pool, and to
find out, if possible, the iniquity that lies
at the bottom. The committee of investiga¬
tion, which has been set to work by the
Secretary, is exhibiting much determination
and the Indian Bureau is said to be in a

ferment of excitement and terror. The
custom of drawing supplies on a census

furnished by the Indian agents is one pecu¬
liarly open to fraud, and the rumor is that
the numbers of Indians entitled to cloth¬
ing, rations and other allowances- havo
been enormously overstated. By this
means the King is supposed to have
made vast sums of money, and no

doubt, from the reckless character of those
engaged in the nefarious business nnd the
neccssary extent of the combination, the
frauds will be found to have been startlingly
large in amount. It is alBO rumored that
the Land Department has had its share in
the robberies. Scrip supposed to have
beon issuod for the Indians is alleged to
have been usod by the King. The land
covered thereby would be stripped of its
timber, and then by collusion in the Wash¬
ington office the same scrip would bo lifted
from the stripped land and located on a

fresh piece. These stories are by no meaiiB

new, but the exposure and punishment of
the delinquents would indeed be a novelty.
The people will wish Secretary Schurz suc¬

cess in his good work.

Parties In Ohio.

Oar special despatch l'rom Cincinnati fore¬
shadows the platforms upon which the two

parties will present their candidates to the
people of Ohio. It will be found that in
the main the declarations will be the same

011 both sides, and but for the cheap luxury of
denouncing the fraudulent character of Pres¬
ident Hayes' election, in which the democrats
will indulge, the several candidates might
change sides without any loss of principle.
The democrats will indorse the President's
Southern policy as sound and as unavoid¬
able, because growing out of the necessity
of circumstances, and the republicans will
do much the same. Indeed, the "necessity
of circumstances" part of the indorsement
might afford a good hint to the republicans
as to a method of satisfying those of their
party who are not disposed to be too
enthusiastic over the (Southern situation.
The democrats will demand the silver dol¬
lar, but as an additional inflation and not
us a substitute for the greenback, while the
republicans will also demand the remoneti*

zation of silver, although, aa our correspond¬
ent; says, "as an additional help toward the
speedy resumption of specie payments."
However, as both parties will commit them¬
selves to the repeal of the anti-silver law'
the flimsy pretence of "speedy resumption"
will scarcely frighten the inflation republic
cans from their party ticket, unless they
have other and stronger motives for aban*
doning it.
We are not disposed to place reliance on

the rumors of republican defection in Ohio.
The peoplo ot that State are thrifty, and the
republican portion of them will do their
best in the first election since the Presiden¬
tial contest to prove that they doserve soma

consideration at the hands of the administra¬
tion. In all probability the eleotion will be
decided more by the personal character of
the candidates put in nomination than by the
principles advanced on their behalf. Plat¬
forms mean but little nowadays, and are

getting more and more into disrepute.
Horace Greeley, when he expressed his will¬
ingness to spit on the platform of his party,
was only a little ahead of the rest of the
world, as he was in most matters. Few
people would hesitate to commit such an

act of indignity now, for the time is rapidly
approaching when the people will despise
all platforms of principles that are not
written on the foreheads of the candidates
they are called upon to support.

Perhaps It was because of Its
extreme antiquity, for many persons arc
so faithful to the past that they preler old acquaint*
ancos in the drama, as well as In real life, to new ones
This large class must have been delighted with
.'Waves," for It does not contain one situation, one
character, ono Idea or line that cannot be found else*
where. Among our old friends of boyhood's happy
time wo recognized tho honest merchant who becomes
a bankrupt, and afterward recovers bis wealth
from the gentlemanly villain, who, In the last
act, is arrested by the English detoctlve, assisted
by the reformed burglar, who la supposed to marry the
comio servant girl, while we are also gratiaod
by the sight of the noble wife and grieved
by the abdactlon of hor Infant child. We even
see tho good old dame Mrs. Maiaprop, more eccentric
than over in her mlsuso ot the English language.
With tbeso familiar personages it would be Impossible
to expect anything now In the way of a plot; but ths
author has managed to excite a certain kind ot cu rlos*
Ity by dispensing altogotbor with a plot during ths
first part of the play. Tho first two acts are

Inscrutable, and the explanations In the last two
sadly need to be explained themselves. The play la
proloundly mysterious, and the only clear conception
we gain of the siory Is that the forged draft was traced
to tho villain, while the will was found Inthejewol
box, that the rovoiver was loaded with priceless
gems, that tbo agod banker got his house
aguin, that the husband, who hud not
boon seen throughout the play, roturned just beforo
thc curtain fell, and that vico was puuished and virtue
rewarded In u manner to gratlly the most oxaotlng
moralist In the gallery. If the literary merit of
"Waves" was equal to Its moral tone It would
be ono of tho best plays ot tho century,
but unlortuuatoly this Is not the case. The dialogue
Is destitute or lancy or wit, and full of ropotltloni
The drama was well set on the stag*
and fairly performed. Miss Lettle Allen ll
on actress of fooling and Intelligence, but
hor deficiency of power was docidodly evident in thi
emotional scenes. Mmo. Ponlsi, as Mrs. Leslie, and
Mrs. Bakor, ns tbo Mrs. Maiaprop of the play, were
admirable. Mr. J. B. Atwater ranted too much as Mr.
Leslie, the merchant, and Messrs. Theodoro Ham¬
ilton, W. II. Floyd and Thoiuas WhlfSn woro excellent
in their respective parts.
