while the other ¢lass 18 of workers wlio have becn for-
tunately wble tw secure a  smull home  with
comlortuble surroundiogs, buot wbo have been
compelled 10 morigago or soll their all lo woet the
pressing demands of their families during the period
vlien no employment conld be bad. No doubt there
are other canses whicl bave had muach to do with our
present difliouluies, yot I look upon this disturbing
Soutbern question as belog the princlpal eause, as ap-
plied to the Souib, and one of the leading causes of our
trouble 1o the North. You wtll, therefore, see that 1
awm in (avor ol digposing of this question in some direct
Aud Epsedy wav.
