Tba tfth diy'a r-c'ti; o." tb* American Jookey cmb
spring meeting was held yester.hy si Jerome Parte,
sud passed off Tory pleasantly. us the weather was fair
and the racing abo»e the average. The oS days of the

meeting do not attract the Immense crowds that were

present on the truck last Saturday, hut there 13 always
. fair attendance, as tho renin? element, tbo members
of the Jockey Club and thetr friends alone form quite
a respectable number of spoctators. 1 tj tbo city yester.
day morning the weather loosed rather doubtful, ns,
although the air was rather sultry, tbo sky was over,

cast, and some heavy dark cloud* th.it floated overheaJ
looked Indicative of bad weather. These symptoms told

lisastrouily upon the attendance, as many parties
that had docltied to attend the races yesterday
changed their minds and postponed their visit until
some future dsv wbon the prospects of lair weather
would be orlghter. They were unfortunate, however,
In their decision, as the weather could not have been
more enjoyable, because the cloudy «Vv obscured the

glaring ray* of the huii and kept the temperature cool
and agreeable. The cars Irom Korty-^econd street
brought ont tbo majority of tho spectators, and tbo
1:80 P. M. aud '2 P. M. trains carried qu tc a

load, tbo majority of whom were carrier!

op from tho depot In the various
wagons that aro devoted to that duty during
tbe race meeting.

Shortly aflor noon yestorduy Fifth avenue begat to

present a rntber animated appearance as tbe different
carriages on tbolr road to the Park turned la from tbe
side streets and trotted along In lino over tbe
greasy pavement. There were not as many
carriages out as usual, bnt nil tbe old faccs
latnlhar to tbe frequenters of tbo rouj were out bohin<!
their fast trotting stock. After entering tho Park they
gave their cuttle a little int.ro head aud Improved tbolr
gait, keeping, howover, u watchlul eye lur the gray-
coated guardians of tbe peace, find always passing
ihem ata rospectuble and steady pace. A numbor of
'sodaus and burottches. with elegantly attired ladles
reclining on the back seats, lent addit oual Interest to
the sueuo. It Is really amusing to watch the different
btvlcs of sitting In an onen carrlugu that are now in

roguo among tho fair ones of the fashionablo world.
Tbe correct thing appears to be to bit lu tho opposite
corners of tho carriage, as fiir nwnv from each
other »s they can possibly get, then square themselves
round, so that they aro nearly lacing ono nnothor, and

finally bold their parasols over eacb corner of ibo car¬

riage, so that tho picture is quite In unison. Tho
watering carts hud boeu out ou tho Boulevard dnrtng
tbo raorniue and laid the dust to a certain extent, so

tbat the driving was quite agreoable until Macomb's
Dam Bridge was pass d, when It becamo quite tho re¬

verse, and ttie dust roso In thick cloud.i and rendered
respiration doclled'y jtmpleasant. It is an 111 wind,

day being net uncomfortably hot the racing passed tiff
very satisfactorily Five events came off, ami they
were all run in flret rate style, giving the greatest zest
to this very popular amusement. The first event was

a dash of halt a milo by two-year-olds, and it was a

capitally rnn race, the youngsters doing thedistanco
in fitly seconds, which was most excellent time under
tbe circumstances. Tho second race was a dash of a

roilo and a half, in which seven horses engaged, and
%r.its another treat for the spectators. Then there was

a mile spin between seven ihreo-year-olds aud a lour-

year-old, which was a very exciting event. The
fourth race was a dai-li of two miles and a
hall, and this long run created considerable
iDi«rest to the lookers on, l>ut the most excttinv con¬
tent oi the day was the tilth, which was a sieep lech nee,
with live of the best hor.sjf, Iu the country engaged. A
more exciting race fiom Mart to tlnish wan never wit¬
nessed in America, ft* horses were close together all
the way, and with one exception every Jump was clear
and clean. Such races m beso are always popular,
aud when they teruilnato snlely. as this one did yos-
lerday, ihev uro worth A dny's jo-trney »o nee. Tliere
are a Hue class of Jumpers at Jerome Park Just now,
and Another grand steeplechase will be given before
the meeting terminates.
