There is almost an otter absence of news

of interest either from Asia, the Danube or

Montenegro. The two armies on the Dan¬
nbe are watching one another and cannon*

Ailing is frequent, but the Russians have
not yet disclosed their intentions. The
Turkish report of a Russian attempt, on

Saturday, to cross the Danube at Rustchuk,
which was alleged to hare been repelled, is
unworthy of much attention, as the attempt
certainly was not serious-.as was tele¬
graphed on Monday morning. A St. Peters¬
burg telegram says it was merely tho can¬

nonading of sappers who were working at
Giurgevo.

THE ASMBKIAN OAJKBIT.

All the movements of the Eussians in
Armenia have been conducted with con¬

taminate skill. The remarkable fact that a

regular pitched battle has not been fought
evidences the care with which the advance
has been conducted. Excepting the assault
Upon Ardahan and the skirmish at Batoum
the campain so iar has been like a game of
chess. The temporary occupation of Olti
by the Russians and the consequent danger
of a severance of communication between
Trebizond and the interior was intended
to draw the Turks in that direction and to
divert attention from the Russian left wing,
which is pressing forward into the Arras
Valley from the pasms of Toprak Kaleb.
This result accomplished, the troops of the
Czar on Saturday evacuated Olti and re¬
tired to Fenak.

THE RUSSIAN BIOHT WING.

The number of Russians at Penak is de¬
clared to be only 4,000 men and nine guns,
while the Turkish corps which reoccupied
Olti consisted of six battalions, two bat¬
teries and 1,000 cavalry. Both Russian and

Turkish accounts agree that the cannon¬

ading at Kara is ineffectual and indecisive.
A special from Constantinople, Tuesday
night, says Mukhtar Pacha is reported to be
at Kuprikoi.

WILL THEY DO IT?
It is within the power of the Turks to

perform one of the most startling counter
strokes which modern warfare has wit¬
nessed, and it is said in London army
circles that the f6ar of this has caused the
withdrawal of the Russian right wing. It
is claimed that the Turks could completely
change the aspect of the campaign in Asia
by throwing all the men now in Sinope and
Trebizond into Batoum, and, having seized
Poti, marching at once for the interior. In
(his way the Russian communications with
Tiflis, the original base of supplies, could
be severed and the rear of the right and
centre threatoned in such a manner as to
force the, at least temporary, retirement of
khe Russians. If the stroke resulted in the
relief of Kars and the renewal of communi-
lations between that citadel and Erzcroum a

great feat would be accomplished.
KOUMAMA WILL ACT.

A. despatch from the IIiuulo's correspon¬
dent at Bucharest states that the Roumanian
government has issued a circular to the
great Powers to tho effect that unless the
latter will intervene to prevent the offences
.nd depredations which the Turks are daily
committing in the more remote parts of the
principality and along the Danube, Ron-
mania will be compelled, in self-defence, to

carry war into Turkey.
A WORK or SOKE 1USK.

The Pera correspondent of tho Hsiulb
telegraphs that it is reported there that
Uobart Pacha has been ordered to Lombard
Odessa. The torpedoes will he thoroughly
overhauled by the Russians preparatory to

his reception.
VIUXCS MILAN AJLD 1BJC CZAJk

that Prince 3iilan, of Servio, has ordered
Jhe preparation of a large military camp
near Belgrade, and is evidently preparing
fur the crisis in Servian affairs which will
follow a decisive Russian victory or a sud¬
den treaty of peace.

cate that there is no longer that feeling of despon-
deucy which was so marked ui lute accounts from

Turkish sources, and that a battle will be risked In
the Araxes \ alley. The only question is whether
the Russiaus will attack the Turks In the position
they have chosen or push forward the column
coming from Oltl toward Erzeroum and then turn
the Turkish flank.

Bucharest, tbo capital ot Roumanla. It form.) the nortb-
wostcro point of the Turkish quadrilateral, and Is con¬

sequently most exposed to an attack from the Kussian
right aod centre. A railroud extends Irom Rustchuk
southeastward to tbe Black Son at Varna, via Uiisgrad,
Schumlu and Prav.idl. This advantugo lor tho obtain¬

ing nf supplies and hoavy guns has lnduccd the I urks
to lortlly tbo place quite elaborately, and to provision
it lor a lengthy siogo, In view of the probability that
the Husslans will nut Ibis railroad Immediately after
crossing tho Danube. The accompanying map of tho
defences of Rustchuk shows It to bo cupabie of a stub¬
born deionce, but the nuturo of tbe ground on the
eastern side of tbe town is fnvo'ablo for tbe attacking
army, being llat and open. Besides It Is from this
sldo of Uustcuuk that the railroad would bo cut Tbo
works on the river (rout are very elaborate and will
command tbo Roumanian shore of the Dauubo for a

considerable dbtlanco up and down tbo stream, thus

proventiog the erection ol batteries within elTectivo
range for the bombardmont of tb« town.
