He
was immediately arrosted by Policeman Weaver, and

committed. McBiido lived but a short time.

TUK ASSASSIN.

William 8. Horgln, the porpetrator of the bloody
deed, is a sou of the owner and lormer proprietor of
Die Bergtn House. At tbo breaking out of the Into
war he enlisted In the 121st Ohio TolaDtoer infantry,
lost an arm in the servlco, and, rotnrning to Mount
V'ernen, bas since made this pluco his homo,
boarding at tho hotel, but has never engagod
regularly in business of any kind, and Is very
generally known as a dissipated, worthless, dangerous
sharacter. lloing out of business and out of money bo
has been more than usually quarrelsotno of late, bunco
this unproroked murder.

Ills VICTIM.

Thomas McBride, the vlcii'u of this eold-blooded
murder, came to ML Vernon a flew yoars ago. In
conjunction with bis lather he leased tbo Bergin nouse
from tbo owner and Ibou proprietor, tbe older Bergin.
Uo was a young mau of correct habits, strict Integrity
and verv popular, not only here, but with tbe travel¬
ling public. This murder, unprovoked and without
causo as it was, provoked great indignation in the
community, and there is a very goueral demand that
tbe prisoner shall suflor tbo extreme penally of tbo
law.

Alter dinner this evening ho went out into the garden
to hoe n little patch ol tomato plants, and while so

engaged he took oilence at iho depredations ol some

pet kittens ol Mrs. Uiclilor, which daried Into bis
tomato bod. Ho called out to hi* wife:.

"II viiu don't Wocp these kittens out ol here I'll
ihool 'em."
Mrs. Kicbter retorted by ssyiug, "If you touch

those kittens I'll tear up your old tomato plants."
This remark so incensed Ricbler that he rose from

the weeding of the gardon, went into the houso and
got his revolver, winch lie put to the sido ol his head
and bred, ki ling Irion, 11 iu.-iautly. Tbe wile ami
slnldreu when they saw lilm grasp tno pistol sup|>osed
be intended to snoot the kittens, and i.ad no idea of
bis dreudlul purpose until the weapon was discharged
nto his own brain. Ricbter was I'orty years ot ago
tnd a native of tiermany. He is credited* on the rolls
.I ihe departmeut as appointed irom Missouri.

BRAND RECEPTION IN BOSTON.AN ESCOBT OF

The event ol President Hayes' lortheoming visit to

boston will bo made the occasion ol un extraordinary
and hearty demonstration, ono surpassing In every

reaped any ever accorded hero to a ctiirl magistrate of

ttie nation. Colonel Campbell, Governor Rico's private
secretary, returned from Washington this morning,
and reported to His Kxccllency the result of his con¬

ference wi'.h the President. The Presidential party
will corno Ironi New York via the New York and Now
England Kail road, and will! he met somewhoro ou the
road by Adjutant General Cunningham and one of the

Governor's aids. Tho train would naturally reach
Boston about nine o'clock on the morning of Tuesday,
the -6ih mist., but as that hour would bo too early for

the militia escort tbo special cars will be detained until
a later hour. The entire militia will undoubtedly turn

oul as escort, the State having offered to pay
for transporiatioa and bands, for horses for
I be cavalry, artillery and ail mounted officers, and to

allow fifty cents per man lor rattan* Tho cavalry
will proceed to tho Dudley street station of the New
York and New Kugland Uailroad, whore the President
and Cabinet will leavo the tram, and, under escort of
the cavalry, will preceod to the Neck, whore the In¬

fantry and artillery will be drawn up in Hue
on Washington street. The entire column will then

proceed through Washington and other main
avenues to the Brunswick, where tbo Presidential
party Will stop during Its stay In Boston. It Is the In¬
tention to have tbo march a short one, and It la

tbought the troops will bo dismissed by two o'clock.
In connection with this parade of the militia a i>oint

of etiquette will have to be decided. The commissions

ot Brigadier Generals Mooro and Sullen bear the same

date, and by law the two oilioer* will have to draw loM
to determine tbe question of seniority, lor as

there Is no major general of tbe militia, tho fleeter
brigadier will command tho entire esoori. Should
General Moore draw the lortunate slip Colonel Beal, of
tbo Sixth regiment, will command the First brigade:
but should General Sutton command tho escort Colonel
I'oacti, of the Kightli regiment, will command tbe
Second brigade.
On Wednesday, the 27tb, tho President will ncaom-

pany the Governor to Harvard College, and ihn lancers
will iirobably act as escort, as they havo periormod
that duty for the Governor lor nearly lorty years.

