To-day, on the gallows o SLis city, threa nien ex-
pinted tholr crimen, who, for brulality aad the
malignant determioation wish which they perpetrated
thelr deeds, Luve itle parallel on record. The frst
of thess ihree was oamod George Murris, m bright
mulatte, aboul foriy years of age, who wmurderad, vo
November 7, 1876, #eolored girl, named sallie Jones,
rosiding in what wos the old Fronen quartor of the Fau-
bourg Tromd, 1n thig city, mostly inbabited by people
of her color and of 1} repule, The murder was e
moat harrible that bad been committed In this eity
ior years, and with (ta asttendant elr lances anid
tho oold brotahisy of Ltbe vickim hes no equal,

BTORY OF THE MURDERER.

The atory of Morrls, a4 told as the timo, |e as lol-
