There wae no doubt in the wind,

ol the community that these men wore guttiy of the

muider or Jones, and not only was their conviction a

public noccsslty, but tne.r escape could not Tall to

prove a general calamity. Such was the alarm inspired
by the rreaded "Molly Mugulre" orgauiauiou tliut the

old maxims of law lost their lorce in the coal regions,
sud it was fell as a matter of public sulety
that it would be better that three innocent men should

bo pun,sued even than that one guilty man should

escape. A bated and hateful society was to be rooted

out. and it was believed that the conviction ol Kerri¬

gan Keiiy and Doyle would accomplish this result. It
is no wonder the trials were looked forward to with so

much Interest, or that such strenuous efforts wore

made both lor attacic end defence. It was the death

Btrugale between law and ordor on the one hand and
the Molly Maguire organisation on the other, and Its

termination could not latl to be lasting in its results.
THK TRIAL OF HOTLK-

The case or Michael.J. Doyle was the first one tried.
Eminent counsel had been engaged on both sides, and
the magnitude or the case, combined with this bril¬
liant array ol iegal talent, tended to inieus.ly an ex¬

citement wntch had long before reached fever heat.

The old court bouse at Maucti Chunk had never pre¬
sented such a scene bolore. Surrounding tfce prem¬

ises was a strong guard or the coal and iron police.
Thronging the court room, the corridors and street*

was a frowsy crowd ol "Molly Magulres,"
irrogaut in their hate and .outspoken In the.r

lympathy. Both sides wore confident, and
Ihe legul sparring began at the very beginning.
First there was a motlou lor a change of
veuua This wua deniod. Dilatory motions lol-

lowed, but each was dismissed in turn. Then came

the arraignmont or the prisoners, a solemn proceeding
in the old common law courts at all times, and doubly
¦o because ol the circumstances surrounding theso
cases and the Intensity ot the interest in the result.
Tlie prisoners put in the plea ol "not guilty, ' and
elected to be tried separately. The Cominonwealth'de-
torminod to proceed with the trial of Dovle, and a Jury
was empanelled. DUtriot Attorney Siewors opened
the case lor the people. Oonorat Albright examined
the witnesses and Lin Bartholomew, oi I'ottsvlile,
cross-examined them. Mr. F. W. Hughes argued the
law points on behair ol the prosecution and Mr. John
V livou lor the deleuce. l'he testimony was

wonderlulty conclusive. So wondcnul wus It
lu us compleicuoas that during the day pre¬
ceding the murder tbe whereabouts or tbe prisoners
were shown bour by hour. It was fonud that Doyle
and Kelly fired the tatal shots uud that Kerrigan had
brought them to their victim and stood by aiding and
shetiiuii the murder. It began to bo plain that there
would be no loophole ol oscape, and when tbe Uu-
nionwealtn rested tnelr case all hope or acquittal had
passed away The caretully pteparod alibi was useless,
and I nun that time to the ind ol the-trial the contest
was » struggle against late. On the 1st ol I'obruary,
1878, the jury ooavioled Michael J. Doyle of 'murder
in tlie first degree."

Not oven KcKenua, bad
they known that lie was a paid spy upon all
their movements, would have excited the detestation
that loliowed this event. A bowl ol indignation was
beard throughout the coal regious. One wretch has
been fouud base enough to plot murder aud then bc-
trsv the participants inhtscnmes. It is no wonder
that ihis event excited detestation and horror.
la nothing so base, even in the eyes ol thoto who profit
by It, as ilie treachery winch loilows crime, hveu the
wile who had condoned his other otlences turned aw iy
Irom him iu disitust. It was not that he had cohlossod
bis own tr.rne .hat all this indignation was aroused.
He had uiaae tlulcinents implicating many others,
and there was no telling wh.re the drag-net ofb»
creal ou would end ; auu so, wuile be was thoroughly
detested by all, a hundred ol his old associates longed
to kill bun at the aauno time that the community re-
juiced in his rovelatious.

