REPORT OF THE COMMITTEE OF INVESTIGA-

TION,

The Committee of Investigation appoloted by the
Secretary of tue Treasury to examive the affuirs of the
Bureau of Engraving and Printing have made their
report, The investigations show that the force of tho
buresu hus for mupy years been in excess of the re-
quirements of the work, apd that this wus the case
even when the work was greatest. The commitice be-
lieve that sbe force employed 1n some divislons was
for a number o! yoars together (wlce as greab
a5 was required for the proper performance of
the work, and that In others 1L was three times as
grout ne necessary. In oue of these divisions o sort of
platform bad been bullt underneath the iron roof,
about seven feet above the floor, to accommodale the
surplus cognters (o tlis sbolf, on paris of which
person of ordinary belght could vot sland ercet, do-
prived of proper ventilation and exposed lo sumimer to
b joiot effecta ol the boated roof above and the lumes
of the wetted paper beneath, were pluced some
thirty or more wonsen who bad received appoiotments
and for whom room must be found, It new appe.rs
that the room wis of ample size witbout this con-
trivanco to anccommodate all ol the persons really
necded; that the surplus force stowed awny in the lott

was entirely upopecessary, and that some of
them at times, for lack of oocupation,
whileda awsy thoe time in sleep. Regardiog

tho polley which led Lo overcrowding tho bureau with
