The Suit to Cancel the Union
Ferry Company's Lease.

(WPORTANT DECISION BY JUDGE VAN VORST.

A Twenty Million Bod Suit Against the
Pennsylvania Railroad Gompany.

The Company’s Liability as
an Indorser.

The city of New York brought a suit agalnsi tbe
Union Ferry Compaoy to cabcel iis lease. The lease
in quosilon was mado by the Commissionors of the
Biluking Fund, May 1, 1671, and by it cortain forries
and tuelr apuurienances wera leased to the company
for a period ol ten years st the nomiual rent of §1 per
aBODum, upon the condition of m coucession in the way
of fares to perscod uwsing the lerries during certain
hours of the day, In the complaiot it waa alleged thas
the city was the owner of the fereies; thal st thoe time
of the muking ol the lease the rents of the same were
pledged to the sinking lund to be applied to the pay-
ment ol the principal and interest of thoe city stocks
lor the benefit and reliet of the inhabitunts and tax-
payers of the cuy of New York; that the defend-

ants, from May 1, 1861, o May 1, 1871,
beld @ lvase from the city of Lhese ferries,
paying tborefor an  aggregate rent of 103,000

per unnum, which ront wis pud and regeived for the
use of the Commissioners of the Sinkiog Faod; that st
ibe time the lease complained ol was made the lorrics
snd appurienances wers worth, lor o term of tea yoars
from May 1, 1571, aud ought to have produced Lo the
city & reut of $1560,000 per snpum for the use of the
Comuwissioners of the Sinklog Fund; that by force of
prdivances ol the oity, conlirmed and ratified by luws
of tbo State, 1t was tbe daty of the Commissiouers of
the Sinking Fund, oflicers upp el and dosig
by luw, to collect, receive uud upply the rens of these
fercies to the paymeunt of the interest ascrulng and Lo
sccrue on numerous funded debls and swocks of the
clty of New York outstunding sud beld by numerous
persoos, creditors of the sity.
