In vehement but persuasive language
he demonstrated the Impossibility of turning back¬
ward and restoring monarchy. The present Cabi¬
net would ruin the Marshal as Poliguac had ruined
Charles X., and simply pave the way for the tri¬
umph of the BunupartMs.

The Berlin Paste says the present government of
France will probably be at tlrst successful because
it commands rue army and administration, but no
other expedient than war will be available to main¬
tain its rule.

mand ol Coioue! lVrry, fur Mount Idaho. Soon uitor-

ward news wad received tiiat Captain J anie« linker,
Samuel Benedict aud wife and their four chlldron,
with Harry Mason, Henry Filers aud Warren'* express-
man, hud been killed on Salmon Uiver; also, that a

pack train had boeu attacked near (.old Spring and
two whites named Davenport and Outley killod.
