My experience* in reaching this place throw some

light upon the male ol the country. Being informed
on reaching Odessa that u« water passage to the east
coast ol tlio Black Sea was available, the last sieamer

lor Kertch eveu having lell the day previous, and
hot even a felucca being allowed to (how Itself outside
the batteries, tbo only nllernttive was to enter the
Asiatic tho tire ol war.alter a detour through
South Russia.liy tho I'vljj Caucasicdt, known nowa-

days as the Route Milttaire du Ueorgio.and take a

ticket lor Klizabethgrad. Tbo Emperor bciny at the
camp nt Kischeneff, and hundreds ol ffeoplo going to
see li im. the crush, aggravated bv tbe usual bad ar-

runcomeals of Russiau railways, was tremeudous, con

siderabie pocket-picking (an art lately Imported) took
pikoe and many people bud to slund up in tbo car¬

riages during tbe greater part of the night.
At Elizabothgraa, whicb we reacbod the loiiow-

iug evening, a delay of two days took place, In
consequence 01 an inundation of the Dnieper, which
bad flooded the town ol Romenchook. earned away tbo
railway einbauktuunt and thrown 1,400 or 1,600 fauil
lies out ol work. This Klizabeibgrud is the same town
built in a hollow of tbe steppo and commanded by a

fortress, mentioned by Toll in bis memoirs ol a cen¬

tury a;:o, when be accompanied the Kr.m Tartars in

their l*>t lutuous raid luto Russia. It was then merely
a sort ol suburb to ihe ion, but is now a cousi J-
eraiilo town, coveriug over a square mile, (jet-
tu g off on the morning ol tue tbird day we airived in
a low hours at Keilieucnouk, whole the Dneiper, uaif
a mile wide, is spanned by au iron bridate. The greater
pari ol Hie towu was slili under walor, with boats ply¬
ing in the streets. 1 hey Lad, however, repaired tue
euii/aukiucnt, uud, alter a d>-lay ol several hours, we
walked across ana met a train ou the lar aide, board
mg winch we reacbcd 1'ultowa in the course ol the
aiieriiOoti, ibis is now a flourishing town, inter¬
spersed wiih trees, kuriens, and a columu commeiuo-
rating tbo ueleal ol Charles XII.

. IN SIOHT OV TUk CAUCASUS.
Tbo railway carriages on this hue are constructed

on the American system, with a passage through the
centre. We bad a group ol Russian officers in ours,
all young follows going to the Irout, w:tii the double
excitement ol commencing lite and u campaign beloru
them. At daybreak we were still bowling across the
prairies, whose rich herbugo was vurieguled by flowers
ol differout kinds, large crimson anemones, wild
tulips, ranunculuses, &c., In lull biourn. Al
eleven A. M. ihe snowy summit ol "Mount
Cuucusus" showed distinct uguiust tbe southern
horizon, and by alternoon we were running along
tho nose ol tue mighty chain, which exiendj Iroin the
Black lo the Caspian Sea, al a rapidly decreasing
distance over a country repleto with graziug
und agricultural capabilities, timber, stone. 4c., hard
by, aud wuter power, yet comparatively uninhabited.
Here and there are scattered Ucrtnuu aud Cossack v*-
lages.colonies us they are called.the luhubitauts Dl
the latter luzy to a pitch of laziness lucrod.ble, yoi tor
them very well off, jiossossing vast herus
of horses aud cuttlo, plumy to eat, with
the wherewithal to diiuk, smoke and bring up a

luiuily. Euiei ono ol these Cossack sollleuicuis ut
any hour ol tbo d»y jou chooso and you usually And
ball ttie population loullng or sleeping, und ou rtuu-
duys uud holidays more or less drunk, ll situated on
a rivor ibere will be no lorry or lerryboal, una you
may balioa till you are hoarse; tho ferryman prelers
drinkiug or sleeping to bein,; at his post, and, wnui is
wore, uotouy who bears you will bother
to go to the grogshop he uses and couiuiuuw
cuto your offers ol payment, so tuat you may
as well, If ou Ine la, side, swim your hor»o
across. Al sevcu l*. M. we reached Wladikuvkas, at
the entruuee to the gorju through whicu leads the
Roulu Milituiro do Ueorgie, R.gbl und loll ol iun> was
the Ligne Uaucho and l«igiie Droite, loriuerly, lor ttlty
or sixty years, until ine final subjuuutiou ol mo
Lesgbiuu aud Circassian raountuineers, a sort ol "Dar
el llarb," or perpetual seal ol war Hue ul Cossack po-ls
aud rououbts, supported by strong detachments ol in-
latury, as ou our northwest Irontier in India at tho
present uay, only ou a more exieuMVo scale,

