Mr. Edward I/iuterbacb, counsel for Mr. Joseph

Seltgtnan, the banker, was louud last evonitig at his
resiuaiico, No. 21 East Kilty-seventh street. Mr.
I.outerbach Is evidently about loriy years old, or me¬
dium stature and father slight figure, his complexion
only Just the edge of the swarthy, luil beard and fea¬
tures quite removed irom the uauai Jewish type. He is
a tlueut and even graceful talker, and gave utturaaco to
bis thoughts on the Hllion-deliKmau controversy in a
natural and unrestrained man nor. Ho said lu'efloct
that the question was practically closed. The
rxclnslon ol Mr. Seligman Ironi the Grand Union
Hotel had given riso to a great Heal of
public discussion, and naturally to a great deal ol feei¬
ng on tho part ottho Hebrews. The action of Judgo
Hilton was an alfront to tho Hebrew race; but the
question at Issue bad really been decided in their
lavor by a just minded public. The Hebrews
felt that tne question had really been
tully stated, summed up and a conclusion reached.
The public has speculated to a considerable denreo
upon the question as to whether Mr. Seligman would
press his claims uud rvghts upon the Grand Union
Hotel as a public hot,cry. under the provisions ol the
ClTll Klgbu bill. Mr. l.auterbach knew ot no ltiten-
tiou on tho part ol Mr. Scllgtuaa or iriends to press
this question. Undoubtedly, he thought, thoro was
ground lor action. Uut such a course was unnecessary.
Yet, be said, it was possible that Judgo Hilton's auMou
might result, lor tins season at least, in a larger
patronage ot bis hotel than before. No one could tell;
it was a mailer ol waiting. It might be that as Judgo
Hilton had, lu tho ininds of some, establish) d
the I net that the Grand Union Is the hcttl
mere might he a Socking to It lor a while. Of course
the really solid American citizen would heed uo such
appeal as the one wblcu has been made. Bucb a citi¬
zen has nothing In common with the spirit which led
to Judge Hilton's decreo; but the man or woman of
vudden and uncertain wealth might he a fleeted tor a
lime.

Alter the singing of one or two hymns and a prsyor by
Mr. Halliday Mr Beeclier glanced caimly about tho
room and in a clear though subdued voice bogan his
evening's talk. "I think," said he, '-mat a great deal
more might bo attained in tbe living ol a Christian
life If men knew better their own dispositions.
They are oonvertod, some from boing actual repro¬
bates^ and other*, while in the conduot of a

tairly moral life, to a higher religious lite. They have
a vague idea of their duties, but think If they are going
to iitfuven thoy have got 10 live better, aad to throw
olf many things and 10 lalto on many otbers; to join tlie
cnurcti, &c. This Is all very true, aud in many re- i

spools important. But It is not everything. If I were

going 10 uescribo a wagon 1 would not say that it is a

thing made up ol circled and ol straight lines, and
sonio iron and muon more wood, for ibai would us well
describe a churn, a whoelbarrow, or a groat many other
things. What wo want Is a detlnlle Idea ol' u man's
duty when ho becomes a Christian.then he is con¬
verted. First, thou, we must restrain our passions,
we must, repent nod turn irom tbein, iroin aoltlshness,
envy, Jealousy and all oviL We mult get rid of them,
must live down all malign feeling, we must not taik
evil of our neighbors, nor thinic evil of them, uor ro-
joico in their mishaps. Now. there aro buudrens of
member* ot tho churcn, who, if you were to take all
that out of them, would have nothing left. Tbeir
whole li'e Is mean aud despicable, filled with trifliu^s
and Iraporunencvs, and when th«y talk of the higher
rollEio'/s lite it is an lusult to God.
"The first slop is to hate evil and turn from It, and

tbo secoud to uevelop tbo Christian emotions. Hav.
ing excluded the malign element we must introduce
tho benign or bonevoleut in its plane. Wo must tie
patient, generous, lair minded, simple in all our
transactions with our fellow men. Third, w« must
put into tho avocation God baa given us our ripest and
greatest power. Our trade or profession, our social
position, ovorythiug we have, Is ours by God's
appointment, and however humble U may be we
mi'si eunoolo it; however h'gh, we must live up to it.
Wo mu.si glvo to It all our energies, and sue that it is
poriumed, as it wore, with truth lu all uolileuess.
That is living according to Go<i. As the apostle nay*,
wo must servo not wltii the oyo or lips alone, but as
unto the Lord. We must labor not lu the bopo uf
butuau praise, or wealth, or powor, but merely be¬
cause it is ino wilt of our Saviour, and if our duties
are repugnant and vio.ato all our noblest aspirations
tbe more do we glorify Hun."
