MACMAHON OR THE  REPUBLIC,

[»Y cABLE TO THE HEBALD.]
Loxpon, June 23, 1871,
According to a statement published yesterday i
the HEvenement, of Paris, the republican Senators
Rave declded not toendeavor to prevent dissclution
or the Chamber by quirting she Senate previous to
B vote, and thus depriving the governmens of a
quornm, as such tactics would only delay dissolu-

tion for a day.
FRANCE WILL DECIDE,

.In the Benate the debate on dissolution was re-
mmed. M, Bropet, Minister of Instructlon, said
Frauce would decide between President Mag-
Mahon's word and M. Bimou’s. M. Simon protested
Againet bis word belng doubted. M. Brupet malp-
talned what he had sald and shortly afterward
declared that M. Martel, former Minister of Justics,
had brought forward an Infamous document in the
tribune, and thus placed himself 10 revolt against

iustice.
KO COUP D'ETAT.

These remarks caused a tumult. M. Brunet con-
cluded with the following statement:—*The Minis.
ters are not dinided. They are aware that they in-
ourthe hatrea and dread of the Radicals. They
will not attempt & coup d'etal.  They are the de-
fenders of & moderate, and, at the same tlme, a
revisable Republie.”

'PROMISE QF A PALB ELECTION.

BPFORTS OF TEE UONBUL.

The Oousul ot tho time used hin bLosit sndeuvors o
bave the governmmenld repress st ouce the lphuman
expulsions, but only after they had been allowed to
go oo for mbout four months was |t possible to obiain
the resiguation of the Prolert Lupashkas, who had (8-
sued the ordere lur expuision. Lo muny lostances the
orders given were withdrawn und several ol thoex-
pelled lsraelites, who were wandering shelterless abous
the couniry with thelr wives aod children exposed
to cold and hunger, were allowed Lo return to thelr
bomes, where they found their property destruyed.
They cannol expect compensation lor thelr lusses
or redress for wronga pructiced upon them.

CAUSE OF THE KXPULSIONA

These uxpuisions Were all busea upon articles 8 and
12 of the Ligquor law, passed in 1873, which excludes
from the liquor iraMc In the sival communes “ull per-
sops ot luseribed ns electors in ope of the commoncs
of Rouwmania,’ theredy wirtually probibiilng wll s
raelives rom continulug or eugaging 1o this trade, The
government, apon the ropresentations of the Consuly,
repentedly pledged lisell oot to enlorce this law, and
to bhave the same repealed. Bui the law s still o
foree, and IL only depends on the buimor ol a prelect
or olher subaltern officinl Lo enforce Abiose cluuses,
cluse the stores of the laruellles, conlscate their goods
sud expel thew from thelr Lowmes No persecution
hasg, however, takou place at Glorgeve. The impression
of such persecation probably originated in the reporied
marder of a Jewish lamily, who, whie Oyiog trom Gi-
urgevo on mccount of ita Lemng exposed 1o Lombard-
ment by Turks, were sssaulted, grozaly multreated,
and killed on the bhighway,

to direct orders Lu him from Dlaz. The visit of General
Trevino tv Genersl Ord, and their ngreement for co-
operstion to suppress the cattle thieves 8 n move on
