narrowly escaped destruction by fire this
morning.

PRESENT POSITION OF TBE BCSSIAJiB.

"The main body of the troops which have
crossed the river are quartered to the north¬
west of the town. Only two Russian bat¬
talions occupy Matchin, but two lines of
videttes have been thrown out to the south¬
ward and eastward, so that the approach of
an enemy can be reported to the main body
at onco.

THE DOBBUDSCHA OPEN.

"There does not seem to be the slightest
fear of any attack at Matchin, however, for

refugees from the neighborhood of the Kus-

tendje railway say that the Turkish troops
have evacuated all the intermediate coun¬

try. To the northward, of course, there is
not a sign of a single Turkish soldier.

CAPTCBED TURKISH ARTILLERY.

"The troops whoni I saw pass over at
Oalatz on yesterday rejoined the Emperor's
own regiment at Matchin before I left,
having marched over twelve miles and cap¬
tured numerous Turkish field guns found
abandoned along the route.

THE LINE OF TBAJAM's WALL.

"Iam now satisfied, from what I have
observed and learned from reliable sources,
that the Russians do not anticipate being
compelled to fight a serious battle until
theicadvance reaches the line of the Scherna-
voda and Kustendje Railroad. Abdul Kerim
is sending large reinforcements into
the Debxadscha, below that point,
The Turks will make no attempt
to defend the Northern Dobrudscha, and
have already abandoned the first line of

defence.namely, that between Matchin
and Babadagh through a mountainous
country. The second line, which is that of
the railroad, is marked by the celebrated
Trojaft's Wall, erected, as you are aware,
by the Romans to protect the present Bul¬
garian territory against the incursions of
the Scythians.

PROSPECTIVE RELATIVE POSITION'S.
"Before proceeding to describe the

ground I would remark that the Russian
advance to Tchernavoda will necessarily
compel a break of the long spell of inactivity
which has kept both armies face to face on

the Danube almost without firing a shot.
By referring to a map of the Danube valley
you will see at once why this must
be. The Turks flank the line of Trajan's
"Wall, as I will call it, on the east by hold¬
ing Kustcudje and being able to throw
troops from Varna and Constantinople by
sea into that town without opposition.

SUPPORTED BT OUNBOATH.

"On the other hand the Russians will
flank the line at Tchernavoda by
holding, as they undoubtedly can,
both banks of the Danubo at that
point. As it is, they hold the
Roumanian shore, and are advancing south¬
ward along the right bank with a view to the
occupation of Hoisova and all the small
towns on the shore road leading to Tcherna¬
voda. This advance is supported by gun¬
boats on the river which follow the retreat¬
ing Turkish monitors as thoy ascend toward
Tchernavoda, where they will attempt to
cover the town.

TURKISH SUPPORTS FROM SIIXHTRIA.

"It is highly probable that the Turku will
lend reinforcements from Silistria oh well
is Schumla to aid in the defence of the line
Df Trajan's Wall. ThiB cannot be done with¬
out the knowledge of the Russians, and us

a consequence a movement will be made
on that city. This again will react
on the situation at Rustchuk, and
bo on up the river to Widdin.
The approaching struggle at Tohernavoda
must, therefore, be the first of a series of
t>loody engagements thut will fill the
Danube Valley with the smoke of battle.

A NATURAL DEFENSIVE LIKE.

"Although up to the present there are no

works of any account constructed for the
support of troops defending the line of
Trajan's Wall, the character of the ground
is highly favorable for a stubborn resist¬
ance. At the Tchernavoda end there is a

chain of small lakes, sometimes united
by inundation that, covers the line
for fully hull its length east-
ward to the Black Ken. Through tho
valley in which these lakes lie runs the
railroad lino from Tcherriuvoda, on the
Danube, to Kustendje, on the sou coast.
The approaches to the line lroiu the north¬
ward are over un elevated plateau destitute
of trees und exposed to tlio tire of batteries
that will undoubtedly be constructed cover¬

ing the whole front.
tue old Roman walls.

