A RABBI AND 'THE RIOTS.

SERMON BY BEV. DY, HUEBSCH ON THE CURe
RENT TOPIO—ITE RELIGIOUS ASFECTE AND
PARALLELS.

The Rev. Dr. Huebsch delivered a sermon of une
usunl publie interest ut ihls time in the lemple in
Lexington avenue yesterday. He took for his texs
kcclesinstes, 1x., 18—''Wisdom betler sban weapons
of war, bul one sinner canseth much good to bo
lost.” The loarned rabbi procedded to suy that
the aim of the amall biblical troatise called
Ecclesiastes 18 to prove that all relations of human
life, 1f divested of their moral polas, most neceasarily
gtirink wte Insigoiflcance nud dwindle down to the
mere zero of yanity. The writer of Lhis Seriptural
book, cnabled by u rich expenience, advances his theo-
rios in aseries of prby lilustrations taken from the
diflerent stages and stations of lfe, OF wealth, power
and pleasure he speaks as o man whe bas known,
possessed nnd enjoyed them to tue fullest extent.
Poverty, deprivation and salfering, all the dark chap-
ters of mau's oxistenco, are wa familiar to him as it
he bad for many a wenrisome desy and year lived
throngh them.  His germon Lo toe rich and powerful,
to the pleasure hootipg child of fortune, is very
eoffcerive, His refruin, “Vauwity of wvanitles—all ig
vunity,” 1§ like the skull on the feast table of the

Egyptian, admonisbing him who Is  about 1o
pluuge tn senscless juys, “‘Hemewber, such a one
wilt tbou become' From his  presentatlons wa
learn  how shallow, how emply life w i id
bias wo bigher aim thoan to hunt niter the passing plens.
