He said bis seleation was pot due to special golicitation
by him. Ho thanked he Convention for the Louvor,
xnd said hie deeined it unwise to fellow the usual cus-
jom or speaking on subjeets of Interest and those ot no
intercst. (Laoghter.) He belleved the Convension
ible to take care of Itpelf, and it 1t wns mot it eould
sot be sided much by him. The time had coine
whon purties of all fmihs must practice what they
prosched. A promiso hereafter means performance.
Acting apon this grouund the Convention can adjourn
with the conviction of hawing discharged its duty.

Mra. Forringer'sdoor; It was locked ; he then reiurned
to uis room, and was heard iog up and down for
meveral minutes; then he weni down stuirs into the

yoard; he entered the house again by the back
door and went Lo his rooms; nbout = quarier
to two o'clock Mrs. Eeckardt was lound lyiog
m  the yard direotl under  her droom
window, thiriy-one feet sbove; Mra. Derringer woke
