A VERY FINE ATTENDANCE.

During the early morning we hud lightning, thunder
fend abundance or rain, and tba clouds being threateningat the usual time ol going to the races It was
thought prudent by the n>auagcmoni to postpone them
until the alternoon. Posters were accordingly sent to
all the hotels stating that the racing would begin at
three o'clock instead of twelvo, uhd by noon tbo
Sun had burst through the clouds and wits asserting
his iwuy over meu and beast. The roads dried somewhat,but the track did not improve at all, and It
was, at the timo the horses were called, too heavy lor
ipeed but just tbo thing lor bottom.

The attendance was good, cousidoriog the clrouinItancea,but did not coma up to the brilliancy oftho

last week's Hue days, yot the managers ol any other
track in the country would havo felt favored with such
sn array ol lushiou, similarly situated. As there will
le but one day more ol racing at this fashionable place
his season tboso who had a fondness lor the sport
rere out, and they enjoyed tbo sport that came otT
hugely."
