Gut these were inadequateto the occasion, und throe omnibuses, besidescarriugos and phaetons, were called Into service
to meet the requirements ol passengers. Take 500

passeugers at ten ceuts and it would uinounl to $50.
Take ten cabs, the number necesgary to accommodate
so many people, at an expense ol $25 per day lor

driver, horses and all other expenses, and there are

week and about $8,000 a year.not a bad speculation
these hard times. But this is a low estimate, lor tho

thing bus beou only three days In operation and has
