anee of men who bave passed the allotted threo score |
and ten wna particulurly noticeable, including such an |
the veperable Colopel Greene, Charles Theodore Rus- |
sell, Charles Levi Woodbury, Moscs Kimball and Mayoer |
Prince. l’rotably not less than four or five hundred |
were present altugether.

THE RIMPLE SERVICES,

The services, which were vory briel and stmple, were |
ronducted by Rev. J. F. W. Ware, pastor of the Ariiog-
ton Street (Unitarian) Courch, o Boston. Thoy con-
sisted firstof the reading of appropriale pussages of |
Seripture, and were then coneluded by a short prayer,
These and nothing more were the funersl rites of one
ol the most distinguished busioess men ol a gonera-
tion now fuAL passiug awoy.

The features of the decensed, which seemed as nat-
ural as In Life, were thew viewed by the assemblied
friends and then the remaing were conveyed to Cheir
fnal resting place in Spruce avenue, Mouut Auburn.
