The obsequies over Lthe remains of Alvin Adama,
{he veperatile founder of the Adams Express Com-
pany, were solemuizod at his late residoncs, in the
suburb of Watertown, this aflorioon.

Not only were Lhere delogatious  presont
Irom sueh naighvoring localities as New York and other
sasily sccessible poiuts, bul from the far West and
distapt South there were thofe who came to show
their regurd and usfection lor their distinguished
triend. All brapches of Boston comuierce were repro-
sented among the wonroers, uud tbere were also pres.
ent st the solelnn servioos nUmMerous representalives of
ihe pational, State and city goveromenta  The atteod-
snoe of men who bave paased tho nllotted threo soore
and teo was partienlarly notieeable, includiog such as
tho veneravle Colonel Greene, Charles Theodore Rus-
sell, Charles Levi Woodbury, Moscs Kimball and Mayor
Prince.
