Toe scepe
ak the window is dosoribed by him to have been ol the
most extraordinary charncier,  The wir was tiled with
myrinds of bats, flyiug and circling about Io ali direc-
tions and darting sgninss each other with audibie foros
A huge and writhing mass bad setiled on the window
8ill, and tbo entire Irame, ns well as the wooden park
of the sasb, was covercd with thom. The woather
boarding lor at least flve feeton each side of the wine
dow and [rom the lower logs to the top ol the house
Wi covored with the binck throug. A bright lLight
shone through the window panes and everyihing on
the outside was plaloiy wisible. Tuoogh the greater
part of the invaders showed u preference for this win-
dow, n general inspection showed that they were dis-
tributed over the entire proiises, Hoaring a great up-
rour in his benvouse Mr. McAtee rushbed in thst dj-
rection and lound his entire lowl yard, in which
were 160 fowls, including chickeos, turkeys and
guineas, in Lhe most exiruvrdinary state ol perturba-
won. An army ol bats bad muade sheir way through
the crovices, and were induiging in such desperuie
demonstrations o1 fliibing aud clreiing that evory
feathiorod inhabitant had been Irighiened trom s
rooat, and the disturbed chanticleer, the cackling hen
apd the shrill guines mado night hideoun with wheir
potes of alarm. Every outhouse on the place was
either invaded or surrounded. Lo the stable, whure
three horses wero munching their evening vals, thers
wus & dréend pawing and wninnying, and an examing-
tlon revealed the (act Lhat every atall and wrough was
tniosted with bats, and McAlee devmed 1t & matter ot
prudence to turn the horscs loose in tuo pasture. The
doge—of which there were six on the piage—weut
aronnd bowhing 1o dismay at the sirange spectacle.
As McAwo walked through the yard the wir was thick
wilh bats, and be Lad Lo keep up a continuous fightivg
with bis bands and arms to kecp them (rom striking
him in the face.

Overcome and confused by this phenomenal visi-
tation McAtee at first did not Know what to do,
but Hoally couceived a plan which resulied o the
cupture and deatn of at least o very Ilarge oum-
ber of thom. An hour bad passed away, and tho
pests wore a8 numerous at the south window as
they wero at Orst. He proposed o his Lired
man that they raise the sash and les the Lats 0, tbhen
close the window shutters irom the oulside, and bav-
ing thus trapped the game p d to patch it 1o
the most expeditious munoer. This plsd wad at once
put ioLo exveulion, As soon us the window sash was
rajied thousands ruslied 1o, spd o fve minutos there
was nol a vacant spot on ceiling, wall, floor, table, bed-

oft, bureau or chwr, The window was closed and
ilmnu and his bired man begeo the work of desiruc-
tion. Some ol tho bals ssomed Lo roalize the dire tate
to whicli they were dooined, and made desperate
efforts to find egress through the window paucs.
Otbers made wor on wbe sssaoltivg purty, sod the
hired man was bitten once on his lace and LwWice ca
Lis lefs band The two men wore armed with ax
helves, aud (bey made teartul bhavoe ameng the foe.
The slaughter coutinued an hour and n hall, mmf ol
the bats being perchoed at points ol the celling ditficuls
to reach, The result, by actunl count, was 4, 103 dead
bats, and their carcasses Glled o large burrel which
holds over fOve busteis. Though this opalsught
greatly diminished the pumber of Invaders there
wero still hundreds, ana pnrlnr thousands, ol them
lefe, though, owing Lo the darkness, It was lound im-
praciicable Lo muke further war ob them, Noxt
morning wheo MoAies awoke not a bat was Lo be seen,
all the survivors having disappeared as mysteriousiy
a8 Lthey came.

It seving, however, that the bats were determined to
make McAiee's Louse their buunt, snd the lollowing
night they swarmed as formudabiy as ou their Urat
visit, and over three thousand were killod. Tuey wiil
persist 10 coming, and up 1o this vme there huve been
upward of sovenicen thousand slain, snd, wboogh thers
18 i visible and graulyng fulling off in thé number of
invaders, they yet iulest the premises in sufliciens
oumbers tu be very troublesome. Where they como
frowmn and why they have sciccted Lhat particuisr place
B8 O resoriare two mysteries which bave pol yot been
fathomed.

vory old synagogue existed in Newport, it L, of which
oo record was received. It may provo inlerestiug,
thén, st this time, to make some vnote of this edifice in
conoection with the men and times that created it. It
Is called the Synagogue Yeshuat larael, und was built
115 yenrs ago. At tbat period tho most opulent and
influential eitizens of Newport wero Jews, and nearly
elghty fumiliea of that order resided io the place,
whigh may bo said to have besn at ouo time the home
of the Jews in Ameriea, but at the preseut day it can
not boast of a permancot Jewish inbabitant,

