"Sistova, Sunday night, Sept 9.
"This morning an attack on all sides of

Plevna was commenced and was continued
throughout the day. By six o'clock in the
evening the town of Plevna was in the hands
of the Russians, and the Turks were in full
retreat in great disorder. The losses are

enormous, but details have not yet been received."
THE SIEOH OPERATIONS.

Official bulletins from the Russian headquarters
at roredin give details or operations against Plevna
as lollows:."At dusk on Thursday troops of the
western column approached Plevna, and, working
111 night unobserved by the Turks, erected bat-
reries on the heights surrounding the Turkish fortifications.The Russian siege batteries opened on

Friday at six A. M. a cannonade which continued
all day. The commandant ul one or our butteries
was killed and two officers were wounded. Our
loss on Friday was not large. A few shots were

exchanged during the night.
RENEWED THE NEXT DAT.

"The artillery engagement was renewed on

Saturday morning with great vigor and continued
nil day. In the evening our left wing succeeded in
occupying the heights to tho south of the town
with the loss of 500 men. The village of iJschitzs
was also occupied. The centre and right wing have
approached within 1,200 or 1,400 yards oi the Turkishfortifications, llieir losses ou the whole are
not great. The cannonado lasted all of Saturday
night and increased in violence on Sunday morning."

THE HOUR AT HAND.

A despatch dated Bucharest, Sunday, says:."A
gencial attack on Plevna will be made to-day. It
Is said that 20,000 Turks, who were marching to
Oaraau Pacha's assistance, have been intercepted
below Nlrski. The Hussluns have erected a new
monster gun at Slobosia, which has silenced three
Turkisli batteries before Rustchuk."

CLOSING IN ON RUSTCHUK.
4 telegram, dated Bucharest, yesterday, says:.

"The whole Russian Rustchuk army has taken up
Iresh and less extended positions." Other do
Bpatchcs indicate that these positions arc probably
in the neighborhood of Bjela.

PINAL SURRENDER OP NICSICS.

The Vienna Political correspondence's Cattaro
special reports that Nlcsics, with nineteen guns,
has surrendered unconditionally, but the garrison
and Inhabitants were allowed to withdraw to
Gatschko.

COTTON CROPT
REPORT OF THE CHARLESTON COTTON EXCIIANOE.

CDAkf.usTos, 8. C., Sept. 9, 1877.
The following 1* tbe report of the Charleston Cotton

Kxchauge for August, covering all the counties of
South Carolina:.The weather Is reportod favorable
by 18, the first part favorable and since hot and dry by
8, and vory hot and dry by 86. Compared with August
of last year, which was unfavorable for cotton, 19 reportthis season tnoru favorable, 27 the same and 47
us less favorable. Cotton was fruiting woll, though
two weeks late when the present drought begun. Tpis
has caused rust end a goneral shedding of squares and
young boils, and the present ooudlliou Is reported by
over half of tbe correspondents as being worse than
lost year at the same Ume.

TRK PfCKIXO.
At the general date of rujilies, September 1, a little

nlckfog was going on. moetly in cotton forced ouon ov
runt. I'll kiuk will be general in the lower part'ofihe
State about the lOtIt and in the upper part ui ilia
State about the 20th nist. Worms lutve uppeared lu
six counties, but so lar have done little or no damage
to cotton. Tbe drought, which la reportod Irom all
sections of the State, seouis to bo doing more injur/
from tbe crop being backward and the plant lull ol sap
when it began.
THE NATIONAL COTTON EXCHANGE, NEW ORLEANSDEPARTMENT, CROP REPORT FOR

AUGUST.
ni:w Orphans, Sept 9, 1877.

From thirty-live parishes in the state of Louisiana
we have sixty-nine replies of the average duto of
August 31. They report tlto weather generally too hot
and dry and somewhat less favorable than lust your.
The plant hua fruited well, but Ibe extremely bot and
dry weather had caused It to shed badly in bills and
Silgblly In bottoms. Tbe condition, us compared with
last year, varies with the locality, lu tlio river parishesIt is decidedly better, while in tbe Interior It Is
not so good.

1'lcklng bad commenced aud would bo general by
September 10 to the loth. Worms bad appeared In
nearly every purlsh and bad dona serious Injury lu
Hapnlos and Avoyeiles. In other parishes the injury
was slight to the date of our replies, but worms were
eating and increasing rapidly lu numbers. The injury
by shedding is very serious and geuoraliy complained
of in our replies.

MISSISSIPPI.
Wo it ivo received ctghty-tlvo reports from twentyninecounttos in Mississippi, dutod Irom August 28 to

September 4. Tbe weather early lu Auguat was rather
too dry, Willi cold nights. In the latter part of the
mouth It was inure rainy und geuoraliy favorable to
the growth ot cotton, more so than at tho same tlmo
last y< ar. Cotton has fruited well, hut bos uot retainedits squures aud bolls, particularly on billy
lunds, whence much complaint of shedding Is
reported. 1 be presout coudilion comparos favorably
with last year, but pinuts being backward and worms
having appearod nearly everywhere, fears aro enterturnedol tbeir doing considerable damage. So lar tne
injury Irom worms is very slight. Numerous couipluiutsof rust are made. Picking haa commenced In
inauy counties, and is oxpccted to be general by tho
10th or l&ih ol September,

AK KANSAS.
Wo bavo received lorty-one replies from twenty-

five counties in Ark.iu.sus, of tho averuge date of
August 31. the weather curing tho month has been
le»s luvorublo. ho plant Is well fruited, but we have
a general complaint ol drought, witli heavy shudd.ugmid ru»t, and the present coudilion of tbe crop is about
Ibusmuc as that ol lust yo ir, Welch was uot vury good.Very llllio picking bus been done so lur, but it will be-
r.onie general about tbe lolb inst.
