The shriekiug of the women when the seats went
down was paluful to hear, and It 14 & wonder thut no
more wceidorts resulted, The beght of he seuts
proved tbo saivation of many, no doubt, us the upper
one  was  probably nol over len  or  Iwelvo
teet dfrom the grovnd.

HIRAM CRANSTOR.

Hiram Cranston, propristor of the New York Hotel,
died sudienly yesterday morning at nine o’clock of
disense of the heart.

began lu 1980 in the Troy Hote!, Troy, N, Y., where he
wus a clork, From Troy becsme to the city of New
York und took & position an ¢lerk in the oflice of tue
Pasitic Hotel in Groenwich sireet. Aller au experience
ol some three years in the Pacillc (in 1830) he wok
churge of tho Pavilton at Rockaway, He kept this
plice for twelve years, Themce he weust Lo Duvis,
Srooks & Co. nod Look obarge of the California bus-
uess of the lirm.  Io 1546 he openad the Eutaw House
in Baltimore, still keoping control of tho Paviliou at
Roesaway. In 1864 he was lanclord of the Now
York Hotel in tnis elty, a pomition he kept
unkil 1867, or during the civil war, Haviog unussvd
considerable means Mr. Crapston revred from busi-
ue-d nud went biack (o his pirthpluce (Stepueniown),
whero be bt a tine puce and proposed Le rotire en-
tirely from business. But the awrsciions ol city lile
bad not aliogether lost their effect upon bis geninl
puture.  During the winters of his rotirement he al-
tended the Sluunsttan Ciub o this eity,  He thers be-
cume assoclited with cx-Governor Tilden and Willium
Buder Dupbcun o House Commitiee of the elub
HSo salislsclory wus his  masegewout Lhat the
club gave Lim o compumestury dinner, an
event that 15 remembered for it Lrilllascy.
