THE APPEAL TO HISTORY.

Grant's Own Admissions Used to
Clear Motley.

The Bon. John Joy baa prepared an elaborate docu¬

ment, protecting against the action of the New York
Historical Society in excluding from the memorial of
Br. Motley, which has been Inserted Id their minutes,
all notice of the tacts in his diplomatio career con¬

nected with bla dismissal iromVienuu and London.
Mr. Jay's statement ol the facta relating to Motley's
dismissal la drawn up In the form of a letter to the

editor* of the international iirrruv and will appear iu

the issue of that journal for November and December.

Br. Jay devotes a lew sentence* at tbe beginning of
his letter to a recital of ibu Historical Society's course

In Ignoring Motley's appeal to history. He adds the

loliowtng comioeui*:.

My impreskiou has been that that appeal to history,
by an historian who had done so much for history,
was one that our Historical bociety had no right to ig¬
nore. 1 thought thai in aduptiug a tribute to Motley's
memory, to re.use to notice his appeal trout tne pas¬
sions and intrigues of the hour to the verdict ol his¬

tory, and to refuse to place the tact that he did so ap¬
peal upon tne records of the society would oe in urutu
a wrong to the uuad which the society should be Iho
lust to offer, and 1 thoughi that It cuuld sot deny this
simple Justice to li t lame. * * * 1 beg leave
frankly and respectfully to submit some reasoufl
why 1 canuotaduiit the right ol the society to iguoro
Money's appeal to history and way I especially re¬

gret that the society should have taken such a step
just alter General Gram hud made opportune and in¬
teresting disclosures touching his dismissal, wmcb
confirm Mr. Motley's conviction that the coincidence
efdaiua which he placed on record was not accidental,
but that bis removal was connected with the position
.I Mr. hutnnor in the Senate on the St. Dotniugo
treaty,

OBJBCTIOSS TO TBI ATPBJtL,

The Historical Society refused to lusort In tbolr
dilutes u memorial of Motley, drawn up by Mr Jay.
They staled that in treating of Mr. Motley's diplo¬
matic career Mr. Jay cltered strictures on the gov¬
ernment, of which ft would be improper lor thetn
as a society to express such approval as might bo im-

piled by entry ou their minutes. When this argu¬
ment was reluled a member of the society claimed
thai respoot tor Molloy's memory prevented thuro
iruin "alone declaring over his grave that his course

In public aifatrs was unsatisfactory to his govern¬
ment." Mr. Jay says ol this argument:.
The assumption bore is even stronger against Mot¬

ley and In favor of tne government than in the
first proposition. Mr. Motley had protested before
the world that the treatment be uud received ut
Vienna and at London had nothing whatever to do
with his conduct as a Minister. He believed that it
was luspired in eacn case by motives ol domestic pol¬
icy or personal ambition. Ho held that the charges
against him wore mauuiuctured lor a purpose uud that
history would vindic.de his course. In proposing,
therefure, that the Historical Society iu a tribute to
Motley should conceal the two chiei events In his di¬
plomatic career from tenderness to nib memory, is
there uui Implied, on his purl, u dereliction of ofilciul
ouiy both Iu Austria and in llreui Britain which
aroused the disapproval ol his government uud over
which the society suoutd charitably draw u vaiL

uk. motlsv's mtatkmks r.
Even if it bo assumed that Presidruts Johnson and

Grunt believed that their treatment ol Mr. Motley wua
dictuteu by Uio surest putriotism sud iho umplest cause,
and that, so lur us their knowledge went, he was in
no sense the victim ol political intrigue, Motley him-
soli declared bis belief tbal in neither case had the
government the smallest Justification for its action.
. . . At Vienna, in 1807, cuargca were preicrred
which3 he promounoed "false and vile," and "Inumous
libels." The reputed author, McCracken, who has
never since been identified, he believes to bo a mym,
a sham and a fraud; and the question who wrote
that letter, and why u was written, still remains an
unsolved enigma . . . Mr. Motley, wun a be¬
coming seli-respoct, immediately ueuouueed the
Charges sud tendered his reelgutllou, which was