A rRKSlDKNTlAI' Ct.AM IIAK K.
On the i8th u detaotiment ol Oio stall' of Governor

Van Zundt will escort the President to Providence,
t'pon the arrival ol the train iu Providence an artil¬
lery salute will be flrod and Governor Van Zandt will
receive the gue.t. The President will then be escorted
to bis beadquartors In tbe Hoppin Mansion by
veteran associations undor tbo command ol General
Uurusidu. A special boat will convey the party to Rocky
Poiut t<> attend the Veteran reunions at that place.
Stute olllcers, members ot tbo Legislature and invited
guests accompanying tho President will remain at
lCocay Point about two hours, durin? which time the
President will partako of one of Rhode Island's cele¬
brated nhoro dinners. In the evening a grand public
reception will lie given at His headquarters. On the
next day the entire State militia and Independent
companies will parade in the morning through tho
principal Btreets, aud will be reviewed by tho President,
alter which be will Dc escorted to the Newport boat
leaving Providonco tor Newport.

lor tno Promotion of Social Soieuce; "Reformatory
Schools uud Their l'resuut Position,*' published In
1856; and "The Claims of Ranged Schools to Pecuniary
Aid Irnni the Anuual Parliamentary Orant for Kduca¬
tlonal Purposes".works whicti hud a considerable lu-

llueuoe tu directing public attention to the propor
treatment ot yoiitninl criminals, lllss Carpenter vis-
Uod India lor philanthropic objects, arriving at Bum-
bay September 26, 18d«, uud returning to England In
April, 1897.

Tha new "uoparturo" ol tho President is reviving

Interest In party politics In tliia State. The people are

discussing public matters with a great deal more (rank*
noits iliuu the le iding politicians. Tho latter are wait-
ug, jiurtly to cutck the direction of public sentiment,
land partly to gather tbo loaves nnd fishes.
Tbe democrat* will keep their organization well

together. The new party talked ol will draw lew re¬

cruits from them. A largo part of tbo republicans are

dissu|iglied with the Southern policy ot the Minims-

trution, many of them denouncing It openly and bit¬

terly. Senator Morton'a term will expire next year.
Tbe opposition to h'tn in hi* party, ol
which there is a great deal, is erystal-
jlzlug upon General lton Harrison. The lost
named gentleman baa always beou averse to active

politics until lorced by circumstanMa to aooept the

nomination for Governor last year. Since the usto

wbioh his canvass gave him be Beoma to be ambitious
of lurther distinction In that way, and it la generally
thought that ho Is not unwilling to oonleat with Mor¬
ton for tho leadership.
As to tno policy of the administration Morton pro-

servos slienco.thought to be ominous.aud meantimo
is working llko a boivor to retain la ofllee those of hia
friends whoso commissions have not expired and to

have reappointed those who have. Ot the latter cliiaa
are Holloway, his brother-iu-luw, Postmaster at In-
diunapolis, and ''Buck" Terrell, pension agont. These

appointments bavo created a great deal of dlssalislac-
lion among republicans at ludtaoupotis, and threats of
revolt ure trequrni und loud. They do uot hesitate to

say ibai the aduiiuisiruiion is buying Morton's alienee
with appoiutiuuuts whmn ought not to be mado.

SKl'HKTARY VUUMPhOX AND SKMT'lR MOKTO*.
Colonel It. W. Thompaon, the n»w Secretary of the

Xnvy, wbo was here recently, does uot seem willing to
have it believed tbat be owus his position, iu uuy do-
gree, to Morion.as, in tuet, he does not. Morton
lorued the entlro republican delegation m Oougresi
Iroiu Indiana to unite with him iu a most vlgorom
eilert to retain Tyuer as i'ostmaster (ionerul. They
said not one word hooiii Thompson. The appolnltueut
of tho latter was upon tbe President's own inotion.
Tbe l'resideot thought th.it Morion would be sausiled
with almost any Iudianaa Iu tho Cabinet: but tho
l'reaidont was mistaken. Morton wanted Tyner und
the post olltces, and relused to bu oomlorteu uptll ha
got nim. So that department is run as a double
under Key and Tynor. But ail the olllcos and coddling
bestowed on Morton have only resulted in keeping
htm silent. Not one word has he uttered in lkvor of
the .Southern poilny. As bo sees that the leollng ol his
party is drilling against it It is predicted that ho will,
as soon as ho gels his ollices Uxed up, attack It with
all his power, aud try to persuade or ooerce tho Presi¬
dent to a change.
As to the drat of tbo feeling among republicans I

have not heard a single one ol any promiuenco
heartily indorse "tbo new doparturo.'' Some aro

waiting and are unpronouucod ; hut ao far as decided
expression is heard it is aguiust the policy. As for
democrats, while they are pleased that relief is given
to tho Southern States, they aro proioundiy distrust¬
ful ol the udmiuistralion.
As to the elections of next year, which are now be-

glnuingiobc talked of, the demouruta express great
coull'teuae in their ability to oarry everything. As
tho state Is now districted, in order to huvo a nujority
iu the Legislature, thoy will huvo to carry the State
by u majority of at Isust eii'ht thoueaud. Tbo Legis¬
lature is the Important point, lor it will oleot a Sena-
tor.successor to M'irtou. If tho dotnoorata shall bo
successful Daniel W. Voorhoes will undoubtedly bo
elected Senator. Tnere will be no opposition to him
In his own party.