"Yellow
Jack" Donobue wui lound guilty ol tbe murder of
Morgau l'oweii, and at a later dule Ibe two county
delegates, John Kehoe, ol ScnuylkiU, and 'lhoinus
i'. Fisher, ol Carbon, were uouvicted ol tbo capital of-
kneu.

I lie Mollies w no were sentenced
to imprisonment at labor are servinc out ineir pen-

letices, eonie in ibe jail in ibis county aud some in iba
Kusieru fenileuliury. A lew havo not yei been »en-
leuced and iu the cases o! a lew others llic legal reme¬

dies are uut yet exhausted. Ten ol the condemned
men ara now beyond remedy and beyond hope. Ibe
Hoard ol l'ardous baa reluaed to inlurlero und there is
no power lb the .Stale so strong tbat il would dare to
oiler reprieve or commutation to any one ol the con¬
demned.

The whole is fattened by a broad
"bellyb.ind" termed a sinch, which, by a method ol
drawing up loops ol rope practised everywhere
through tbe mouiilains known as sincbing, i" tight¬
ened until n load ol auo pouuds may bo piled higu on
lop und the uparejo not slip an muh Irom one day's
end to tbo other. The mule understands very well
that it Is uor a pleasant thing to have two strong mon
brace their leei against it* ribs uud pull upon a girth
until the com our Hue of its stomach closely
rusenibios the outHide of Cupid's bow; and some¬
times he never does submit, but day alter day
aud season alter season will resist by evory de¬
vice ol obstinacy and agility which a healthy
mule knows how to employ. All soon learn to swell
themselves out when being slnchod, and reuder their
muscles so rigid thai it is always necessary, alter tbe
hrst mile or so ol marching in the morning, to stop
and lighten tbe girths.

GRANT AT WESTMINSTER.

DEAN STANLEY WELCOMES AMEHIOa's GREAT
GENERAL.HE ALSO PATS AN ELOQUENT
T1UBUTB TO THE MEMORY OF MOTLEY.

London, June 4, 1877.
In tbe course of an eloquent discourse, delivered

yesterday afternoon within the ancient Abbey of Weit-
m.ns'er, Dean Stanley mado special relerenoe to two
notabio eveuts.via, the visit oi General Grant to the
mother country and the universally lamented death of
the distinguished historian, John Lothrop Motley.
It being publicly known belorehand that the nean
would allude to these occurrences a vast congregation
assembled long before the commencement of the service,
all evidently anxious to catch a glimpse of the
General, who arrived shortly before three o'clock, ac¬

companied by Mrs. Grant and the Hon. J£. and Mrs.
Plerrcpont. Taking for his text the thirty-eighth verse

of the twenty-seventh chapter of Genesis."And Ksau
¦aid unto his father, Hast thoa bat one blessing, my
father? bless mo, even me also, 0 my father!".the
preacher, alter practically adapting his text by prefer¬
ring an earnest appeal to his bearers for spiritual and
temporal contributions in aid of a neighboring parish
church, proceeded to impress upon the attentive au¬

dience the willingness ef Providenoe te grant bless¬
ing* to all nkttons, as to all Individuals.

WKLCOMK TO GRANT.

Referring to the relations existing between England
and "its mightiest offspring," alter fervently Invoking
a blessing upon "the great Republic beyond the At¬

lantic," the reverend gentleman extended a bearty
wclcome to the ex-President In the following words:.
There is in our metropolis, there Is in tbo midst of

this congregation, one ol the ohiefest ciliaens ol the
United States, who has just set foot on our snores,
having lost laid down the sceptre of the American
Commonwealth, one who by his military prowess and
skill, and by the generous treatment of Ins commies
in victory and ol his adversaries in deieat, restored
tuo unity ol a groat divided people. We weicoino mm
here to-day as a sign aud pledge that the two nutioni
ol the Angle-Saxou race on both sides ol the oct-ao
are still one In heart, tnat they are both at home undei
the same paternal tool, and still loon with the like
reverential affection at Ibis ancient cradle of tueit
common life.

TXIROTK TO MR MOTUY.