DirriC'ULT PKOUIIKHH.
Since 1860 it bud sunk into comparative torpldliv,

but uow, being situated ou the only direct line ol oom-
inuuicatiou between Russia and the Asiatic Irontier,
it is roused Into activity. Inquiry made on tbo tallow¬
ing moraing showed thai anything like speody uud
cerluiu progress was problematical, especially lo an
outsider.tho road over tbe llarlel bem* still blocked
who suow, uud the rush ol officers, ooininissunai peopio
aud others lo Hie Iront so ureal that every place in
lae diligeuces und post cariS was booaod lor lliroo or
lour days in udvaucu. They refused padmosbnax,
or government orders lor post horses, lo all but offi¬
cials. 1 ho only certain resource 1 discovered to be
the luur^on, or ludigenous travelling wagon, tbe same
allair as Str.>p and Roderick Random went by in tho
(lays ol our lorclaibers, which couvouieuces, loaded
with goods and passengers, aud drawn by
lour or llvo horses abreast, perlorm journeys
(over loioraolo road-) in tho Caucasus of
twenty-!) vo lo thirty tulles per diem; but none ot
these Weru to leave lor lliroo or lour days' lime, and
they would pro ably tako evluor ten lu the existing
stale ol the pass lo reach I'illis, A couple ol ltailuus
at Ihe hotel, who had lately arrived by post, reported
thai they baa paid sixty rouble* (aboul throe limo* loo
ordinary land), aud hud bad lo walk Ihree stago->,
through snow, mud aud avalanches, aud thai eleven
mon aud iweuiy-Uvo horses bad been buried alive
wittiiu lue lust ihiee mouths.

This
gentleman, originally irom the Baltic provinces, clever
uud well inlormed, us those in the scientific and stall
corps branches ol tho Russian service invariably are,
was Just trout the Amoor (in Siberia), wuore he nad
spent lour yeuis, uud guve an example in his ptrson ol
the military exudus which is taking place toward tbo
two sou 18 ol war.

Upon ber omcrgini
therefrom Heudryx diet ber, and, raising bis loot, gavi
bur a tremendous kick. She asked wny ue bud kickod
her, to wuicb Ue replied that he had uouo nothiug ol
thokiod. "You did," she replied, "aud this Is the
lust night 1 will slay under tbis root." As soou as ibe
wile bad tillered these words U'-ndryx drew a seven-
shot Coil's revolver Irotn bis pocKet, aud, as his wife
raised ber uaud belore her luce, tired one shot Tbe
ball passed through ber band uud ouiered ber left
breast, piercing lue iuug. still carrying bur child she
rujkiul ol Hie house, shrioking, uud was followed by
Heudryx, wno fired three bails iuto ber back.

Daley, who was employed by Heudryx, luterered
to protect the womnu. tbe tnluriaied husoaud turned
upou ibe young man with the remark that he would
tlx bun, and pointed the revolver at bim. Daley fled
into the house an i thence to (be neigabors, and gave
the alarm. When ho and soma friends returned Uen¬
dryx, it was found, bad covered bis wito aud child,
thai still lay on us mother's breast crying, wuh I

shawl and had disappeared hiuidoll. 1 he dead molbel
and tbo uninjured child were lying in tbe roadway
near tbo gate, about eighty luot Irom tbe bouse.

IIKM'BYX KILLS UIBsKLIT.
About half-past six that evening some neighbors, go-

Ing across tbe Uelds, about aquartur ot a mile northwest
of tbe house, louud ibe body ot Heudryx lying near a
straw si ick. l'nere was a bullel bole in bis bead, and
be was dead. He bad placed bis hat on the stack,
n.ade a uud in tbo straw, and, by placing tbo muzzle
ol liio sumo revolver used iu tbe wife butcbory behind
his righl ear, played the last dreadlul net ol tbo deep¬
est, lufasl borrioie and Uenillsn tragedy that bas been
perpotrated in McLean e.ouniy.

1 he luquosi snowed that Mm. Hondryx bad not lived
an hour ulior receiving the wounds.
The entire neighborhood bas beeu borrilled ovor the

tragedy and Is nearly wild with excitement. All work
wan slopped lor milos aroutiu tn lue county.

'Ibe luuerai was held on yesterday morning at ten
o'clock, Hev. lsanc Woo'l, of tho fiotesuni kpiscopal
Church, oltlciaiing. The victims were buried side oy
side in the rural graveyard that lies so ueur to tbe
scene ol ibe;r bnppiness, their uiscord, their misery
and their droadful death.