"The defences erected by the Konians on

this line consisted of two walls, cuch of
which, it is believed, extended cluur across

the neck of land lrom river to sea. a length
of about thirty-five miles. These are at

present traceable only as disconnected
mounds, covered with coarse vegetation.
One lino of wall lies to the northward
of the valley and the other along the
crests of the h^li land to the south¬
ward, and about five miles apnrt. Between
the two tho railroad lino has been con¬

structed with a general descending grade
lrom the Black Sea terminus to the Danube.
It is uot improbable that the Turks will en-

to utilize the ruins of Trajan's wall j

in the construction of their batteries ; Lut
it strikes me that tbe heaviest lighting will
take place at tbe Danube end of tbe line,
wbere the ruing are less available than on

the high ground neur the coust.
WEAK POINTS.

"The railroad in curving through the

valley crosses it about midway between the
river and the Black Sea, and the western
half is, therefore, on the north side of the
lake and uncovered to the Russians.
Again, there is a neck of land at Tcberna-
voda, between the western end of the lake
and the Danube, which is fully two miles
wide, and intersected by the Kara Sou

River, flowing from the lakes. By torcing
this neck under cover of their gunboats the
Russians can completely turn the line and
seize the important town of Medjidie, situ¬
ated in the valley, at the head of
tho larger lake. But against this must be

weighed the consideration that the Russians
should divido their forces and attack tbe
town with their backs to the river, and
would be exposed to the fire of the Turkish
monitors above Tchernavoda. This danger
I only surmise, from the fact that the Rus¬
sian force now in the Dobrudscha is very

great in anticipation of a stubborn resist¬
ance at the very point I refer to.

IP THE RUSSIANS SUCCEED.

"Should success attend the attack of the
Russians on tbe line of Trajan's wull at
Tchernavoda Rassova will soon fall into
their hands, and the road will be

open southward to sever the com¬

munications between the Blaok Sea coagt
north of Varna and the Danube. Silistria
and Kustendje will be menaced, the Danube
will be cleared of Turkish monitors for a

considerable distance up stream, if not

altogether, and the ground will be prepared
for the operations of the centre and right
wing, now preparing to move across the
river.

TfllKS IN CHEAT FORCE.

"I am now fully convinced that the
Turkish force in and about Matchin was

vastly larger than reported, or even sup¬
posed by the Russians. The size of the

camp would indicate that at least 12,000
or 15,000 men were at Matchin alone."

THE TURKS ADMIT DEFEAT.

The Herald's special correspondent at

Constantinople, telegraphs under date of

yesterday (Sunday) that a Tuskish paper
announces the passage of the Danube near

Matchin, and declares that the Turks gal¬
lantly resisted, but that the Russians beat
them back because of vastly superior num¬
bers, and crossed the river in successive

groups.
THE HCLTAN'8 BOOTH EE TO THE FitONT.

The Herald correspondent at Constan¬
tinople reports that it has been decided to

send the Sultan's younger brother to the
frontier of Asia Minor with a view to en¬

courage the troops there. The young man

has no military experience, but it is hoped
that the presence of one of the imperial
family will act as a stimulant on the Mos¬
lem population.

A GKEKK CONSP1KAC* DISCOVKBtU.

Advices received in Constantinople from
Salonica report the discovery of a conspiracy
among the Greeks in that city. Several
arrests have been made,, urnong the prison¬
ers being some professors and many stu¬

dents, and on the persons of some of them
documents of a very compromising nature

were iound. For some time past it has been
known that an active revolutionary propa¬
ganda was being carried on among the
Greek- subjocts of the Sultan, and an insur¬

rectionary outbreak in Epirus and Thessaly
may be looked for as noon as the Russians

gain a decisive victory in Bulgaria.
SULEIMAN PASHA'S STRAITS.

From Spalato the Heiiald correspondent
reports that the gloom which has prevailed
in Cettinge of late in consequence of the
enormous losses of the Montenegrins iu the
recent battles has beeu broken by the news

that the losses of Suleiman Pasha were ter¬

rible almost beyond example. The Turkish
commander is now hemmed in between the

Montenegrin capitul and Nicsics and liis

position is very critical. Suleiman will
endeavor to cut his way out to Spus
and news of u sanguinary engage¬
ment may soon bo looked lor.