The most prominent Jews have been the Touros, a
pame that lLine long boen sssociatod with many local
fnstitutions, includiog ool ooly synsgogue, but alwe
park, eemetery, library, sirect, holel sod chapel
Isanc Toaro was noted for e erudition. He was a
pative of Holland, and, emigrating to Who Woss Lndies,
removed thence to Nowport, Theo synagogue was dedi-
cated in 1763, and Mr. Touro became i oMeiating
clergyman. The revolution lound Newport a rival of
New York. In Earope it had been regarded by many
ns tho most fourishing communily in the New World,
and letters would come from abroad addressed to
“New York, near Newport, R L' The Jaws had
coniributed pre-eminently to thius thrily, aod when
the war “broke out' (he congregation of the syna-
goguo embraced the most patrioiio citizens, Now-
port mow met with 1t8 downiall as a place o!f com-
maercial {mportance, and the Jows were disporsed.

It was taken to Nor-
rislown yesterday and will be erected at the Norrus
town Jail to-day.

CURLEY'S CRIME.

The erime lor which Curley t4 o be hanged was the
murder ol Miss Mury Aon Whitby on Lhe 10ih of May,
1875, at the Mrmboude ol Jucob Weikel, tn Upper Prov-
Wence Township, Moutgomery county. The viciim
was i gisterau-law ol Mr. Woikel, and about tniriy-tive
yours ol age. At the sime of the tragedy, Mr, aod Mre,
Weikel were at Norristown, the buuse baing in charge
of Miss Whitby, The ouly otlier person about the
bouse waa o hired mon, Thomas Francis Carley, who
nad boen instracted by his employer Lo mssist Jona-

than Hoyer, w neighbor, 1u pisoting corp. Al noon
he returued to Mr. Weikel's to leod the stock.
ANMer Dbaving workea all  the alternoon he

agdin rotursed bome, aud then sbortly alterward went
back to Mr., Hoyer's and informed him that Mise
Whitby bad been murdered. The deed wus sup-
posed to be whe work of a trump, bot Curley war
suspected (rom sbe fOrst, aud was arrested late on the
night of the tragedy. It appears chat Miss Whitby
bad shown him to have besn gulliy of fulsebood, which
aroused his indigoation aud led bim o mwake throats
azainst heor. The defence attempted Lo prove that the
erime had been committed by a tramp, but thie chain
of circumstantial evidence was so sirong that it re-
sulted io the couviction of Curley, The murderer is
only twenty years of age; be is anative of Hoimes-
burg, has besn working as a laborer lor several rolrn.
sod 18 of unprepossessing appearance, with a dull and
henvy look, Curley and s slster who has now disape
t:aﬂn:l were educated and lived from chilabood In &

CURLEY'S TRIAL

The erime created greal excitemount, and the conrd
during eho trial was dasily thronged with the furmers
aod residents of Mootgowery county, The trial com-
monced on December 11, 1575, lusting until Decombur
10, when the jury returned a verdict of murder o the
first dogree, i counsel applied for a pew trial; bul
on March 8, 1876, the application was relused, and on
March 1l Lo was sentonced to be hanged. On
March 24 Governor Hartraofh issued the death war-
rant, fixing the execution fer Tuesday, May 0, 1576,
aud on April 3 tho warrant was read to Curley,
who roceived the Dpews without eony display
of emotion. On the J0th of the same month
Lis couusel took out & writ of error, which removed
the case to the Supreme Court, and stayed all pro-
ceeaings uotil the spriug of the present year, when
that body opened & new torm. Duaring che pendoncy
of the writ of error, oo the Sth of November, 1876,
Uurley, with the assistance of a prisoner in the ad-
Joining cell, planned an escape. Tuey proposed to cut
the partition betwoen their cells, and when Logether
1o summon the Keeper, overpower him, and with the
keys Lo siways carried aboat him, to eflact their (reo-
dom. They vonfided their secrel Lo a toird prisoner,
who “*peached,’’ and thelr plan was frusiratec.

On May 1, 1877, the Supreme Court, alter hearing
argument lor u new irial, rendered 1t8 docision refus-
ing tue applicasvion and reaflirming the sentouce of the
lower Court, and on May 21 refused niso a reargumont
ol e application tor a new trial belore iteell. Un Lha
224 of the same month Governor Harirault issued Lhe
segoud death warrnnt, lixiog tho execution for Aaguse
9. An sppeal was made to tbe Board of FParuous,
aud Guvernor Hartranit respited Curley from August
O 1o September 10—pext Monday—in vrder thattha
Board Ihlﬁlll tully consider the appeal for meroy; but
on last Thursday that body relused Lo commule tho
deatti sentence Lo lmprisvumount for lifo.

What purported w0 bo s coulession of the con-
demned wus published not long since, but Cnrley
carnestly denies its authentleiny.