curtly accepted without oue word ta regard to his dis¬
claimers. While Minister at London, tne thtlmutlon,
under date ol July L l#7u, that uia rssiguatiou would
be accepted, was unaccompanied by uuy coarge; and
on mo 12m ol July his reply was requested by tele¬

gram. This lime ilr. Motley respccuully declined to

resign, saying that to do so, at that time, woald
amount to admitting the charges to bo true and the
stigma ol removal deserved.

TKS OOVkRXKXXT'S STOUT.
On tbo 10th of November Mr. Motley was rocallcd

and ordered to commit the legation to the bunds of
the Secretary, Mr. Morau, and it was uol until the
30th of December, 1870, tnat tbe government, by wuy
of dsfeadtng his removal and replying to bis uuai pro¬
test, preierreu formal uccutuiiuns ag.inst the deposed
Minister iu a letter itddrussod to Mr. Morau. To those
lute accusations Mr. Motley, keouiy as ne toll, never

replied. The incautious siaiomems, tne personal in¬
sinuations and the uurestrained sarcasm ol that re¬
markable totter were uol aimed at Mr. Motley alcne.
With a seeming lergeiluinco* ol tbe proprieties of
official Intercourse, tlie {'resident deemed u oncoming
to make a despatch to our (Jhargu at Loudon the Ve¬
hicle lor assailing before tbo woriu with unmisiekuoie
Intention tbo integrity of iho Chairman of tho
Senate Committee on Foreign Allaire in referouco
to the St. Domingo s heme, to impnto to him
s "betrayal ol confidence," to imply tbal bo was
"one wno uses the words and astturunous of friendship
to cover u secret and deieVtninod hostility,'' and to
let Europe understand mat tho Pruslduui looked upon
Mr. Sumner witn "acorn and cuiiiatnpi." Mr. Sum¬
ner's review ol that despatch, and In answer lo its
charges uguiusl himself, were contained iu u paper

General Grant rticra with satisfaction to the

negotiation at Washington with the British Min¬
ister abich resulted in the Joint High commis¬
sion and »be Geneva award; and it appears that U
was in August, 1809, two months after the
determination to dismiss Mr. Motley for holding
Mr Sumner's views, that Mr. 8umner advised too

DOUBLK DkALIKO.
Condemned according to General Grant In June,

1809 and his romoval tbeu decided upon, but rctuinoa
in ofllco until July, 1870, Motley was left In Ignorance
ol tne alleged uissailslacilou on the part of the gov¬
ernment, and was quit# unaware that for a
whole yoar be owed his position in London simply
to the tear entertained by tho President aud uis
advisors thai uis rocull would arouse ihu displeasure
ol Mr. Buratior, until tho time arrived when tho gov¬
ernment had uo longer any motive for "not wishing
to stir turn up," and that lime was the next duy alter
the deleat ol tbe St Domingo treaty by Sumner s ex¬
posure of tbo Immorality of the schomo. n hen ut
last dismissed Mr. Motloy wrote:."During tbiiteou
months succeodiug tbo incidents ol June, 1809, tho
government has employed mo In tbo most serious
matters that can occupy an envoy iu tbo negotiation
of treaties and other important and coullavntial busi¬
ness up to tbo moment whon In three lines you la-
formed ins that tho President, for no reason what¬
ever, would permit me to resign." Mr. sumucr was
kept in similar iguorunco ol the fato that awaited
Mr. Motley, and tne continuing appeals for his
suviee in shaping and toriuulating Uio policy
of the President on the English question
were little calculated to open his eyes to the lact that,
lor harmonizing with the views ou that subject so per
BiBleully sought lor by tbo Cabinet, and embodied in
its instructions Motloy bad oeeu condemned. Mr.
bumuer, who telt little tlaltereu by the tender of tho
Luglish miaslou, showed tn his protest that wuen tne
adoption by tho goveruraeul of his suggestions in
August, 1889 (two months alter It had boeu resolved to
recall Money), lor a reuswal of the uegowatiou, had
resulted iu the British government asking luu iigmU-
cant and comprehensive question, "What we would
accept," the bocroiary, uuder dale ol Washington,
November 8, 1889, expreasod to Mr. durimer their un¬
willingness to act on it without consulting hiui, uud
wrote-:."Will you cither note what you luink will Uo
sultiuient to meet the views ol the Senate aud ol tho
country, or will you formulate the proposition t"