In alluding to the common blessing bestowed by
Heaveu upon the two great Anglo Saxon nations, and
th' ties by whiob they are so olosdy kait together, the
wor r Dean paid a graoelul tribute te the memory o!
Mr. Motley. Speaking ol bis death as a great ant

grievous loss he continued:.
A deep key of harmony has been strucc between ur

wiihiu the lust wee*. The baud of death baa removed
from his dwelling place among us one oi the brightest
lights ol tbo Western Hemisphere, a high spirited
patriot, a laithiul iriend of Uugland's best and purest
spirits, a brilliant aud lndelatigable historian, who hat
toid, as none belore him ever told, the stirring story
of tbo rise and struggle oi the Dotch Republic, almost the

{>areut of his own. We sometimes ask., Wnat room is
elt In the crowded temple ol European fame lor the
sons ol the Westeru World? But a sufficient answer
la given in that werk which was roesrred to be
accomplished by him who has Just pasted away. So
long as the tale of the heroes ol the House ol
Grange and the seige ol Ley-ten shall arrest the
attention of man kind, *0 long will they be In-
dissoluoiy col netted with the name of Motley.
That union ol the ancient eolture el aiaropf with the
youihlul aspirations of America, which was so re¬
markably exemplified In the ardent soul which haa
l>a»sod away, is precisely that In wh.oh we may
gladly aud assuredly hall tbe beat and most enduring
pledge ol the eternal union betwoeu the tWd World and
the New. He loved the land of his birth wltb a pas¬
sionate aeal; ho loved tbe land of bis adoption with an
affection whiou, li less passionato, waa hardly leas eocp.
He loved with a surpassing love this ancient Abbey;
be loved the fatherland and the mother tonrue ol ins
literature which be made his own; be loved the eoun-

try which bsd become tbe bappy home ol hla children,
anu iu wbion he will be laid to-morrow, honored by
the reaped and love of re my a git led mourner.ruler,
statesman, poet and historian.on both sidaa of the
Atlantic.

THE FUNERAL OF MOTLUX.

[Evening standard,June 4.]
Tho remains of tba late Mr. John Lothrop Motley,

the ox-Minuter ol the United States at tho lirltish
Court, were buried to-day at tba Kensalgreen Ceme¬
tery. Tba deceased was born In Mssaaohuaetlt in
1814, and bsd, at various periods, been oonnectol with
the United Statea Legation at St Petersburg
and Vienna. Tbe remains ol dceanest, enclosed
in a polished oak coffin, with brass mount*
lngs, arrived at Wutorteo station, from Kingston,
Doraetanire, early thia maraiag, aad from thence war*
removed iu a hearse lo the cemetery. Tbe ground so.

lected for tbe interment la a plot Immediately lacing
the grave of the late Mra Motley, wife of tbe deceased
Minister, on the path aide of the cemetery. Tbeooffiu
bore an Inscription, giving tbe birth aad ago of Mr.
Motley. It was followed to tbe grave by Mr. and Mra.
Sheridan, son-in-law and daughter; Sir W. Harconrt
and Lady Harcourt, the Duke ol Argyll, Mr. John
Bright, M. P.; Mr. T. Hughes and other distinguished
persona Tbo luuarat servtae waa read by the
Very Rev. Dean Stanley. Belore lowering
tho ooftin Into the grave several wroatba of
evergreens and flowers ware deposited on It,
notably a magnifloent circle of wblta gardenia, wblta
roses, Ac. Among tlia persona of dlstinetma present
besides those already named ware tbe Hon. Ladjr Stan-
lev and Miss Maud Stanley. Baron SoMma, tbe Belgian
Minister; Mr Van der Veioe, ol tbe Belgian Legatioa:
tbe Danish Minister, the Netherlands Minwter, Lord
Houghton, Mra Le tttraaga, Mr. Hoppt, Secretary te
tbo Uulted States legation; Brigadier General BaAeau,
aide-de-camp to General Grant; tbe Hon. Charles How¬
ard and others. Tbe Barooeaa Rotbsabild'a carriage
was also praaent.