IXTKOlKIOlsU DCFMCITY.
In our llopublic tho example ol us earliest envoys

and the leeliug that our lorolgu policy should bo
trumful aud siraighilorward are tnought to buvo mod¬
erated the disposition sumoumos observed In our
uiploinacy to ruse and duplicity. But Motley had the
misfortune to learn by a double lossou that it was still
detrnrd suio by the govurnmout to practice the art of
llueuso without stint towara its own agents at lorolgu
capitals. Whether at Loudon or at Vionua, under
Johnson or under Grant, Motley tound biinrelt the
victim of lutrigucs to which he was a stranger, unex¬
pectedly assailed Iroin Washington by manufactured
charges and premeditated Insults by tho very govern¬
ment which ne was lailblully serving.
The attempt, from whatever motivo or In whatever

gulso. to conceal thoso events and that example should
nut prevail; Motley's appeal to the Justice o! his
country men ought not to be Ignored 11 cannot bo
regarded as lair to Motley, or in accord wun Ihu
uiguuy o! the Historical Socioty, or with the cau.io
ol good morals, the policy ol excluding Irom a tribute
to his memory the (acts on whiou ho bused his
"Appeal to History. " I ho impropriety ol ruch ex-
clusi- 'I sooms equally clear, whaiover the apology,
wuolber to suiolu the Johnson and Grant administra¬
tions from stricture, or to piotoet tho tamo ol Motley
from reprouch.

LOUIS.-THE NEAREST APPROACH TO THE POLE

EVER MADE.

[From the SI Louis Republican, Oct. 25.]
Captain a. H. Markham, of England, the second in

command under Sir George Narcs in tho last Polar ex¬

sbips went up by the Smith's Sound route to 82
dug. 11 tutu,, north latitude, and there wintered.from this point Captain Mark hum made au extended
expedition personally over the frozen ocean to willnu
4uo miles of tho pole, having approuched nearer to the
object ol so muny previous etlurts than any other mor¬
tal man.
Captain Markham started with one officer and fifteen

men. They did not use dogs, but dragged their
sledges, ountaiuing tents, provisions and tho neces¬
sary outnt. Dogs were not employed, because they
eat as much provisions as a mnu.consuming a

pound ol moat por day. In order to hare the
trausportatiou us light as possible It was tburo-
tore necessary to forego the use of dog
power. After tucreuibie ulfficulties Captain Mark¬
ham reached 83 deg., 20 win. 20 sea,
over the frozen sea, a higher latitude than
ever attained before, Captuiu Hall reached
82 deg. 11 mlu., so Caplaiu Markham went sev¬
enty miles luriber. Ou the return Jouruoy ot Captain
Murkham's sledge party to tho ships they suffered, in
additlou to lue extreme privations ,md cold, the alllio-
tion ol tcurvey, and Dad it uot been for relief soot
frou: the ship they would uever nave got baok. As it
was Captain Markham aud three men wore the only
oues of the party ou their legs, dragging the remainder
of the party, having buried one. I hey were absent
seveuiy-tbree days Irotn the ships.
Captain Markham, spanking In reterenoe to the

open Polar Sea seen by Morton, the companion of Dr.
Kane, remarked that where Morton saw tne open
Polar 8ea tUey found a channel thirty miles wide, and
wont through it. Cuptain Markbaut kuew Mortou, be
having been out lour years ago.in 1873.ou the ship
which picked op the Polaris' men, among whom was
Morton.
Tho minimum teuipemturo regtsterod during the

wluter by 3ir George Naree' expedition was 74 degrees
below zero, or 100 degrees buiuw freezing point of
Fahrenheit. Tho coldest day was about March 4,
1870, being the coldest of which we bavoany autheutio
account. Tbo sun was absent 142 days during tho
wiuter. They hud u littlo twilight at both extremes ot
the wiuter beaaon, lasting about a week or so, aud only
at noon. In mid-wiuter it was a scene ol total dark¬
ness.
Captain Nairos was prosontod by tho Royal Geo¬

graphical Society of London with a goid medal, lor the
ability ho Uispluyod in conducting the expedlton, and
Captain Markham was, at 'he sauio time, presented
with a gold wetoli lor, as staled In the inscription,
having planted tho Union Jack in a highor northern
latitude than evor beluruattaiucd.
Captain Markham la still comparatively a young

man, ol gallant bearing and evince* the possession ot
true pluck, united with a most courteous bearing.
He wua indisposed to auyitilug in the shnpe of a

newspaper thlorviuw aud particularly adverse to ex¬
pression of opinions routing to prior discoveries or
the eventual solution of lb« great polar problem. Ho
loaves this morning lor Fort 8111 in the Indian Terri¬
tory, being accredited with letters to Colonol Macken¬
zie aud the officers ol tbal post by Lieutenant General
Sheridan.

A statement appeared In an oveniug paper to the
efleet that the pile-driving macbino used by tho Gil¬
bert Elevated Railroad Company, lb Iron! of St. Al-

phoneus' Church, South Filth aveuue, near Canal
street, had shaken the altar ol the church, and It was

thought that the coustaul running of trains ou the
road would render the building too dangerous to
remain tonublo. Tho rector of the church, on whom a
Hkkai.i> reporter called to ascertain the iruihluluess of
the etatemont, said mere was no foundation lor tho
report whatever, lie said the wails ol the chnrch
were six loel thick at the base and lb* structure was
as llrmty and securely built aa any lu New York. Tito
rumor was probably put lu clroulatloo by antagonists
ol tlio road, wbo bad lakoa this as ouo ol toe methods
ol bringing It Into disfavor.

Whun taken beiore Superintendent
oi Police Campbell, in Hrooklya, Mrs. Hooper said,
stio was perfectly Inuoccnt ol the cbarga
and wanted to know why a woman namet
Clara, a friend of Mrs. Delanoy, was not
aire arro sted, as slio was also ul the bouse In lh|
early part of the same evening the robbery occurred.
Mra Hooper also said there was a lumily quarrel on
the uvootug tu question on the woman's account, and
several things were broken in tue disturbance which
took place.

She spoke In uu easy manner, saying tbat she would
like to siate tbo matter a* it really was She wai
married to ber tirst nasband, Mr. Hotter, aboul twelve
years ago. He was u tobacco broker in Water street,
this oity. Aboul eigut years sluce she met Mr. Dela¬
noy at a party in Twelfth street, Now York, aud alter¬
ward at Hoboken,N. J., where they both had acquaint-
anc . She tlnully uucatua ucqaaiuted with Mra Dela¬
ncy and a strong friendship sprung up botweei
them. After living very unhappily with Mr. Poller
lor nine years she obtained a divorce from
him lu Cambridge, Moss. Mr. Poller, ehe
said, was still residing in Brooklyn, and, notwith¬
standing she was married to Mr. Hooper, tbey were
the oust ol IrieuUA Mrs. Hooper here intimated that
Mrs. Delaney was the means ol making a great deal of
uubappinees between Mr. Potior and herself.
